Not only was the body of the tioket, with
all its fancy scroll work, counterfeited, but
so were the stamps of the bookmakers on the
back, even to tho erasure with red ink of the
line announcing the place of business of
J. Connors A Co,

THE AIR B11AFT LIKE A FLUB.

Twenty Families Panlo Stricken at an Harlr
Morning Fire.

A fire whioh stortod in tho bottom of tho
elevator in tho flve-stor- y flat at 160 West One
Hundrod and Twenty .fourth stroot at 4.80
o'clock this morning, caused intanso alarm
among tho twenty families living in tho
building.

A prompt signal brought tho firemen to tho
scene, and thoy found that tho flames bud
shot upward and wero breaking through the
roof. After two hours' work tho firemen had
extinguished the flames, which had been
confined almost entirely to tho elevator shaft
and the roof.

Mr.Leplne. who occupied rooms on tho
third floor with his family, left the building
at 4 o'clook, and at that time there was no
fire or smoko obsorved in the building.

The alarm was first given by Emma Jack-
son, daughtor of Thomas Jaokson, who lives
on the filth floor. Hhe was awakened by
smoke, which had fillod horroom and almost
suffocated her. Hor mother was awakenod
by her baby clutching at her throat, and hor
room was also filled with smoko.

As soon as tho alarm was sounded many
oocupants of tho fiats rushed for tho

and left tho building, but returned
when they learned that tho firemen had tho
flames undor control.

Tho flats are owned by William H. Mohlich
and the damage to tho building is estimated
at $1,000.

Mrs. James Brown, a tonant on tbo fifth
floor, had her household goods almost en-

tirely destroyed. Sho is a poor woman and
her property was not insured.

The occupants of the rear rooms on tho
fourth, third and second floors all sustained
slight damage from water. They all hold in.
surnnco policies. Tho tenants occupying tho
front rooms suffered no damage.

Janitor William Beech said that ho had
been unablo to determine how tho firo ori-
ginated. Thero had boon no one near tho
foot of tho elevator for sevoral hours previ-
ous to the fire except Loplne, who passed by
it when ho went out at 4 o'clock. If thero
had been firo at that time Loplno would have
discovered it.
