LURED OYER TO THIS COUNTRY BI FALSE

PROMISES.

Unlorlnnnte Ilnllnna Who Were Told tlmt
They Would (let Work In America nt
Onrr nt 81.50 nnd 82 a liny Fictitious
I.nnda AllcR'd to He Owned by the Ital-
ian Society for I.'mlsrntloti.

Tho Congressional Special Committoo on
Immigration is winning praises on nil sides
for its business habits and thoroughness.

It has already discoored enough to
frighton tho most optimistic of thoso who
odor America as n rofugo for whomsooor
may como from whatover land.

It has found that Ha aria has systematically
used America ns n rofugo for confirmed crim-
inals; ignoiant and unintelligent Italians
hao been whcdlod into mortgag-
ing their littlo ' properties in tho
land of grapes to como to Ameriia,
gold nnd glory by tho hundred thousand;
that Scottish and other laborers lmo been
imported by contractors in dell unco of law,
under tho eyes of tho fossil Emigration Com-
mission : that Poles and Bohemians lit for no
calling under hoacu lmo been foisted upon
us in a ntato of temporary slaory, and tliat
tho whole system is rotten to tho core.

Cautaiuuro.

Ho was urged to como to Amorica by Emil
I.orclln, an agent of an omigration society.
Ho suid Ins passport boro tho namo.Itahau
Society for tho Promotion of Emigration and
Colonization, Naples.

It was tho samo old story. Fraud and mis-
representation by tho ngonts of an emigration
society iu Italy ; neglect and poverty hero,
und extortion on both sides by his own coun-
trymen.

Thero was tho usual olemont of constitu-
tional pighcadedness on tho part of tlio im-
migrant aud consequont idleness and pauper-
ism.

" Have you worked horo?" asked chair-
man pro tern. Oates." No. I could find no work."

"How havo you lived J"" Tho Emigration Society has helped mo."
Biemonto's passport was taken from bim at

tho Battery and a card given to him, which
ho was told to return next day, got his pass-
port again and rocowe an address whoro ho
could got work.

Ho returned next day and was told, " If
yon havo a dollar you con havo work."

" When will I huvo work?" asked Fran-
cesco, nnd received tho reply, " When God

He gavo no dollar and got no work. In
Italy ho could oarn from 30 to 40 cents a dav,
but ho said "no" in an injured tono whon
askod f ho would work for COconts nr day ami
his board.

' It Is bottor to do nothing, or carry a
bundlo of sticks to earn a fow dollars than to
do that. I must havo at least $1.60 a day "

' ' Would you rothor starve than work for
less than $1.60 V asked Congressman Oates.

"It is hotter to go back to Italy," re-

sponded tho witness.
" But how can you get back?"" Somobody must send mo back. I was

told by Emil Lorolli that I could earn from
4il.GOtoeJ2.tday heforo I leit Italy. There
wero thirty others who came from my neigh-
borhood with me, und we wero all told that."

To Congressman Guonther Biemonto said
ho was to havo work at diggiug. Ho was
directed at Naples to tho Emigration Socioty
in New York. He was told that ho was for-
tunate in being consigned to this society, as
they would sot him at work immediately,
while other emigrants might bo idlo a long
time. Ho arrived in May.

Lorolli's business wits going about tho
country Inducing men to omigrate, and toll-
ing his victims that his society had lauds in
America.

Lorelli first demanded 110 francs for tho
pasago and promise of work hero. Ho got
it, but afterwards camo and demanded 10
francs more and offered as a special induce-
ment the story .of tho possession of lands by
tho New York tociety and that tho steamer
was faster than others aud he would got hero
quioker.

Finally another two francs wns added to
the price ot tho passage. But somo of tho
men who camo with him paid only 112 francs,
und all had tho sumo accommodations on tho
ship. It was a French tramp steamer.

At Castlo Garden ho was told thut his pass-
port belonged to tho Socioty of Immigration
and ho gavo it up. Ho never got it baok.
Tho card boro tho namo of Agent Mar70. but
the witness did not recognize him whon his
attention was called to him

Lorolli induced forty or fifty Cellia people
to come to America in three months, and
many from other places. Ho had been agont
for the Emigration Socioty sinco about .Inn.
1. From Biemonto ho exacted thirty francs
rarnost monoy after their first talk about
emigration.
