POOR BARTLEY CAMPBELL.

The Bad Death of a Play-Writer Wha
Never Lost Heart,

Bartly Campbell, the well.known playa
wright, died yesterday afternoon at the Btate
Hommopathic Asylum for the Insane, st
Middletown.

Mr. Campbell was taken there in Novem.
ber, 1886, suffering from paresis, induced by
overwork. It waa thought some time
that his mental faculties would be re '
he gnined flesh and became more subdued,
This econdition of things, however, did not
last long, aud for several months before
death he was confined to his room,

Bartley Campbell was born in Pittsburg
forty-five vears ago, and began life as n re-
porter on the Leader., Bu uently he be-
came dramatio critio, Later he startad the
Southern Magazine in New Orleans, but it met
with s speedy death. Mr Campbell was
plucky and never lost heart.

His first effort as a play-wright was made in
1870, when he wrote a_very sensational piece
ealled ** Through the Fire.” It was foundsd
on the milrond riots in Pittsburg and scored
a failure, It was given afterwards under
another name, but with a smilar result.

Suocess, howeyer, cawe later, Mr, Campbelk
was & moat prolific writer. Amoong the l‘phrl
