They havo murmured for years against the
arbitrary closing of the gates at Bunset. But
they have been told that Stuyvesant Park
was semi.privato property, and that they
woro lucky to be able to get into it at any
hour of the day.

This is a falbo pretence, and its falsity has
beon clearly demonstrated. It remained for
The Evenino World, in its work for tho
public weal, to oxplodo this pernicious tra-

IT MAT BE HOTTER.

Thla Comforting Aaaursuine. with Promise ot
Rain. Cornea from the Weather Man.

Yesterday was about as hot, humid and un-

comfortable a day as could well bo imagined,
but Lieut. Pursell, in charge of the signal
station on the Equitable Building, greeted
The Evenino World reporter with tho com-
forting statement that to-d- bade fair to be
worse.

At yesterday morning's observation the
temperaturo was 71 and the humidity 68.

This morning tho mercury registered 71.
and tho humidity appeared to bo 77 and in-
creasing.

On the streets mon walked with red ana
perspiring faces, whtlo handkerchiefs were
crammed in between neck and collar to pre-
vent the latter from wilting and falling in
Byronio negligee.

The atmosphere was hazy and a light fog
hung over tho harbor. Lieut. Pursell said
that this condition of the air was dno to tho
fact that it hadn't had a good bath recently
and was filled with dust and the first effects
of decaying vegetation.

Two days of good storms would dispel this
hazo, and New York is liable to have them,
for tho storm centre ia in the lake region to-
day, and if tho high barometer on the lower
Atlantio coast doesn't force it away it will
reach this section

This rain will in no way lessen the tempera-
ture, which is expected to continue high to
make up for the cold of July and that of
May, whloh was hardly offset by tho heat of
June.

Lieut. Pursell also made a sort of predic-
tion to the effect that tho entire month of
August will bo marked by very high temper-
ature, and called attention to tho fact that
the " black day " of August, 1831, whloh was
caused by suoh atmosDherio phenomenn as
exist y, was followed by the hottest
month on record.

OFF THE BRIDGE.

A Young Stateu Islander Makes a
Perilous Leap.

His Reason for Doing1 It Ho Re-

fuses to Toll.

On the Bridge in a Truck and a Tug
Ilclotv.

TAKEN FROM THE WATER ALIVE.

Passengers on n train crossing tho Brook
lyn Bridgo from Now York to Brooklyn
shortly after 10.0 o'clock this morn-
ing noticed a young man woaring
dark clothing climb up tho railing on the
south roadway, and aft or hesitating a mo-

ment, jump over into tho river.
One of the Bridgo policemen also saw him,

but waB too late to prevent tho lonp.
They report that ho rode over the bridgo

on a truck. Ho wis pickod up alive by a tug
aud placed on board tho St. John's Guild
excursion bargo goiug tip tho East River.

Later tho tug John E. Berwind put in
at tho Hamilton Porry, Brooklyn, and
tho polico wero informed that they
had on board a man who had jumped from
tho Brooklyn BriJgo.

Ho was badly injured, nn nmbulance was
Bent for and ho was taken to tho Long Island
College Hospital.

There ho was examined by the surgeons,
who found that his right shoulder was laco-rate- d

and that he was also Buffering of
internal injuries.

Ho was very reticent, but they managod to
learn from him tbat he was Matthew Byrnes,
liveryman living at Port Richmond, S. I. He
gavo his ago as twenty-one-, and said he was
unmarried.

Whether this is his true name and address
is not certain, as they have only his word
for it.

Ho refused to tell why he made tho leap.
Byrnes is undoubtedly an athlete. He is

about 6 feet 10 inches in height and has a
muscular, well-kn- it body.

He was dressed in 6triped gray and black
trousors, brown Derby hat and dark coat.
He had on no vest.

His shirt was a light ono, with broad yellow
and bluo stripes running around it. Tho
trouBers wore supported by a belt, and his
Bhocs wero haud.mado and unweighted.

Ho evidently jumped for somo other reason
than to kill himself.

James Crawford, a brass-worke- r, of 775
Hnlsey street, Brooklyn, was riding ovor tho
bridge to New York on a wagon behind tho
truck on which Bvrncs rodo and snw him
throw himself off tho bridgo. He said :

" Getting off tho truok tho follow hastily
took off his ooat and throw it on the truck,
threw his hat on. tho driveway and then
climbed np on the largo cable which sup-
ports tho north side of tho span."

