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JUMPED TO DEATH.

Larry Donovan's Leap From Hum-
gerford Bridge,

He Sinks in the Thames River
and Drowns.

The Most Daring Bridge-Jumper
Ever Known,

The following special cable dispatoh wae
received at the office of the Police (arvtie Lo-
in,

v LONDON, Aug. T, 1588,

Larry Donovan jomped from the Hungerford
Bridge this moruing and was drowned,

GrOnRoE W. ATKINBON,

Lawrence M. Donoyan, who has made a
numbee of daring jumps, first leaped into
notoriety from the Brooklyn Bridge on Aug.
08, 1844, Before that time he waa entirely
unkuown to fame, He wis then a pressman
in the Police Gasette offico and a member of
Typographical Union No. 6,

The jump was made on & wager of #5600,
which was offered, it is said, by the proprie-
tor of the paper on which he was smployed.

The distance wns about 100 feet, and it
was the first wuccessful standing jump that
waa over mado from tho Brooklyn Bridge,

Prof. Odlum, who wade the Arstleap, on
May 94, 1885, was killed, and Bteve Hrodie,
who made his jump on July 24, 1886, dropped
from tho truss work.

Donovan was searcely bruised by his fall
and when taken from the water s fow min-
utes aflerwards be was in first-rate condition.

LAWRENCE M. DONOVAN,
