DANNY LYONS MUST HANG.

BI8 LAST HOPE FOR LIFE SWEPT AWAY
THIB MORNING,

Juntice Patterson Deoldes Adversely en Fils
Appenl, and Fle Will Meet Hia Deom
Next Tuesaday—The Sad News Carried te
L.yons by His Lawyer and an “ Evenlng
World ' Reporter—Lyarns Tries Hard to
Hear Up nnd Ta Fesigned.

Tha last ray of hope for Danny Lyons has
#aded away, and if ho lives until next [ues-
day he will suffer the ponalty fixed by law
for the killing of Athlete Joseph Quinn.
Judge Patterson, in the Bopreme Court
Chambers this morning, handed down a de-
cinion denying the application for a stav of
exeontion pending an appeal to the Genoral
Term.

In his decigion the Judge reviews the case
from the trinl in the (Jeneral Bessions. Con-
tinuirg, His Honor says:

After the warrant for ihe execution was given to
ihe Soeri the prisoner Nied a notice of sppesl
from the original convickion and Judmanl 1o the
Goneral Term of this Courl, and now applies to
this Court upon & writ of habeas corpus
claiming that the fxing of the date of
exeoution by the Heoorder was without suthority
of law, und thut the Court of Genera Heasions
had nc}nmlutlnn 1u nanie the day for the Infle-
tion of the death penaity, and asked the Inter-
position of the Court 1o atay his execation upon the
ground stated.

Tha oonlention of the prisonar la based upon oer-
talo wectlons of the Codeof Criminal Procedure, and
I8 s clalmed that those sections operals to vest
anh excluslve authority in certaln courts named
therein to ix a day for the urrilnn out of & sen.
tenoe In & capltal case under the olrcumstances
mantioned, and that the Conrs of General Sesdions
had no jurisdictlon whatever,

Judge Pattorson then rofers to the sections
in question, and 1 conclusion says :

Bu whole oase that the existing jurisdiction of the

opreme Court to sit in reviow or appeal in & crum-
iinsl case I8 aitogether statutory and not
& part of the inherent general jurisdiciion

wiay of proceedings in this case.
