Commissioner Voorhts entered tho court-
room at Polico Headquarters earlior than
usual yostordoy morning, and at 9 o'clock
began hearing a long chaptoron tho misdeeds
of tho city's bluo-coate- d guardians.

Officer Edward Clarksou. of the Sixth Pro-cinc- t,

os tho first delinquent nummonod to
tho bar. He tailed to report for duty Aug.
3, and as an oxcuso sold ho fell asloep reading
a newspaper.

Sorgt. Sheldon, of the Nineteenth Precinct,
stated that on Aug. 3 Officer Thomas Mont-
gomery had reported for duty in an intoxi-
cated condition. Dr. Grinnell corroborated
the Sorgeant's statement, but half a dozen
witnesses who row tho policeman on the day
in question said he wns porfoctlv sobor.
