It was Tae Evesiye Worrno that exploded
the thirly years' tradition that the park wns
sotl-private property,

Tt ealledd the publie indignation meeting in
Btuyvesanut Hall,

It successinlly urged the Aldermen to puss
their rerolution tuvoring the evening openiug.

It presented to the Park Commissioners
one of the largest public petitions ever signed
in this eity.

Confident of the justice of the eause, Tur
Evexiyo Wonup has urged the matter per-
sistently a8 the chinmpton of the people,

Aud by the action of the Park Commission
to-day, based on tho opinion of the Corpors-
tion Couunsel, snceess Las attonded its efforts
in tho people's behnlf,

At the meeting of the Board to.day, with
every member present, the opiion of Cor.
puration Counsel Beekmun on the woeoted
yuestion of whether the park could be opened
without violation of the conditions of the
grint of land was presented,

Opinions of the London Press on the
Treaty's Rejection,

““Englishmen and Americans Not
Lunatics Enough to Fight.”

Canada Plus Its Falth to the Good
Judgment of the Administeation,

Loxpow, Aug. 22.—'The worning papers all
hinve enlile despstehes announcing the re-
fusal of the Unitod Btates Benate to ratify
the Fisheries treaty. ¢ They publish them
couspienously, but do not seem to have had
titne enongh to make comment extensively
ou the result, which wis not known until
midulght, The evening pnpers, however,
weize npon the suliject.

The Pall Mall Gatle bas o spirited leader
on thoe falluro of the treaty. It regrets the
rejection by the Sonate, but snticipates no
serions consequences, Amoricaus and Eng-
lishmen, it says, are not Innntics, to plunge
into war over u kettle of fish,

1t wus a mietnke to necotinte such a treaty
onthe eve of a Presidentinl election, nud a
wistoke to appoint Chamberlain to earry
on the negotintions, ** But it s nsoless
erying over spilled milk," 1t adas, ** Let us
tuke np tha busiuess again after the Novew-
bier election is over,™

The Duily News ways ¢ 1t is another ox-
atple of the wany evils which the disunion-
ists nre bringmg upon their conntry."

The Daily Clivopidle says : ** This unworthy
altempt to make party capital of a uur‘n‘liu-n
which might involve two grint couutries in
war is not likely to endenr the KRepublican
purty to the mujority of uative-born Awmeri-
cnun'"

T'he Ties says that the clection of a Presi-
dent will see o wonderfal ealiwing down of
party passions, and intimstes that even Har-
rison, if elocted, will find it convenient to
effect o similar settlement of the pending
fisbery dispntes with enongh eolornble altep-
ation in its details to save the pride of his
purly.

** The Republican position, in o word. ap-
pears that uonintercourse in fish produsts
nud fishing privileges ought to follow the
continued exercise by C i ol the liey
a-loried after the lapse of the Washington
treaty,

** If that is the extent of the relation to
apprehendoed Cunadn may regard with a
denl of equnnimwity the rejection of the con-
veution of last  February, for although the
Awerican market is valuable to our fishernmen
we can mwanuge to get along without it and
binve little or wo weed of commercial privi-
leges 1o Uwnited Sintes ports for our
erafl,

' We may nt oy rate safely conelude this
much: Thatif the control of the Adiinistra-
tion passes into the hoandsof the party 1espon-
sible tor the rejection of the Fisheries troaty
every resonrce of biufdl, coercion and threat
will be exhausted to compel Cansda to aban-
don her rights secured in 1515 and exercised
fur sevenly yenrs,
