e doctor calmly usked if Knoelivi n fa'
wns broken, and insisted thot it should be
exnmtund by two competent expeorts,  If it in
hroken theu it will he in order, according to
the doctor, to see whnt broke it.

Ho contends that n broken jaw isn very
rare oecurenes, and is hiardly ever bronght
abont by pulling o tooth.  In fact, althongh
the doctor wounld hardly admit as muoh in
words, ho soemed to thiuk this move of
Knoeller's n pices of blnokndling,
