If England rtneka Them Up They Think
They Cnn Pull Through.

r.rioiiL to th XTXHina would.!
Ottawa, Ont., Aug. 24. President Clove-land- 's

message has created much snrpriso
here. As tho Premier is in Nova
Scotia, it is difficult to learn what
action may bo considered necessary
here, but from what con bo gleanod
from tho members of the Cabinet at presout
at tho capital it appears that no great alarm
is felt.

Tho abolition of tho bonding system is
viewed with great anxiety as it will
doubtless imposo hoavy liabilities on
tho Government in order to enable
tho Canadian linos to meet tho requirements
for the trafflo which would then bo shipped
to tho Canadian seaboard.

Tho Canadians havo one through trans-
continental lino, and by tho construction of a
connecting link between tho Grand Trunk and
Temlscouttt railways, a distanco of 70 mileB,
two outlets will be available to tho Atlantic
ports of New Brunswiok und Nova Scotia.

" All Canadians would deplore any inter-
ruption of tho commercial relations which

" No suggestion of ' grcaso ' or anything
of that kind ?" asked Gon.
