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A WORD OF OAUTION.

We have cool, healthful weathor just now
in New York, with an atmosphere fit to tempt
bome the sojourners in the oold regions of
the mountaine and the night chilliness and
dampness of the seashore. But our suthori-
ties must not forget that the month of Bep.
tamber is a trying one in the city, and that it
iseven more emeatial to attend striotly to
mnitary regulations and precautions at this
sotson of the year than in midsummer,

Are our streets in the condition we shonld
desire? Is the city as free as wo could wish
it to be from disease.breeding odora and
puisancea? Are onur tenement-houses as wall
Jooked after by the health officars as they
ought to ba?

Thess are important matters to consider.
'We bave seonred valuable changes in onr
Quamanfine management, thanks to Gov.
Hna's courage and firmness, but it is not yet
ss satisfactory as it might be, and pestilencs
is throatoning some parts of our coast. Wa
have afalthful Btreet-Clouning Commissioner,
but the condition of the stroet pavements
and a lack of harmonions oo-operation be-
tween the departments interfors materially
with his work. The schools will soon open,
and children will bo drawn together again in
large numbers.  Is tho sanitary condition of
the schools perfoot ?

Those are questions of very prave intsrest
st this time, It is the duty of all the suthori-
ties clothed with sanitary duties to discharge
them with zeal and fidelity now, in sspecial,
when the dangerous month of Beptember ap-
proaches and people ara beginning to flock
back nto the city from the temporary sum-
mer homes.

BEARDING OANADA.

It is an open secrst that the rejection of
the proposed Canadisn treaty by the Repub.
lican Benate had in it as much politics as
patriotism. Tt was intended to make the
treaty, with ita alleged undne conocessions to
Cannda, a valuabla piece of capital for stump
orators on the Repnblican side during the
eampaign.

Preaidont Creveraxp's message to Con-
gress changes the situstion. The President
says to the Republican Benators: '* Having
rejected the treaty, I now ask you to place in
my haods an efficient powaer to retaliate upon
the Canadians if they continue the unfriendly
and unjust attitnde they have mssumed
fowards our American fishermen."

The President pointa ont that the provision
of the treaty of 1873, giving Canada the
privilege of freo transit in bond threngh the
United Btates for her exporis and imports,
termioated on July 1, 1885, He calls on
Congress to give him the power to suspsnd
by proclamation the operstion of all laws
and regulations permitting (he transit of
goods, wares and merchandise in bond across
or over the territory of the United Btates to
and from Caonds. He further asks that
authority be conforred to diseriminate ngainst
Canadian vessels using our canals precisely
a8 Amerioan vessels are disoriminated against
on Oanadian cuanals,

If Congress concedos these powers, a blow
will be struck at Oanada which will compel
the fair and just treatment of our fishing
vessels in Canndian wators and ports. The
message is bold and patriotio and completely
turns the tables on the Republicans in their
Fisheries policy.
