Escape from Incendiary Fire.

What cama nearly being tho cause of ab-

ruptly terminating tho season of Imro
Kiralfy's grand sptctaclo on Btaten Island
lasnight was a fire that started mysteriously
at the left of the immense stage about an
hour after the performance ended. It is

It is known that there was a fire: that it was
supposed to have been of incendiary origin,
and that the management did not, upon
learning the facts, treat tho matter lightly,
but, on the contrary, ordered a rigid investi-
gation and employed special detectives to
trace tho incendiaries, if possible.
