Old "Pop" Klland,
one of the pioneers of Colorado and well known
for many years on the frontier, has been brutally
murdered on bis ranch, near Dotsero, Garoeid
County, by C. A. Baboock, who claims that he
waaforoed to shoot his sged victim tn e.
