Amoup yostorday's deaths ao that of Hosa
Do Leina, n Sister of Charity who had been
a faithful nurso to tho early sufforers. No
time is loft for gnof, howover, as thoso who
are still uninfected nro filled with dread for
theinsolvos.

Nearly all tho business houses dealing in
goods not of nbsoluto daily neoossity havo
been closed for a week, nnd now tho big dry-goo-

houso of Furobgott it Hcnodlct is
cloHcd. Tho announcement of the closing of
this houso caused all tho roiuaiuing dry-good-s,

furnishing-good- s and similar houses
to shut their doors.

Tho rofugco train for tho north was
crowded tho authorities having re.
laxod their rigid quarantine restrictions to
botne extent.

At a couforenco nt Omngo Park it was de-
cided to give all unobstructed passage to

not already sick, butthoy nre obliged
to go in locked cars. Through freight from
tho North is permitted passage also.

Tho insufficiency of tiie forco of physicians
and nurses at Camp I'erry has bocomo alarm-
ingly apparent, and a call for trained nurses
has been issued by Gov.

It has been devolopod that tho fovor is
much mora rampant in thoso quarters of
Jacksonville whoro city water nnd other im-

provements liavo bocn introduced thou in the
neotions whoro wells nro dopondod on for
water supply.

The fevor startod at tho river front and has
not extended back very far.

Jack Pollard, who was taken ill at Bou-

logne, was ordored back to Jackson villo with-
out medical treatment. .He iliod soon nfter
his orrivul, and the strongest denunciation is
mado of tho Douloguo authorities.

Tho colored poonlo liavo boon loft out of
nil enlculations for rollof, nnd thoy havo
finally orgnnized n roliof nssocintion among
thomsolves.

ELECTRICIANS IN COUNCIL.

THEY EULOGIZE MAYOR HEWITT AB A

PHILOSOPHER AND STATESMAN,

Anil Hear Lots ot Wisdom About Ohm'a
Wlrea, Conduit nnd Circulator A Fa.
per by H. S. Wheeler on the Under-roun- d

Problem In This City The Hoard
nl Vleotrlcal Control Also Prnlaed.

Tho second day's session of tho semi-

annual convoutlon of tho National Eloctrlo
Light Association is in progress In the ban.
iuct hnll of tho Hotol Brunswiok.

Ellhu Thomson's resignation was received
from tho Oommitleo on Insulation and In-

stallation of Eloctrio Plants, nnd President
Duncan will appoint his Buocessor.

On motion of A. H. Foote, of Cincinnati,
tho thanks of tho nssoointlon nro extended to
Mayor Hewitt for his address of welcome of
yestorday, nnd it was ordered that his addrois
be printod in pamphlet form.

Mr. Footo said ho would order 3,000 copies
of tho address for distribution among tho
business men of Cincinnati,

Following is tho text of Mr. Foote s eulo-
gistic resolution :

Wliere as, Abram S. Hewitt, Mayor of Now York,
haa honored thia asioctatloa with an address of
welcome t and

Whereas, In his address he baa given a conclie
and impressive presentation of the importance to
olTllliatlon of thn utilisation ol electrical force In
tho mechanical service ot the people, whloh la
aecond to none ever before ntlllzed; and

Whereas, In so doing he hsB announced senll-men- ta

Indicative of the man in his complete eharac-te-r
of philosopher, statesman, pollllolan and mas-

ter of bustnesa afTalraj therefore, belt
liesolrea. That as a mark of appreciation of bla

maaterful grasp of tho Importanon of the
enblect, hla d and geoerous pre-
sentation of It, and his kindly courteey,
the (Secretary of this association be and he Is here-
by directed to print an authorized copy of said
addreas In pamphlet form and supply the aame to
membcra of the association at a price 10 per cent.
In advance ot tho coat of production.

Mr. Btonnrt.of Baltimore in soconding Mr.
Foote's motion, declared that Mayor Hewitt's
views would go far to aid electricians in thoir
fight against the gonoral ignorance on the
Bubjoct of electricity.

President Duncan's reply to tho Mayor will
bo incorporated in th pamphlet.

