RAILROAD HORROR,

A Crowded Exoursioniat Train Jumps

the Traok.

Fivo Men Killed and Many
Badly Crushed.

THE CARS SMASHED TO PIECES.

(riciAt. to inr xvmiMn woni.n.1
Sr. Louis, Mo., Sept. 3. Dotails woro

obtained this morning of a moit remnrkablo
railroad disaster that occurred about 0 o'clock
Saturday ovening on a short railroad known
on tho Boonvillo Branch, near Boonvillo.Mo.

Tho cars woro loaded with oxcurslonists
returning to Boonvillo from a fair at Tipton,
at a point about ten milos from Boonvillo.

Tho rails spread and the train jumped tho
track, A numbor of railroad soctlou mon
wore standing by tho trnok when tho accident
occurred and tho cars foil over on them.

The killed aro; Frank MoKennt, Cuailes
Hall, Frank McGoniole, 0. B. Thomas and
John Snoddv.

Thrco otliors wero badly crushed, and othora
were wounded moro or less severely. Six
box cars wero wrecked, and tho loss will bo
not less than 910,000 to tho railway company.

Tho accident was due to tho track suroading
and tho men who woro killed wero not on the
train, but wero section men returning to thoir
Bcction-hous-

Standing near the track waiting till tho
tram pacscd after the accident, the engino
ciuno into lloomillo niter doctors and nurses
and returned within a fow hours to the scene
of tho dlsastor.

It was midnight before the wreok was
cloared and tho passengers, which numbered
about fifty, were brought to this city with
tho dead and wounded.

It is hard to tell whero the blame lies.
