Notwithstanding the foots that the people
of this country use sponges to a great extent,
and that some $500,000 worth are yearly Im-

ported, very little is known concerning their
production.

Whether it is of animal or vegetable growth
is not known to one-thir- d of tho persons who
daily use the uponge. Where it comes from,
the peoplo who make their living by moans
of the indu ry, aud how they live, are facta
both interesting and instructive, and snow
some features of tho lower forms of animal
life.

In this city tthe sponge trado is governed
bv a half dozen import ng houses. Besides
these there are soven jobbers who buy in the
market

In order to ascertain some facts regarding
the production of tho spougo a reporter
called on Harry Seebig, the resident member
of u mrgo sponge House located in Germany,
which veanv sends to this country large
quantities of

" When was tbo spongo llrst used t" askeu
the reporter.

" It's hard to tell," was tho answer,
' when it was first used, but it has been
known since the commencement of the
Christian era.

' ' Sponges wore first used in Now York by
the old Dutch settlers. Some thirty-si- x years
ago the Qtecks introduced the Mediterranean
sponges. Since then trade has grown an.
nually. and now the industry is a most im-
portant one."

" Can you tell where and how the spongo
is obtained?"

" Yes. In this country thoy can bo got off
tho Florida Keys. Tbeu thev can be fouud
among the islands of the West Iuaies and
in the Mediterranean Sea. They also abound
in the Greek aud Turkish archipelagoes.
The natives divo for them, and sometimes

go down in thirty to forty fathouiB of

' ' Tne natives who divo for tbo sponges
live only a sh rt time, and after five or xix
years they becomo blind and deaf that is, if
they are not eaten by tho numerous sharks
that abound in theso waters. They are a lazy
set of men ; and after they get their vessels
well provisioned, will not work until their
supply of food is exhausted. Then thov will
work untii thoy obtain a good cargo and then
dispose ot it on the outer islands. Six to
eight men go on each vessel. They live on
fruit, drink wino and hanker after the society
of females."

" Is tho sponge of animal growth?"
" That's the question which, after an ex-

haustive Bcten.itio discus-do- in this city
some years ago. resulted in the conclusion
that tho sponge is of animal growth. Iu its
original state tho spongo resembles the blow-fis- h

in its appearance. When it is first taken
lrom the water it has a pulpy flcxh, and it is
laid on tho shore and covered with rushes
until the rays of the sun burn the flesh off.
Then it is put in shallow water and ' cra-
dled.'"" What aro the different grades of sponges
and whenro do they coino?"

" Sheeps'-woo- l, grass, volvot and reef
sponges can be obtiiued off the Florida sea-coa-

Sheeps'-wo- ol also comes from Nassau,
but it is not as good as tho Florida article.
It Has large pores. The grass, velvet, reef
aud wire sponge can also be got at Nas&au.
Tlie wire spongo is not sold for use.

" The Mediterranean sponge is known as
tho Turkish-bat- h sponge in this country and
as the honeycomb in Europe. It is brought
to this market after undergoing the process
before describod, and bleaclied here. The
bleaching is done by the use of mangauate of
potash. After this is appliod, the sponge is
placed in cleansing acids, washed in salt
water, and finally colored to the desired tint
by a solution of comaion wasjing soda.

" From Nassau we also receive tho silk,
surgeons', largo cup, eye cup, toilet and
Zamoca sponges.

" However, it is now tbo fault of the men
in the business here that sponges are not to
be bad nearer at hand. In 1880 an attempt
was made to grow sponges at Bowery Bay
Beach, on Long Island, but it proved a
failure."

' What are the finest sponges, and whoro
do they come from ?"

" They ore known as cup sponges, and wo
receive them from the Greek Archipelago.
The only sponges used in hospitals are tho
Riuall surgeon and abdominal, and they aro
rapidly being done away with, absorption
cotton beiug thoir substitute. The sponges
now made for medical use is called a sponge
tent. It is mado of reef sponge, and is used
for cleaning out wounds and also in obstet-
ric al cases.

" 'lho sponge is on articlo none of which
goes to wasto. The clippings are used for
filling mattresses, and are al-- o being used by
railroad engineers for packing journal boxes. '

" I suppose there ore no tricks in tno
trade?"

" Oh. yes, thero are. The Rponge can be
easily doctored. Common grass sponges aro
frequently bloachod and put on tlia market
as Turkish goods. So neat is the work to at
even druggists cannot detect tho difference.
By a trial only can the cheat be discovered."
