Physiclans who, like
Dr. Bettes, transgress the health laws by
failure to report fever cases will be vigor.
ously prosetuted by the Board of Health,

Hinee my report of yesterdaythere have
been forty-one new cases. The death rate,
however, is very low, indicating the mild
type of the disease, which is undoubtedly
running its course until frost comes to nip
the miorobes' toes.

The large crop of new cases which has
besn harvesting for the past two days is due
to the horrible weatner which the oity has
experienced during the past week.

New victims of the plague and men who
onnnot be spared by us are the faithful phy-
sioians who have so long and heroically
ought the dread monster, Dr. W. L. Bald-
win died Monday., Dr. J. D, Fernandez. of
Bt, Luke's Hospital, is stricken, as is also
