Physicinne who, like
Dr. Bettes, transgress the health laws by
failure to report fever cassa will be vigor.
ously prosecuted by tha Board of Health,

Binoe my report of yesterdaythere have
been forty.one new cases. The death rate,
however, is very low, indicating the mild

type of the disease, which is uqdouhtodly
running its course until frost comes to nip
the miorobes' toen.

The large crop of new canes which has
been harvesting for the pest two days is due
to the horrible westher which the city has
cxperienced during the past wesk,
