0DR B0I8 AND GIRLS WILL FIND THEIR
CLASS-ROOM- S NEATLY FIXED UP.

On Monday Their Ptndlesj Will Degln After
Vncntlon--A Pile or Money Una rjeen
Hpcnt In Itrpnlra nnd Four New tlnlld.
Intra Hnvr TJcen Erected .tlminnl Train-
ing tn Ho (trentlr Kxtcnded Thla Term.

Tho publio sohools of Now York will re.
opon on Monday. Tho usual increase of at.
tmdiinco will bo had, but accommodation!
for it havo also boon made, so that tho chil.
dron will not bo crowded. Every year the
number of children who get old enough to go
to ncliool swolls the ranks considerably. Of
courso thoso s naturally go into
tho lowor classes of tho primary department,
which as a tonsoquouco nro tho most
crowdod. But tho class-roo- aro adaptod to
this condition o things, bo far us can be.

An Evenino Would roporter hatl an inter,
viow with Mr. Arthur McMullin, picrk of
tho Board of Education, on what has boon
accomplished.

' ' What wus tho appropriation of tho Board
of Apportionment for tho Board of Education
this year?"

"Tho Board of Apportionment is poll,
tioncd by the Board of Education for such
an appropriation as it believes suitable to the
requirements of tho calendar year. Thhj
year's appropriation for repairs, heating,
building and sanitary arrangements was
$290,000," said Mr. McMullin.

" What hoi boon dono in tho matter of
Bohool building ?"

" A new Bchool, known as No. 84, was oc-

cupied May 1. This is Miss Boot's sohool,
nnd it has two departments. It is on Fiftieth
streot, between Ninth and Tenth avonues.
Then thero aro tho following school build,
ings: Ono at Sevonty.seventh street and
Tenth avenue ; ono on Bivington and Lewis
streets, in tho Eleventh Ward ; ono on
Ninetv-sixt- h street and Lexington avonue, in
the Twelfth Ward ; ono at One Hundrod and
Thirty .eighth street and Willis avenue, in tht
Twenty-thir- d Ward, and ono at Ono Hundred
and Fourth street and Tenth avenue, in th
Twelfth Ward. This last is practically a new
school, bocauso although there was a school
building thtro beforo, what has beon added
is much moro than tho littlo of it that was re-

tained. Alterations wero also mado, greater
or lefcs, iu nearly all tho other schools.

" These alteratious, of course, deal with re-

pairs in tho plumbing and measures concern,
ing improved heating, lighting and ventila-
tion."

" What was tho cxponso of theso schools ?"
asked tho reporter.

" Tho Eleenth Ward School cost$127,775,
tho Twollth Word School. 8184.986; the
Twonty.third Ward School, '5187,900. and the
alterations ivud additions in tho Twelfth Ward
School $149, 900. This makes a total ot $780-66-1

for these school buildings."
' ' Aro theio anv other schools projected ?"

continued the reporter.
" Yes," answered Mr. McMullin. " There

is ono in Carman'jville. nt Ono Hundred and
Fifty-sixt- h s reot and St. Nicholas avenue, in
tho Twelfth V:d ; auother at One Hundred
and Thirty-fourt- h street and Lenox avenue,
in tho Twenty-thir- d Ward, and a third at
Ogden avenuo and Highbridgevillo, in the
Twenty-fourt- h Ward. Those schools will
cortninly bo erected within a year or two."

" What sections aro thero in which tho
need of schools has been most folt ?"

' In tho Twelfth, Nineteenth, Twenty-secon- d

and Twenty-thir- d wards," said Mr. Mc-

Mullin.
" AVhot was tho nvcrago attondonco for tho

past scholastic year ?"
Iho avorago attendance in the ten or

eleven grades of schools was 154,498; the
whole nutnbor of pupils taught was 306,333."

' ' Has any new feature been introduced
this past year in tho education iu tho publio
sohools?"

" Manual training has boon introduoed
into four schooli, and thero was an applica-
tion .from a fifth school that it might be in.
troduced into it. There was some complaint
that tho training of tho hand and eye were
neglected in our system of instruction. Ca-
rpentry has been introduced into the boys'
schools, nnd drawing, wiiilo cooking and
sewing havo boon taught in tho girls'
schools.

" The object of this has boen not so much
to give the children proficiency in thoso sev-

eral things as to teach them the laws which
aro applied in them phj steal and mathe-
matical. It is au object teaching. In the
elemoutarv classes of tho primary depart-nion- t,

whero the smallest children aro found,
tho kindergarten system has beon used.

' ' Commissioner Holt, Chairman of the
Course of Studies, at tho first meeting of the
Board of Education, Sept. 13, will present a
report of tho results of this experiment lt

is very deeply interested in tho subject
himself, aud has dono much to bring about
its introduction in these schools as an experi-
mental tost of its value as an educational fac-

tor. "
' ' Who is tho architect of tho schools?" asked

tho roporter.
' ' Mr. Georgo W. Dobovoiso is tho Super,

iulendont of Buildings, and has tho super-visio- n

of tnreo oi four men who prepare plans
and charts lor school buildings. They ore at
work pretty stoodily at this in one of the
upper rooms of this building, " said Mr.
