MPROIAL TO THE RYENING WORLO.\

Jacxsoxvizne, Fla,, Bept. 7.—The record
for the past thirty.six hours of the yellow
fover moourge has been terrible, but the
people of this eity seem to have passed quite
beyond the frightencd stage.

Up to noon to-day your correspondent has
lemrned of four deathis by the fever. There
were ten yesterday, making the total st the
liour of writing fifty.six,

Four bundred and thirty.four persons
have been stricken down with the disease in
five weeks, and more than two hundred and
forty are still on the books, while fifty-six
have succumbed,

Yot a canvass of the people who are left in
the siricken oity shows that only about one
in twenty will leave the aity willingly, de-
n\:lu\ the evident fact that l.h; dissuss ocan be
ohocked only by a compiete desertion of the
city, und despite the fact that every person
rewaiving within its infected precincts fairly
invitos the attack of the malady.

Ore hundred canvassers pnaasing from
house to honse have obtained an sxpression
from over tweive thousand persons, more
than halt of them colored people, sud not
more than two hundred of them would leave
the oity willingly. As there in no Iaw by
which the prople can bo  compelled to leave,
the project for depopulation will have to be
abandoned.

Much of the reluctanes to leaving the eily
for a refuges camp or a quarantine is owing
to the stories of poor guarters and worse nt-
tendance ot Camp Perry and the other
refuges. Cliarges will be preferred against
Surgeon-General Hamilton,

Late this afternoon thirty rew coses and
four denths were reported. The situntion is
woree than ever, and great deprossion is felt
by nll, A rumor is current that MacCleny, a
smnall lnmberitown thirty miles west of here
hosth rty enses of yellow fover, but it ounno
be verifiod as yet,

gonerous reaponso from all parts of the conn-
try. Over $4.500 was received yosterday,and
tdonble that will come to-day, probably.
