MR, OLEVELAND'S8 LETTER.

The Republicaus who have been clamoring
for Mr. Crevenanp's letter of accepinnce
will wish, now that they bave read it, that it
had been delayed not until two months be.
fore the election, but until two mouths nfter
the election, It is not only a strong letter—
stroug in its sincerity, frankuess and ecour-
ago—but it 18 docidedly the most conolse and
foreible presentation of the true fssue of the
campaign that has yot Leen made either in
Congress, in the press or on the stump. It
will help the party which advocates Tarifl
Reform and tax reduction, and which de-
elares war ngaiust the idlo Burplus and the
baleful Trust.

There is no reason why the President
shonld have taken n backward step from the
ground he occupied in his messnge to Con-
gress pressing the decronse of war taxation
and the cheaponing of the necensaries of life
to the consumer, In this he only advocated
carrying out praotically the principles the
Democrney had professed for years, Yot
thore aro people who wore foolish enough to
look for some retreat from that position, or
some modification of the views then ox.
pressed. They are disappointed. The
famous message, and the Mills bill, by which
it was followed, are not only fully sustained
by the letter of acceptance, but are fortifled
by argumenis whose force canunot fail to
make an impression on the voters of the
oountry.

POSTAL CLERKS ARUUSED.

They Push =n  Hill Abolishing Onc-Man
Power nnd Giving Them Better Pay.

The New York Post.Office Clerks' Associn.
tion beld a mecting in an uplown hall yestor-
day atternoon for the purpose of further ex-
tending the organization snd making it a
bronch of the Natioual Assoalstion, and also
placing 1ts wembors on an oqual footing with
the lotter-carriors,

The ussocintion is nrging upon Congress,
through 8. 8. Cox, the passago of the bl for
clussifying post-office eclorks in first-class
oftices uud fixing salarien,

The Lill is now in the bands of the sub.
comuitteo of the House Committes on Post.
Offices, It provides that all clerks bo divided
into six clusses by the DPostunster-General
aud not by the postmnsters, first oluss clorks
to pet #0600 o year ; wecond olass, $B0O;
third class, #1,000 ; fourth cluss, §1,200 ; fifth
olass, $1,400, nnd sixth olass, $1,600 ; pro-
vided also that no clerk’s present salary shall
be reduced by the elnssifioation.

Jougressman  Cox  was called away to
Washington, and thereforo wns upable to
attend the meeting ns be had intended, Ho
sont a lelter, promising to push the bill, and
the Amsocintion hay every confidence in his
ability to carry it through,

Hotntar Edward F. Keilly was present and
nddressed the meeting.  Ho also promised to
aid the association nod was olected an hon-
oriry member ond also placed on o commit-
too of five to go to Washigton and seo the
Congressmen in regard to the bill,

FEVER-BCOURGED JACKSONVILLE SEES NO
RELIEF AS: YET.

A New Camp for Refugess to Ba Openod
This Weok—"Terrible Canon of Destitution
Found by the Physiclans—Ulty Cononell-
mon RHemalning In Town Censure Thelr
Fellows Who Have Flod,

dacxsonviree, Fla, , Sept, 10,—~Two deaths
from yellow fever reported this morning
being the agrregate up to the startling pro-
portions of seventy-five. The number of
cnses of the disease reported up to present
writing to.day is 19, bringing total of onses
to 8,

There are still loft In the city nearly 4,000
—or shout one-half of the white population
—and 10,000 colored people. The colored
people refuse to leave the city, but are so
vomplotely frightened that they are practi.
cally useless,

Efforts are being made to move the lnmber
for the new Refuge Camp Mitchell, and in
connoction may bo related a sample of the
panic among the negroes, As many of them
a8 could be worked to advantuge were get-
ting ont the lumber from a yard near St
Luke's Hospital Saturday.

Bome lack-witted man who wans looking on
monde the obkervation that the wind was
blowing from the direction of the hospital
townrds the lnmber yard.

Immedintely there was a stampede of the
colored wen, and they could not be induced
to return to work till the wind changed.

