Offlecr Stange, of the Mudison street sta.
tion, was notitled, und It was diseovered that
the pomt of an umbrella stick bml been
throst into tho man's right eve, and it bad
bruken off so thet a piece avcut 24 inches
long remained in the head, penetrating
Eltpugh the froutal bone nud lacerating the

rain.

The injured man waa removed to the
Gouvernenr Hospital, where Dr. Bird ex.
tricted the broken stick.  Fogarty never
