Principal Thomas D. Murphy, of Public
School No. 80, Brooklyn, whioh is located In
Wnlcott street, near Van Brunt, was ar-

raigned in Justioe Maseey's Polloo Court this
morning on the charge of cruelly boating
end assaulting David Burnside, cloven years
old, one of bis pupils, who lives at 102 Tro-lno- nt

street.
He had been orrostod by Policoman IleiUy,

of the Third Preolnct, on n warrant issuod
by Judgo Massoy, on the complaint of For-test- er

Burnsldo, the boy's father, who claims
that his son was unjustly and brutally pun-
ished by the Principal without suffloient
cause

Both tho defendant and his accuser wore in
court this morning, but tho former, not being
aocompanled by counsel, nsxed for an exam-
ination and an adjournment, which woro
granted him, and the oaso was sot down for
next Saturday. Meanwhilo Mr. Murphy was
allowed to go on his own recognizance.

Principal Murphy, who Is a tall and robuBt
young man, is about thirty-si- x years old. lie
wears a full brown board, and his oxpression
ts neither cruol nor bloodthirsty.

" Tho boy, " ho Bald to a reporter of Tns
Evxmino Wobld, " was a pupil in tho first
class of tho primary dopartinont. lie was
peyor reported for misconduct to mo
before last Thursday. On that day, in
the morning, Miss Gilvarry, his teachor,
sent him to mo with a note saying that ho
had boon playing and disturbing tho olass
and would not mind her orders. I kopt him
in my room, after reprimanding him, till
Boon, and then sent him baok to his claw.

' About 3 o'clock ho was sent to mo again
on the samo complaint, and I dooldod at
on co to punish him."

Mr. Murphy here produood a copy of the
rales and by-la- of tho Brooklyn Board of
Education, and called attention to the rule
which provides for oorporal punishment. It
reads:

The dlsotpUno to be maintained In toe schools
snail be of a mud and parental cnaraotcr, and cor-
poral pnnlahment shall be retorted to oni In oaaea
of persistent muoondnot and after failure of ail
other reasonable efforts at reformation. Only the
Principal of the school shall be ant homed to inflict
oorporal punishment, of the nooeailtr tor which he
shall, In every cue, be the judge.

- "Do you think oorpornl punishment was
warranted In thlB case ?" the Principal was
asked.

Certainly." ho replied, "and I am pre
pared to baok up my claim that I acted en-
tirely within tho authority civon mo by tbo
law. As soon as I read tho socond note I
took tbo boy out into the hall and told him

hold out his hand." Be refused to obey, and I whackod hint
the legs with tho rattan. I then!to tho order seven timos, and struck him

time on tho legs, after waiting a
time for him to obey." After the the third timo ho started for

tbo stairs and tried to get away, but I
grasped him by tho collar and brought him
baok. The collar came off, but his clothing
was not tarn.

" Finally he held out his hand and I struok
him twioo, and then I took him into tho
Bohool-roo- When ho cot noar the other
Enpile he said out loud, bo that the rest could

' You'll see. '
'"I took him out into the hall again and

Btruok him once more on tho hand. Then I
made him sit on tho platform till 8 o'olock.
when JL dismissed him and ho went homo.
He did not seem to bo hurt at all, and I do
not think that I natod out of tho line of my

, duty or infuoted unnecessary punishment."
Principal Murphy added that the members

of tho Local Oommitteo supported him in his
nation, and that this was the first complaint
ever mode against him.

Forrester Burnsidd, tho boy's father, who
, was in oourt, was very indignant over tho

treatment his son bod received. Said he :
"When I came home from my business in

New York, for I am in tho Bhoo factory of
Q. B. Wiso, at 129 West Forty-socon- d stroot,
last Thursday evening at G o'clock, I found
Davie in bed.

' " As soon as I found out what was the mat-t- or

and saw tho terrible marks on his swollen
legs I made him cot up and go with me to the
pollco station. Tho poor boy could hardly
walk, and I earned liim most of tho way
there.

" When the dotectives and the surgeon, who
happened to be there, examined him they all
advised mo to make a oomplaint against tho
teacher and get out a warrant, and I did so." It's the must brutal thing I overheard of,
beating a boy like that for so small an offense,
and he ouly two weeks In the aohool. What
were you doing, Davio 7"

Davie said that when he was sent down to
the Principal in tho morning it was with
another boy, and that he had been playing
with a clock-whe- wbioh ho had in his
pocket and had dropped on the floor.

In the afternoon another boy sitting be-
hind him had pulled his ooltar and he turned
around and told him to Btop. For this he
was sont down and punished.

rjeveral men writhing In pain were naUiered
near tho burning building, Eighteen men
were employed oil the night run, hud until
into this looming it Was believed eight had
lost thoir live. Later, all woro hunted up
and it was found all woro alive but two.

Peter Ootermann, the man who nnpeared
at the window, was burned alivo. lie woe n
Young man and woe to havo boon married
Dot, 20. Emll Huyagen.a Gorman who recently
came to thla country, had boon working only
since Monday, lie was also burned in tho
building.

When the explosion ooourrod four men
woro engaged loading bran intfl a car. Ilrloks
from tho falling; walls drove them from tho
spot covered with bruises and burns,

Joe Hlsius who was working Inside the
building was blown n distance of twenty foot
but escopod with his hair and face singed,

William Stroh run out orylhO, "Bave me."
Ho was seriously lnjurod and fainted throo
times after being takon into the offloe,

Btorllng Taylor was blown thnugh the
roller floor and hideously burned and in.
Jured.

Beveral others of the men were slightly in-
jured and wont to their homes. The entire
loss on the bulldiug and contents is about
$126,000; lnsursnoo about Q 100,000.

The mill will probably be rebuilt, as It was
a protltablo busuieas,

Tho bodies of the two men burned are still
In tho smoking ruins. Tho explosion was
caused by the ignition of flour dust.
