electing any one to any oOioial position in
the convention who li committed in any way
to oithor of tho old parties.

Af tor a pretty thorough canvass it appears
that any movement which may bo made in
the interest ot either political party will be
immediately sat upon.

It is behoved the convention will pass reso-
lutions making demands upon tho old parties
for the repeal of the conspiracy laws and that
the convention will take such action as is
best suited to each locality to bring about
tho desired results.

UHoraina: The Central Labor Union of
New York, the Bute Federation of Labor
and the State's Trades Assembly, having tried In
vain to have the repeal ot the obnoxious clauses
of the conspiracy lawn considered and acted
npon at the late enraordlnary aesslon of
iiio Legislature, Ibe membeis of which are now en-

gaged In a desperate straggle for anpremaey, and
while eaeh party clalma that It alone la worthy ot
the aupport of organized labor, both unite in
denying to na what Jostlce demands.

Brothers, our htgaeat oourta havo decided that
under the present law It la a crime to organise for
tho narpoae of enortenlna the hours of labor, regu-
lating the employment of apprentices, and that
until those laws are repealed any of na may be sent
to a felon's cell for refusing to work with a peraon
who la objectionable to us, and that! we cannot
take nnlted aoilon In refusing to purchase the
goods of an unfair employer In abort we cannot
combine for any purpose except that of maintain-
ing or raising wages.

some of our moat active members are now nnder
Indlotmeot and liable at any time to be sent to jail
for exercising what we have always conalderedto
t,e oar rights as men and American citizens.

We believe we are being deprived ot tboee rights
guaranteed by the Constitution, and that on be-

half of the workers of this State It Is our sacred
dnty to take such action as may brat bring about
the repeal of ench laws as aro referred to, believ-
ing that we can only act effectively In unity.

Ton are therefore requested to Bend two dele-
gates to a convention, to be held In the city of
Troy on Sept. 17, 188H, In ITarmony nail, corner of
Hirer and Third atreets, at 10 o'clock a. u.

No person shall be eligible as a delegate wtio
holds a pnbllo office or who Is known as an actUe
member of the ltepobllcan or Democratic party.
Delegates mast also have been members of their
organization at least one year and employed In
their trade or calling for that time or employed by
the organization be belongs to tor that length of

.time.
Tho obnoxious laws "&o contained in

clauses five and six of the conspiracy laws
in tho Penal Code. State of New York. They
read:

rs. To prevent another from exercising a lawful
trade or calling, or doing any otner lawful
act, by force, threats, intimidation or
by Interfering or threatening to lmerfero
with tools, implements, or property belonging to
or naed by another, or with the use or employment
thereof; or

6. To commit any aot Injurious to the pnbllo
health, to pnbllo morals or to trade or commerce,
or for the perversion or obstruction of Ju.Uce, or
of the doe administration of the laws.

Each of them Is guilty of a misdemeanor.

Theso laws have been interpreted to tho
disadvantage of labor organizations in boy-
cott cases.

Ono of tho first prominent flguros on tho
outside to appear at tho convention was Will-
iam Martin, Inspector of Weights and Meas-
ures and an old-tim- e Labor agitator and del-
egate to tho Central Labor Union. Martin
mingled with the Now York deloga.
tlon at the Union House, where they
havo their heddnuarters. He said ho
is not a delegate, only a spectator spending
his vacation. Some of the boys thought his
visit significant, for Billy always takes a hand
in Labor political gatherings, though his
influence in organized labor bodies is
not what it used to be. Ho is a
member of the Knights of Labor and will bo
remembered as the man who held a travelling
card from tho Hatters' Assembly of South
Norwalk, Conn. , and was refused admittance
to Master Workman Qninn'B local, an act
which brought much trouble in District As-
sembly 49 nnd caused a split in that body.

Beports were circulated about Troy and
rmhlishad in a local morning paper that an
attempt was being made by the friends of
Gov. Hill to capture the convention, but
they were laughed at by the New York dele-
gates.

There ore no agonts nor friends of tho Gov-
ernor, nor of the Democracy about the hotel
or Harmony Hail that are visible, and no ono
can be found hero who says there are any
such. Nor can any Republican emissaries
.from Warner' Miller's camp or that of the
Republican National or State committees bo
found.

'The Chairman Btated that tho only busi-
ness before the convention is that Btated iu
the coll and by instructions from the Central
Labor Union ho would not entertain any
other matter.

Delegate Conkling, of the Progressive
Painters, moved that the temporary ofllcers
bo accepted, and the convention concurred.

Delegate MoVey, of the United Piano-Maker- s,

wanted a committee of seven on
credentials, and Archibald, of the Papcr-Uanger- s,

amended by moving a committeo
of one from each county represented.
IJDclegate Finkelstono, of the Barbers'
Union, moved that tho credentials referred
to tho committee be accepted without e.

It was adopted.

He la a
married man and hss been so for about one year
TJe Is about thirty years of age and good looking,
and he Urea with his wife In a flat at No. 9i Henry
atreet. He Is a wholesale nnd retail butcher, and
Is reputed to bo worth abont f800, 000. His placo
of business la No, M Fulton atreet, Brooklyn.

After considerable pressing Mr. Anderson salil
Miss Bolton lived at No. lOd Adsms street. Inquiries
at the place designated resulted in the poaltlrc
statement by persons living thero that there was
no anch person as Miss Bolton in tho house. Per-

sistent endeavors to find Annie Edwards, who Is

alleged to be Mlsa Bolton's granamothcr, and who
waa appointed guardian ad litem fir the girl, for
the purposes of the suit, were equally unsnecess-tu- L

As a laat resort an Interview waa sought with
Mr. Frletsche. He was found In his meat market,
and although he conaented to talk about the case,
he professed the most profound Ignorance of the
terms upon which It had been settled. ben told
that the case had been settled bia only comment
waa: "Well, I am glad of It," and heilooked as
though he was glad.
