His rnrecr for sux oral years was exceedingly
xniicd, uud in his time ho p nycd all sorts of
parts, from juvenile to low comedy. With a
company organized by Joseph Jellersou. the
elder, our actor journeyed through tho West,
ncting in stores, .wJienavcr usiAga
could bo improvised 'r nnd'ciice loom w.
rouged. Blmijr were tlio privations endured
on those 'oug jouriioyings, nnd tho men-
tion of tho work that was done, and cheor-full- v,

.In 1K45 the nctor paid a xisit to Europo,
moro for recreation than business. Once,
however, ho acted nt n benolit entertninment
nt tho Strand Theatre m Loudon, his rule
licuig Con Oormly in tho " Vermouter," nu
old inrco by l.ogau.

Tho actor mado his entree
on tlio Boston stago in Sheridan's comedy,
"The llivuls," playing tho part of Sir Lucius
O'Tnggor.

From tho moment of his appoaranco on tho
Btngo Mr. Warren's success was assured. Ho
appeared in twmtv-fiv- e roles that senson.
Tho liodon Jlusdiiui, which, though young
in j ears, was already nu institution in this
Yankee capital, possossed in the year 181b,
ns it has every year since, n good stock'
company. Hut Charles W. Hunt, loading
comedian for scwral seasons and exceed-
ingly popular, with tho public. Bevered his
connection with tho house. No man but
Warren could possibly tako his place; no
mou but Warren could be engaged, and even
the announcement that the ' favorite come-
dian had been secured for thu Museum did
not at first satisfy the friends and admirers
of Hunt.

Up to thu time of his great benefit in lbS2
Mr. Warren played no less than 501 distinct
character roles upon tlio Mutoum stage. He
remained tho lost of that season, and with
those plaved at tho Howard Atheuieum his
record reachps nearly six bundled in Boston
nlono. With tho parts phiyod in his wander-
ings previous to his coming to Boston, he
lias in all appeared in some soxen hundred
roles.

During the twenty-socon- d season at the
Museum, that of Warren 6oxcred
his connootiou witli tlio company, ami, under
Henry 0. Jiu rett's mauagemeiit, as chief of
tho nrron-Orto- n combination, mnilonsuo-oessfu- l

starring tour of tho country, and in
Mich rules as that of Dr. Pungloss in "The
JU ir.nt-La- " nnd " Jeremiah Beetlo," was
especially accoptablo.

Itight-roya- l wa-- tho greeting extended tho
comedian us he mado his on tho
Museum stago iu "Tho Never
wis nn actor nioro coidiaily wolcmed, and
never wns friendship better exemplified.

Sir. Wnrrou's rnngo ns a comodinn wns
simply unenunllcd, nml to tho intersportiuu
of every variety of character ho biougnt that
exipiisito sensiiiility and clearness of insight,
that nobility of nature and fulness of under-
standing which mado his work xital, iintmal
and satisfying, l'or pathos his gift was
hardly loss remarkable than for humor, tho

Nor was it upon tho deep nnd broad linos
thnt Mr. Wnrnn excelled. In tho art of swift
and subtle insinuation in tho d splay of
mixed or contling emotions ho had no rnul
upon our s ago.

Personally nu eminently social man, with
tlio gnllauirv of a gentleman of thnt old
school to which he belonged, Mr. Warreu

a bachelor. His immediate family
included four sisters: Hester, bom in 1M10,
whoso 11M husband was n musician by tho
name of Willis, from whom she was separ-
ated, and who nftorwaids hecamo tho wilo of
Joseph Proctor. Sho died iu Boston on tho
7th of Decombor, 1811, from a cold
caught xWolo performiug in tho "Naiad
Queon," at tlio National Theatre, uu-d-

Aiinn, born in 1810, who married Danford
Marblo, tho famous Yankee comedian, in
lHHli, and died in Cincinnati on March, 11,
1872 : Kmmn, who had for her first liusbnud a
Mr. Prico, and was subsequently married to
I).

BEDELl8 STEALINGS UEACII A QUAKTEK

OP A MILLION.

