WEST FORTIETJI BTREET.

Tbo Police Accused of Wlnkluiriit llio Htnto
of An"itlr, nnil lUe Mnvnr 10 lie Directly
Appealed To It I Hnld Hint llesiiect-nbl- o

llesldcntii Arc Insulted ami (School
(Slrl's Contntnlimted.

Froporty owners In Wost Fortieth Btroct
declare that it has grown to ha ono of tho
most disrfputnblo utiabborhoods uotown,
and are indignant because they say tho polico
havo not shown moro activity in purifying
tho locality,

Mattors havo bocomo so had lately that tho
rroporty-Ownor- s' Association has decidod to
appeal directly to Mayor llowitt.

Mr, Georgo Stouo, n retired carpentor and
builder who lives at 202 West Fortieth street,
is odb of tho prominent moinbors of tho asso-

ciation. To a reporter of Tub Evening
Would ho said this morning :

" It is a puhlio scandal that tho police
should havo permitted people of tho class
which now occupy many of tho houses in tho
neighborhood to get in here, and I don't
wonder that the respectablo pooplo who still
live hero have at last beon brought to see tho
fjnportanco of taking some docisivo action to
rid thomsulvos of Oicbo objectiouablo neigh,
bors. Ton years ago nothing of tho sort was
known haro,

" Althoush it is bad enough in tho day.
time, its is ten times worse in tlio night.
Womon of tie very lowost charactor walk
tho street bvtthe score. Tho hang around
Beventh avonuc, and tho cud of tho block
near Hovoiitn iivenuo is alive witu them ut all
hours of tho night. It is actually unsafe for
respectablo women to pass through thostroot
after dark, nud my wito and daughtor have
actually been insulted on tho stepb of mv
own houso hore by these vilo women, as well
as by tho men who frequent tho resorts.

' Not only this, but on one occasion two
men came into my houso und sat down in tho
parlor, imagining that they wero in ono of
these resorts, and refused to lcavo whon or.
dered,to do so, calling my wife and daughter
nil hoits of vilq names, aud usiug tho most
profuno language. "

Mr. Stouo, who is a vonorable old gontlc-ma- n.

fauly quivered with indignation us ho
roenllod tho lucidoiit.

"Lame as I am with rheumatism," ho
said, " if I hud lieun in the houso at tho
time thoso scoundrels w uld have L'ot a rnii
n tlioir lioads with my it-It." nml ha shook

a tolf of goodly proportions at tho imaginary
enemy.

" What has been tlono towards getting tho
polico to stop tliis nuisanco?"

" I havo seen tho enptaius of this precinct
time and again, as a membei of tho Property-Owner- s'

Association, but it scorned to do no
peimaueut good. Capt. Murphy told mo,
when I complained to him n short timo ago,
that tho street was quiet and in a bettor con-ditio- u

than it ever was. Why, it was novor
bo bad as it is now, and is gotting worso all
tho timo.
'"I havo cvidenco that some of the high

polico authorities of tho precmct havo been
in tho hubit of visiting theso houses aud
havo been seen coming out of them as late as
S or 1 o'clock in the morning. They nro in
leacuo with thoso people, and I know it.
l'olico officers in uniform may bo been any
night standing in front of tho houses and
talking and joking with tho girls for half an
hour at a timo.

" Wo havo a publio school in this block,
and I havo seen tho children, especially tho
girls, stop and talk with tho womon at the
windows as they come along from school. I
tell you tho influence, of thoso places is some-
thing terrible in tho neighborhood. I was
grabbed by a couplo of tho girls as I came
homo lato ono night. They must havo been
now in tho neighborhood or thoy would never
bavo done it, for most of them know mo and
Btoer clear of mo."

Pastor Oertor, of tho Fourth German
Church, which is located on tho samo

block, corroborated Mr. Stouo's story and
said during his sixteen years' rosidenco in
tho street ho had novor known it to bo as bad
as at the proi-on- t time.

In the nighttimo it was something scan-
dalous, he said, and some of his parishioners
who lived east of Soventh aveuuo were
obligod to go around by Eighth avenue on
their way to and from evening sorvico to
avoid tbo insults and tho degrading sights to
which thoy woro subjoctod.

lie said that Gupt. Murphy had vlsitod
him, and told him that ho had lately beon
making many arrebts. and ho would continue
to do all m his power to put an end to tho
nuisance complained of.

Mr. Stone's fctatemonts coucorning the vis.
its of polico authorities to tho houses wore
indignantly douiod at tho precinct quarters.

and died soon after.

found him uticoiiBcious iu his bod. Ho diod
an hour later, hi spitu of tlio olfortsof Dr.
U'Dny.who had been promptly summoned.

Tho gas was turned ou but uulighted, ami
tho room wos tilled with got.

Mr. Dodgo wot nbottt sixty yoars of ago, n
sparo man of nervous tvmporamout. IIo had
a wife nud tlireo children.

Mr. Dodgo had deposited a numbor of tlio
forgod morlgngts which Janus K. Iledcll
uttered, and his buildcn death caiisod many
of his friouds to fear tlmt ho died bv his own
baud, but such is not tho case, us has bion
conclusively proton.

Mr Dodgo, ns enshier in tlio office, acted
unilur tlio instructions of Dcdtll, and would
iu no Ytiiv havo been implicated in the trans-actio-

of tho latter. tihipiuau, of
tho firm, has assured Mrs, Dodgo that there
was no rcithou why her husband should havo
ended his lifo.

Ho far us tho office was concerned, it is
nlmost assured now that his death tun a raso
cf accident, as ho had alwat s expressed a
contempt lor men w ho took their 11 lives.

Last night ho appeared to bo in a jovial
mood and retired early. If ho had in-
tended Miicidu it is probablo that ho
would havo closed tho apartmouts Iu
tho room; ns it wns ouo of tho windows
was found pnrtially open. This explains tho
reason of his having lived all night, as he
probably blow tho gas out upon rctiriuc.
All of the mumborsof tho firm havo expressed
thoir dcop sorrow to Mrs. Dodgo in her
bereavement.

At tho ollleo of flhipmnn, Harlow, T.nrocquo
and I'lioato this morning Bliipmnn
said lo ou J'vEMxa Woui.n roportor :

"Wo biucoroly doprocato the publicity
which will Miioly be given to this sud affair
by tho newspapers, coming ns it does so close
upon the uUuir of Mr. liedell.

"Mr. Dodgo has been with us ton years,
nnd as our cailuer signed all our chocks.
Hut wo hnvo implicit foithiu him und uollovo
thotho was perfectly hotitst.

" He has boon vory much distressod bv tho
discovery of Ilodell's forgeries and was
douldloss moro or less workod up at tho idea
that ho had been ovou innocently an aid to
him iu his nefarious work,
di" llu has been at work with us for moro
than o wtek, examining tho books covering
a period of about five years. Wo havo worked
early and lato, and tho strain on Mr. Dodgo
has been vory great, porhnps too great.

"Hut wo havo found his books perfectly
straight in every item, and not tho slightest
suspicion fins boon attached to him. Hut, as I
havesaid.bis wasa very highly strung,nervous
teinporaincnt, and if his death was by sui-
cide then It must havo been that his roason
was uusoatod by tho ovon rain. AVo had
about concluded our labor ou our books.
