LAMM LAST EDITIDM. I
PROPERTY OWNERS REVOLT.

IflEI DECLARE DISGRACEFUL THINGB OF

WEST FORTIETH STREET.

The Police Accuiail of Winking at the Stnte
of Affair, and the Mnvor to Do Directly
Appealed To It In Hnld Hint Iteaptct- -

' nbto Residents: Aro Insulted and School
(Jlrl's ContnmlDnted,

Proporty owners in Wort Fortieth Btroet
dcolaro that it has grown to bo ono of tho
most disrrputablo neighborhoods untown,
and aro indignant because they say tho pollco
havo not shown more activity in purifying
tho locality,

Mattors havo become to bad lately that the
Property-Owner- s' Association has decided to
appeal directly to Mayor llowitt.

Mr. George Stone, a rctirod carpenter and
builder who lives at 202 West Fortieth street,
is ouo of the prominent mombors of tho asso-

ciation. To a roportor of The Evening
Wobld ho said this morning :

" It is a pnblio scandal that the police
should havo pormittcd poople of tho class
which now occupy many of tho houses in tho
neighborhood to get in here, and I don't
wondor that the respectable pooplo who still
live here havo at last been brought to see the
importance of taking some decisive action to
rid thcmselvos of those objcctionablo noigh-bor- s.

Ton yoars ago nothing of tho sort was
known hero.

"Although it is bad enough in the day-
time, its is ten times worso in tho night
Women of the very lowest charactor walk
the street by tho score. Tho hang around
Soventh avonuo, and tho end of tho block
near Seventh avenue is alive with them at all
hours of tho night. It is actually unsafe for
rospectablo women to pass through tho streot
after dork, and my wifo and daughter hart
actually been insulted on tho Biops of my
on house hero by theso vllo women, as well
as by tho men who frequent tho resorts.

' Mot only this, but on one occasion two
men camo Into my houso and sat down in tho
parlor, imagining thnt they wero in ono of
theso resorts, and refused to leavo when or-
dered to do so, calling my wifo and daughter
all torts of vilo names, and using tho most
profane language."

Mr. Stono, who is a vonorable old gentle-
man, fairly quivered with indignation as ho
recalled tho incident.

"Lame as I am with rheumatism," he
said, "if I had Leon in tho houso at the
timothoso scoundrels w-u- ld bate got nrnp- cm tbalr beads irHirmr-tticK.T-ant- l ho shook
a staff of goodly proportions at tho imaginary
enoniy." What has been done towards gottlng tho
police to stop tnis nuisance?"" I have seon tho captains of this precinct
time and again, as a member of the Property-Owner- s'

Association, but it seemed to ds no
permanent good. Capt. Murphy told me,
when I complained to him a short timo ago,
that the street was quiet and in a better con-
dition than it ever was. Why, it was novor
so bad as it is now, and is getting worso all
the time.

"I havo ovidenco that come of the high
Jiolico authorities of the precinct havo boon

habit of visiting those houses and
have been seen coming out of thorn as late as
8 or i o'clock in tho morning. Thoy are in
league with those puoplo, and I know it.
Polloe officers in uniform may bo seen any
night standing in front of tho houses and
talking and joking with tho girls for half an
hour at a timo.

" Wo havo a publlo school in this block,
and I havo soen tho children, especially tho
girls, stop and talk with the women at tho
windows as they como along from school. I
tell yon tho influence of these places is some-
thing terrible in the neighborhood. I was
grabbed by a couple of the girls as I camo
homo late ono night. Thoy must havo boen
now in the neighborhood or thoy would never
have done it, for most of them know mo and
steer clear of mo."

Pastor Oerter, of tho Fourth Gorman Re-
formed Church, which is located on tho samo
block, corroborated Mr. Stone's story and
said during his sixtoen years' residence in
the street he had never known it to be as bad
as at the presont time.

In the nighttituav it was something scan-
dalous, he said, and some of bis parishioners
who lived oast of Boventh, avenue wero
obliged to go around by Eighth avenue on
their way to and from evening sorvice to
avoid tbe insults and the degrading sights to
which thoy wero subjocted.

lie said that Capt. Murphy had visitod
him, and told him that he had lately boon
making many Arrests, and he would continuo
to do ail in his riower to put an end to tho
nuisance complained of.

Mr. Stone's statements concerning the vis-
its of polico authorities to tho houses were
indignantly denied at tho precinct quarters.

State Committeemen Itxchnnco Glowing
Reports nt the UoflTinnn Home

The Exocutivo Commlttoe of tho Domo.
cratlo State Committee will havo an impor-
tant mooting at tho Hoffman Houso lato this
afternoon.