' ' It was right in the middlo of tho bridge.
Tho man walked along on tho cable about
ten feet towards tho west, and taking hold of
the guards which run about four feet abovo
the cable, he steppod and lookod around.

" Policeman Patrick Campboll Finn, who
was on tho driveway, saw him and yelled.
' Look out for tho boats' just as the jumper
waved hia hand and threw himself into space.

" Ho descended in a sitting position, with
his arms set against his breast, and turned
ovor in the air twico.

" He struck the water right sido up, as
near as I could iudje."

Byrnes was pickod up by the tug Chonoy,
which was towing tho St. John's Guild, a
hospital boat, down East Rlvor.

When off Governor's Ioland ho was trans-
ferred to Capt. James E. Manor, of the tug
John E. Berwind.

Ho was shalMng like a leaf when ho reaohod
the hospital, and wanted to bo covered with
blankets.

Utncer James lirett, ot tno undgo force,
tried to catch Byrnes, but wob delayed by a
passing train until too late.

Ho says there woro two trucks, a single
and double truck, each driven by a single
driver, passing along just as Byrnes jumped.

The single ono was ahead, and the officer
did not get the namo of its owner, but the
double one, he says, bolongs to Howell &
Saxton , Brooklyn.

Byrnes jumped about ono hundred and
fifty feet as the tide was dead low.

WHAT DOES THIS MEAN ?

About the timo of tho jump a young man
rushed into The Evenino Wobld office and
told this story, which differs from tho police
version :

A party of Boston sporting men, in a popo.
lar resort in Summer street at the Hub,
talked of various matters of athletic interest,
and finally took up tho subjeot of jumping
from high places.

In the party was a young sprinter, who
boldly proclaimed his belief tbat ho could
jump from Brooklyn Bridge without recoi
ing any bodily injury.

This statement of tho sprinter's bolief in
his own ability brought on a dispute, and
finally a wager of $500 was offered that the
feat could not bo accomplished.

The offer was takon and arrangements were
made by whloh the sprinter and a party of
four mon loft Boston for this city lost night.

Arriving here, further details woro com-
pleted. A tug was hired at tho Battory and a
truck was hired in tho stroot.

Times were arranged for starting tbe tug
around into East River and driving tho truck
across the bridgo road ay so that the land
and water conveyances would arrive ueor
tho jumping point at about the same moment.

Tno start was to be made at half-pa- st 10
from the Battory, and a little later tbe truok
was to be driven slowly UKn the bridgo.

Thon tho sprintor was to climb rapidly to a
point from which ho could take hia perilous
lcai. Ho would bo watched by tho two mon
of tho party who wont iu tho tug, who
would exchauge signals with one another in
tho truck and would be ready to pull tho
jumper out of the water and get him away.

Tho fifth man of tho Boston party stood on
Dover street dock, to be ready for action in
case of any unlookod.for emcrgenoy.

The man on the dock gave The Evenino

Woiild its information as to the arrange-
ments and the jump, nud described the anx-
iety with which ho watched tho bridgo and
kept an oyo out for tho tug.

The arrangouunts haX boon carofully
nindo in ordor that tho jumper might bo
speedily picKnd up, got to shore and. avoid-In- g

arrest In Now York, bo taken buck to
Boittm by tho first train.

But, the mau iu tho dook R.iys, that was n
miscarriage or a misunderstanding of somo
sort perhaps duo to tho hurry on tho bridgo
in order to provout interference by the
police.

At any rsto, whon tho jump was made, the
tugwasBtlll 200 foot nwoy from thu spot
where tho mou struck tho water.

Tho jumper went down liko a flash and
beucnth tho surfaco ot tho rivor.

Ho eimio up nlio and struck out feobly, man-
aging to keep himself afloat until n tug came
up aud took hnu on board.

Tho plan had beon for tho tug, after got-tin- g

tho jumper on board, to proceed up tho
rivor, whero tho paTty would Ica tho boat
and go at onco to tho Grand Central dopot.

Reports of tho event coming from other
quartoni leave tho question as to tho tug which
picked up tho man a little in tho
shado, .but tho man on tho dock
insisted that tho party's tng actually

in picking up tho jumper, according
to tho programmo.