Expor 8. S. Whoolor, of tho Board of
Electtlcnl Control, of this city, road an essay
on " Overhead and Underground Wires In
Now York," illustrated by chnlk drawings on
a blackboard.

Ho gave a detailed decount of the advance-
ment of electrical work in Now York nnd Ihe
steps which led up to tho cnactmont in 1884

of a law dircoting electrical companies to put
thoir conductors underground.

Mr. Wheeler rolated tho story of how the
Subway Commission labored and experi-
mented in their offorts to find tho best way to
perforin the work of burying tho wires, and
stntod that moro than four hundred methods
woro submitted to tho commission.

The mothods in othor 'citle were royiewed
nnd shown to bo impracticable for New
York, becnuse there aro here so many moro
telegraph and telephone wires thnn In any
other city in Amt-ric- with comparatively
much less space for the conduits.

In Paris the wires nro run through tho
largo sowers. In London there nro prao-ticoll- y

no nro lights, nnd therefore no olr.
emits. The telephone is not used extensively,
and telegraph wires are placed underground
by tho Government.

Tho plan hero is what Is known as the
" " system, consisting
of live-inc- caBt-lro- n pines, laid under the
nidowallts nnd accesslblo through " hand-hol-

" or " fluBh boxes."
'iho cables are of guttn porcha. like the

submarlno cables, and the pipe-joint- s are
looso. to admit water for the preservation of
tho cahle.

In Brooklyn there are ten miles of Dorset
conduit nud four and a hnlf mllosof conduit
consisting of a wooden box made of creosoted
boards looBely joined. This conduit acts
simply in keeping tho cables from contact.

The plan followed In this city was de.
scribed, and Mr. Wheeler concluded by
Btftllng that thero are already in the city of
Now York moro electrical conduotors than in
any other city In the world.whilo tho capiclty
of tho construction already finished in this
city may be estimated fairly at over 30,000 miles
of conductors.

There aro through lines completed from
tho Battery to Central Park on Broadway
and Sixth avenue, aud a gradual conversion
from an overhead to an underground system
in the business parts of tho city may be con-
fidently oxi'Mtcd.

Mr. Wheelor said that sinco tho oppoint-me- nt

of the Board of Electrical Control a
thorouch and coroiul inspection of tho ovor-lien- d

wires by competent men hns
shown that a great deal of vory bad
and unnecessarily dangerous work has been
done, nnd that a reprehensible and Inexcus-
able oonditionof overhead wires is tho prin.
cipal, If not the only, causo of tho clamor for
underground service

In addition to tills an enormous quantity of
wire and poles not in use at all exist, amount-
ing to from a half to two-third- s of all tho
wiro and poles in tho citv.

"Obstructions to strets or sldowalks.

Nover was Buoh hard work done before.
To tho travoller tho Continent has tho aspect
of n fortified camp. Whorovor troopB oro

Btatiouod, and they nro everywhere thoy aro
kopt in motion from morning until night.

All over France the sound of tho bugle Is

heard; the drill-maste- r is busy instructing
recruits ; tho whole nation Is in his bauds.
Large masses ot troops are continually mov-

ing from point to point on tho frontiers.
Ohangosaro made in railways to increnso
thoir strategic advantogos.

In the interior tho troops nro being con- -

stantly oxeroised, storoB Inspected, transport-
ation listed, experiments at mobilization
made. It may almost bo said that Franco Is

mohllUod. She Is ready for action and will
not be taken by surprise ognln.

Tho manoeuvres now going on in Iho
have grown out of tho military spirit

now prevailing throughout Europe. Thero
60,000 thoroughly equipped and well-drille- d

troops aro going through the movements of
on aotlve campaign under tho oyo of King
Humbert, who has formed a rogular military
establishment nt Forlt.

Thero tho general staff soriously plot
operations oh a largo scolo, nnd tho nrmy
exocuto them from dny to day. Italy has
witnessed no suoh scene sinco tho, days of
Solforino.

Littlo Bulgaria, armed to the teoth, has
oaught the Infection, and, under the spirited
lead of Prlnco Ferdinand, Is marching hor
little army to and fro and strengthening her
fortifications and frontier posts.

Austria, stimulated by Germany, Is gradu-

ally bringing her military forcos up to thot
degree of efficiency which is good in tho
eyes of her German critics.