It is hoped to bave 1,000 railroad lLuts, 12
by 90 feet and of two rooms ench, in readi-
ness for cocupancy st Canp Miteholl before
tho close of tho weel.

Muantime the physicians on their rounds
are discovering many cases of sbsolute want
nud almost starvation, despite the generous
resporses that nre boing made to the appeals
for finencial aid.

People who would rather starve to death
than apply to the relief committes for aid are
found hers and there by the dootors, who ure
giving not only their time and professional
wlall, but are spending theirgnoney in md of
this cluss of patients.

The committee estimntos thut it will re-

THE BUILDERS OF BOATS,

They Loarn a Whole Tradey, Evon in Days
of Pleco-Weork.

Boat building is about the only trade that
& boy nowadays learns eompletely from the
beginniog to the end.

In other trades a boy who enters learnsa
some particular brauch. In boat.building he
learns everything connected with the busi.
ness from putting up the frame until the
paint is put on the completo pioce of work.,

A boat-builder to be successtiul Las got to
be & nataral meohnnic,
There is no stipulsted time for apprentios.

sbip. A boy who staris with a bost-builder
advances as be learns, It is always consid-
ared.  however, that three years is time

enough to learn the business sufficiently to
start a8 o journcyman, but it is 8 hosiness in
which onu can olware lenrn wometbing new,

An experienced boat-but!der gave su Fves-
o WorLp reporter m fow facts as to the
length of yvarious kinds of the lighter ploas-
ure oraft, their dranght, cost and the time it
tnkes to build them,

The estimates a8 to the time required to
build rowboats aro made for a man and boy,
Pleasure rowing-boats are set up from the
keel, pud the stern posts and timber are put
in, Then the interior work is finishod, As
general thing thess boats are not designoed,
a8 it is much more expeusive and is consid-
ered unnecessary by the more experienced
bont-bailders,

Ploasuro rowing.boats are all the way from
ten to fifteen feet long and require from fif.
teen to twenty-five diys 1o construct, They
cost from $50 up to #3900, necording to size,
finish and materinl usod, They draw from
four to eight inohes of water,

A schooner.yawl is n heavy, stout, strongly
built, rough liont, It is nuuull,v from ten to
twenty-five foot long and of ten to filteen
inches draught. It costs from §50 to $150,
and takes from ten to fifteen days to build.

There are scvornl kinds of cutters. They
ure generally usoed in the pavy sod in yacht-

ing.

k yacht's boats consist of a cutter, n gig
and s dingy, and sometimes small launches,
The cutter is the middle boat, between the
giu and dingy, and is n working boat. It in

rom twelve to twenty.five feot long and
draws from six to tin inches of water. It
requires more time to build, as it is hlﬁhlr
finished. From two to six weeks would ba
the time. Those boats cost from $25 to §300

each, .

The dingy 18 handy, and is usnally a little
thick.set boat. Tt from ten to nirhluau
feot long, draws six to ten inches of water
and costs from #76 to $300. The gigisa
loug, narrow Lont, nicely finished. and is the
first bout in rank and quality, nboard a ves-
sol, both s to style, graccfulness aud finish,
It is used by the captain nod owner. It is
from fiftecn to forty feet in length, and costs
from 160 to #0600 or £700. 1t tikes from one
to six mouths to build, sccording to the
workmnnship that is put on it,

A baryo s n loug boat for exercising, Tt 1s
cither a four, six or cight-oared om!f. and is
one of the prottiest of pleasure hoats. 'These
boats are from thirty to fifty feet in length
and are very light in the water, drawing only
six or eight inches, 'They cost from  §600 to
#7000 and are very delicate: and it is almost
impossible to say as to how long it takes to
Luild one. A forty-foot boat might be built
in two wonths,

Whale boats are from 26 to 28 feet long, are
sharp at both ends and bave quite s pro-
nounced curve. They draw sbout twelve
inches of water. There is n great deal of
work on them, and it would probably take
from forty to ﬂfty days to build oue. 'They
cost from %250 to &4 0 vach.