Tho evils of policy gambling, ngntnst which
run Kr.siNO Woiti.n has been making such
a persistent and uucompiomisiiig light, could
not rccoivi) a moro fi rciblo illustration than
in tho eao of James B. Bede'l, tho

clerk of the n law
firm of Klilpnmn, Barlow , I.arocqtio A Clioate,
of No, 35 William street, who is now undor
arrest for swindling his employers out of
moro than a quarter of a million dollars.

Bedoil had been iu tho employ of tho'
firm for twenty years, and, nlthough
ho rocohed tho liberal salary of
87,500 per year, his passion
for tins contemptible kind of gambling was
so strong that ho was h d to rob his employ-
ers of enormous amounts of monoy in order
to gratify his propensity for po.iey playing.

Owing to the position which ho held in thu
office, tho implicit confidenro repisid iu
him hy his employer., ami. his expert knowl-edg- o

of tho methods of comevaiuing real o

ho was enabled to conceal his lrauilulcut
practices for n long time, m tho same way
that Ferdinand Ward's operations escaped
detection for years, although ho was bound
to bo found out at last.

According to all tho eudcuco now iu tho
iiossission nt the polico, ho began his steal-
ings about live or six yi ins ago, w hen hu suc-
ceeded to the pot ol confidential clerk to
tlio firm, nml saw tlio possibilities that thu
position otlered for raising money by Uicho
dlshnuust menus.

llo soon made a systematic practice of bor-
rowing inonc mi sitir.ous moilgagoK, his
operationi becoming larger and lari.ur from
necessity, m order Unit he niulit pny the
over inert nsmg interest on his pre ions ttuus-action- s,

tho only means ho hud ot cscipiug
detection.

to his own ndmission.

Inspector Bvrnos arrosted both theso men
last night and locked tLem up at Pohco
Headquarters. 'Ihey woro taken to tho
Tombs this morning and remanded by
Justice Smith for a furthur examination.

Ihoy deny that Bulcll loBt any of his
money there, although it scorns thut ho was a
fioquent visitor at their pl.icfl.

Bedell himself is still m tho hands of
whoso custody hu was

committed by Polico Justlco White last Mon-
day, and oectipios a coll at Polico Head-
quarters. Ho will bo examined at the Tombs

Since his incarceration ho has
maintained a dogged and sullen silence.

According to Inspector Byrnes ho is as
sliHrp as chain lightning, and cannot bo be-

hoved m any of tho statements which ho
made to his employers whon they fouud him
out.

Inquiries h tho Inspector's detfcties
have elicited tho Met that Bedell has lor al

years past been leading a lifo of wild
dissipation, and that ho has been spending
money recklessly iu n career of vico that
would not be bohoed of him hy his friends,

A great deal of tho money he stole lias hem
Kquandciod away in raoio than ono resort,
and a good share of it has been spent upon
fast w omen.

When ho wns first arrested and brought to
Pohco Headquarters it is said that ho was
found to be silUeriugfrom a cliseaso resulting
from his wild and dissipated lifo, nud that a
phjsician had to bo culled in to attind him.

Yesterday Bedell's wife, with tlio elder of
tho two children, called at Polico Head,
quarters and had nu interview with tho cul-
prit iu his cell.

Mrs. Bedell did not .know until Wednes-
day what had become of hor husband, lor ho
was frequently uway from his homo iu Lnfay-ett- o

avenue, Brooklyn, for days nt a time.
Tho news of his crime and imprisonment
was a cruel shock to her, and tho scene ut
tho Central Olhco wnsnu affecting ono.

Bedell showed hut little sympathy for her
in her bitter grief, nnd when at length tho
poor woman Wunt uway with her child she
seemed to bo thoroughly heartbroken and
prostrated by her griof.

Tho prisoner had nothing to sav this morn-
ing. He is a man of medium height and
rather slight build. His jet black hair and
small mustache, with sparkling and restless
black eyes, nud complexion of an almost tin.
natural pallor and sallow uess form a striking
contrast and givo him a sinister appearance.

Ho scemod to tako pride in tho tact that he
had stolen moio money by his fraudu-
lent real estato transactions than any
prisoner tho Inspector bad cor had in
Iris clutches for a similar offense nud
seems to feel thnt as ho has hem caught at
his trioks it would be just as well to bo hung
for nn old sheop as a lamb.