Tho Executivo Committee consists of
William II. Martha, of Brooklyn, Chair-
man; Cord Moyor, jr., of Queens,
Secretary; Georgo 8. Wood, of Clinton,
Treasurer; Charles It. Do Freest, of

Edward Murpby,jr.,of Troy:
Jamos W. Ilidgway, of Kings; Ilugh J.
Grant and W. P. Mitchell, of New York;
Charles M. Preston, of Ulster; D. Cady Her.
riok, of Albany; Robert A. Maxwoll, of
Genesee; Gen. Peter O. Doyle, of Buffalo.

Tho meeting of tho Exocntivo or Campaign
Committee this aftomoon is for the purposo
of exchanging vlows and opinions about tho
canvasi in tho Stato and to hear roports from
the various counties and Congressional dis-
tricts.

Nearly all tho mombors of tho committees
were at tho Hoffman Houso this mornlug.
Thoy havo the most eucouraging nows from
all pnrts of the State, and they unito in pro.
dioting that Cleveland, Thurman and Hill
will carry tho Empire Stato by a largo pin-ralit- y.

Mr. Cord Moyor, jr. , said t "Tho nation-
al nnd Stato tickets will havo an increased
majority in Queens Couutv. Hundreds of
Ilopnblicaus who voted forBlalno in 1891 will
vote for Cleveland this timo. Mr. Cloveland
will also get tho votes of hundrods
of Democrats who four years ago
voted for Blaine or Butler. Tho freo trail o
butraboo lifts not frichtoncd tho workinmnen
on Long Is'aniL Gov, Hill is irmnonsoly
popular and will get a much larger voto than
ho got in 1885 "
fiMr. Maxwoll said : " Tho Republican farm-
ers of tho Genesee Valley aro deserting tho
G. O. P. Thoy aro Vtith us on tho tariff issue.
They want tbo surplus reduced by taking otf
tho tax on luxuries and necessaries of life.
Olevoland will get a largely iucrcased oto in
tbo Geneseo Valley.

' ' Theio is no dofoction among tho Demo-
crats up my way. Thoy aro solid for Clavo-lan- d

and Hill. I do not think Harrison can
como down to tho Harlom llivor with much
of a plurality. If ho touchos Now York City
with moro than thirty thousand plurnllty ho
will be a vory lucky mnn. I havo no doubt
about this Stato. Wo ought to carry it by
at least thirty thousand. "

Goorgo S. Wood Clinton County is oil
rigbt for Cloveland and Hill. Thero is no
defection of any account. Wo oxpect to
givo Cleveland a bigger voto than
wo did in 1834. Our meetings are
largely attended, and tho working
people thoroughly understand tho tariff ques-
tion.

PriTsnuno, Sept. 25. When tho striko be-

gan in December tbo four assemblies at Brad-doc- k

numbered 1,50 men. Now thero is ono
assembly in tho town with twenty-fou-r mem-
bers.

In August rails went up In price to $31.50 :
mnohiuists avoraged 8'J per month. All
over tho converting mill, from tho trough-ma- n

to the scrappers tho wages havo ad-
vanced.

1 ho quantity of stoel that can bo turned
out in twelve hours is so much in excess of
that turned out in eight-ho- turns that
their wnges for the last month wero much
bigger than for any month in 1887, boforotho
sliding scale went into effect.

Scrappors' wages for tho month of August
nvoragud $8.18 por dny. Tho foremen of tho
cupolas wore paid $H0 per 100 tons. They
made an nvorage of $7.b7 per day. Thofr
helpers aro paid $2 per'day.

At tho furnaces the only change is that tho
men work longer hours and make moro
money. Tho keepers, whose earnings in 1887
rated at $2. 40 per day, last mouth make an
averago of $2.90. Tho engineers make 2.53
in twelve hours this year, as against 82.W) in
twolvo hours last year.

Trio fillers' wojes last month averaged
91.85 per day, as against $1.65 per day, work,
mg on oight-hou- r turns last year.

Keepers' helpers, $2.32 ; last year, 81 07.
The stock-yar- d laborers receive 81.58 per

day, against $1.40.

CASHIER DODGE DEAD.
t

Found in His Room This Morning
with tho Gaa Turned On.

Moro Complications for Bedoll's
Unfortunato Employers.

Jttdgo Shlpmnn Says thnt Doiiro'j Ac
counts Aro All Stra'ght.

Tho complications arising out of tho dis-
covery of tho imincnso forgorioB of Confiden-
tial Clork James K. Bedell whereby tho great
law firm of Shlpman, Harlow, Lnrooquo A
Choato and its customers are losors of
something ovor a quarter of a million
dollars, ware inoreasod this morning by tho
sudden death of Charles Dodgo, tho cashier
for the firm, who was found scnsoloss in his
bed at his houso, 20 Townsond avenuo, Clit.
ton, Statcn Island, at 7.30 o'clock this morn,
ing, and dlod soon after.