Surf boats are used arcund the beaches,
They nre 20 to 80 feot long gnd don't draw
over wix or ften inches of walbr, They cost
from %200 to $500, and it takes from thirty to
fifty days to build one. .

itehinll boats are 10 to 20 feet long,
smooth built and have fush seams, Thoy
can carry o smull alsiuail_

The Hell Gato pilot-boat is clinker built,
and runs from 18 to 16 feet 1n length, Itis a
very safe boat, and derives its name from the
fuot that it is used by the Hell Gate pilots.
It niso onrries a small ‘.'2”‘“' and costs from
g‘m to 150, according to size, workmunship,
0,

BAIL-BOATH,

Under the head of sail-boats may be mon-
tioned the jib and mainsail, the cat-boats, the
sharpy aud the skip-jack,

The jib and mninssil is all the way from 18
to 86 feet Joug and 04 two snila. It de-
pends on the wodel as to draught and the
cost ranges from 300 Lo 82,000, 1t takes a
good while to construct,

Cat-boats are from 16 to 28, or 90 feet long,
draw from 12 Lo 24 inches and are worth from
#200 to #1,500. ‘They are easy to buiid and it
only takes about n mouth to eonstruct ono,

The shar :{'. or flut.bottomed sail-boat lLias
bevelled sides, They are from sixteen to
thirly feet Iuni. carry either one or two sails
and cost from #75 to 300 or @400,

The skip.jack isa fiat-bottomed boat, sharp,
dead rise, and carries one or two smils. It in
from fifteen to thirty feet long and costs from
75 to #300, ,

Of course it alwnys depends on what kind
of treatment a boat receives ns to how long
it will last,

How They Laber In Collars and Gurreta,
Broathing Wtifling Alr and Trying te
Live on Miserable Wages—The Abuse of
the * Hwoaters "—Immedinte Hollef Do.

Tar Evesmve Wonnn, since its establigh.
mont nearly n year ago, hns from time to time
vublished many articles showing the real
condition of the industrial olnsses of thiy
groat metropolis, and it hus thus become the
recognized champion of the tollers and bag
winde iy influenee ko stropgly felt that many
reforms have resulted from it good work,
That work still goes on, and will eontinue "0
long us there is need for it,

There is n elass of workers in this clty not
gonerally known ns among the poor and
downtrodden. but a esreful inguiry exhibits
thom us among the bardest toilers and among
the poorest pamid. They are the shoe-workors
—men snd women, boys and girls,

In New York there are 0,000 persons, of all
ages aud both sexes, who are employed in
mnkmg ghoes, Of this number 5,000 hinve
boen numbered as members of organizations,
but owing to tronbles and strikes and lock.
outs there have Leen muny withdrawals from
the societien, of which District Asserubly No,
l.'li of tho Knights of Labor, is the Inrgest

0 the large and small factories in the
downtown district the employees are fairly

paid, the wages of the skilled workers
on what is kuown wsu teaw work, being
un avorage of B a week per man,
and on “turmed ¥ work #9a week. The

hours of lnbor are nine and ten a day for this
class of ghov.workers, aud they ure kept
pretty steadily cmployed forty-four weeks L:

There are many mwen who bave familios of
three, four and more little children to sup-
port out of the seant earnings received from
the coutractors or ' sweaters,” who obtain
their orders from Inrge hooses and factories,
These sweaters take the work at protty low
figures, und conseqnently derive their protits
trom the poor persons, who ure obliged to ne.
cept the work or go hungry.

In these cheap shops the employees are
mostly Hungarians and Polos, with s small
e_mriuklinfz of Germans, These people live
in the pluinest possible moanner, and many
fumilies are netnally pinched for the common
nocossaries of life.  They live in the tall and
badly venti'ated tenements in the neighbor-
hond of the shops where the work is done.
Some wre huddled in three or four rooms,
with searcely furniture nnd utensils enough
to get along, and as 8 resnlt of the toil of
maothers and fathers, children are neglocted
nnd often sicken and die, .

Efforts nave been made from time to time
by some of the labor leaders to bring abont a
better condition of affairs, but Lgny have
proven futils and the nbuses of the * " sweat-
ers " go on uninterruptedly.