At 5 o'clock Mrs. Dodgo hoard her husband
cough, and at 7.80 a servant girl who was
sent to his room to call him, reoeivlng no ro.
spouso to hor rap at his door, oponod It and
found hlui uuconsclous in his bod. Ho died
an nuur utter, in spite ot me ouurtsor ur.
O'Day.who had bean promptly summoned.

Tbo gas was turned on but unllghted, apt!
tho room was flllod tlth gas.

Mr. Dodgo was about sixty yoars of age, a
sparo man of nervous tomperamont. He had
a wtfu ami throo children.

Mr. Dodgo had dciositod a number of the
forgod mortgages which James V.. Bedell
uttered, ami his sudden death caused many
of Iiih friends to four that ho died bv his own
hand, but such is not tho case, us 1ms been
conclusividy proven.

Mr Dodgo, as cabhior In tho office acted
under tho instructions of Bedell, and would
in no wnv havo been implicated in tho trans,
actions of tho latter. Bhipnian, of
tho firm, has assured Mrs. Dodgo that Ihoro
was no reason vhy hor husband should have
ouded his lifo.

So far as tho ofllco was ooncorncd, it is
almost ashttrod now that his death vias a caso
cf accident, as ho had always expressed a
contempt for men who took their own lives.

Last night ho appeared to bo in a jovial
mood and retired early. If ho had in-
tended suioldo it is probable that ho
w uld bavo closed tho apartments in
the room ; as it vas ono of the windows
win Immd partially open. This explains the
reason of his having lived all night, as he
probably blow tho gas nut upon retiring.
All of the mombors of the firm have expressed
their deop sorrow to Mrs. Dodgo in hor
bereavement.

At the otlico of Bhlpman, Barlow, Larocquo
and Ohoato thla morning Bhipmon
said to nn Evi,lmo Wobli roiortrr i" Wo sinceroly doprccato tho publicity
which will suroly bo givon to this sad affair
by tho newspapers, coining as it does so close
upon tbo afluir of Mr. Bedell.

"Mr. Dodgo has been with us ten years,
nnd as our cashier signed all our chocks.
But wo havo implicit faith in him und believe
that ho was perfectly holiest.

" He has beou vory much distressed bv tho
discovery of Bodell's forgorios and was
doubtless moro or less worked up at tho idea
that ho had beou ovou innocontly an aid to
him in his nefarious work.

" Ho has boon ot work with us for more
than a week, examining tho books covering
a period of about five years. Wo have worked
early and Into, and tho strain ou Mr. Dodge
has been very groat, perhapi too groat.

" But wo havo found Ills books perfectly
straight In every item, and not tho slightest
suspicion has been attached to him. But, as I
havesaid.his wasa very highly strung, norvous
tempornmout, and if his doathwas by ani-cid- o

then It must have boen that his reason
was uusoatod by tho overstrain. Wo had
about concluded our labor on our books.

" He had been in the habit, at times when
ho was unusually nervous, of slooping by
himself. 'Ihoro was nothing unusual in that.
Ho was alivo nt 5 and dead at 7. 30 o'clock.

"He lott this ofllco late last evening, and
seemed to bo all right then. He was as usual
whon ho retired last evening. Ho was a man
of good habits."

Inspector Byrnes says : " No suspicion has
ever attached to Cashier Dodgo at any
time. Ho was a painfully nervous
man of slight phvsiquo, and the
excitement of the instigation of tho affairs of
his firm has worked on him porceptibly.
But his books wero porfoctly straight. "

Dodgo lived very nicely in Clifton,
where ho had a fiuo residence and a well kept
stable Ho was very populsr, being tho
bebt cricket player In America. His reputa-
tion in Clifton was tho host. Ho wai it man
of btnet probity, according to his neighbors.

Bedell is still confined in tho I'irst I'rcetnct
Htntion houso, whero ho will remain nut 1 his
examination comes off.

No ouo is allowed to see him without the
permission of Inspector Byrnes, and no mes-sag-

can bo dolivorod to him by oven Capt.
McLaughlin, so ho is as yet ignorant of
Dodge's diatb.

"From my way of thinking, Dodco was
not in any way connected with Bedoll's
forgeiies," said the Captain this nftcrnoon.
" All tlio checks have botn returned by tho
b inks, and thorn is no cv Ideuco or causo to
show that Dodgo had any huud in tbo
robbery"

"His death may bo dun to accident or
from somo unknown troublo, but it is nun-senf- io

to supposo that ho was implicated with
Bedell."
