Labor Trodden Down for tho

Contractors' Benefit.

U. S. Mail Bags Made Undor tho

Sweating System.

Men, Women and Children at Star-

vation WagOB.

In chnmpibning the cntiso of tho victims of
the sn enters, as it has tho causo of tho poor
and downtrodden in nil the lowly walks of
lifo, The Evknino Would deals with hpocillc
facts mid figures, nud iiiKtanroH many cases
in proof of ItH reports. The Rtntcmonts nmdo
in thcbo nrticlos enn bo readily corroborated
by relinblo witnesses.

During tho sessions of the Ford Investi-
gating Commitlee somo testimony was given
showing how the pernl douK sweating hystom
introduced in this city some years ago had
boon inude to take tho place of a good legiti-
mate industry wherein tho workers receivod
fair compensation for their toll nud yet their
employers profited largely from tho product
of their employes' lnbor.

This industty wns lettered by the Federal
Goernment tinder n contrnct made years
ago, until it became largo aud very remunera-
tive. But nn oorbtocked lubor market and
the greed of umplo era brought the Kjstoin
down to that ot tho sweater, and tho onco
sutisfiod aud happy toilers hue. been driven
out and tho tuoro pliulilo foreigner, freshly
landed on these shores, hae tuken their
places nt starvation wages nnd aro really
under tho rule of tho sweater.

Hitimtod ucnr Centre ktreot is n manufactory
located on tho upper floor- - nf u largo brick
building, where umd-- 1 hl'B are made lor the
Uliittd Htntoa Gocrnnicut undor a contract,
and where a lurgo force of mm, women nnd
young girls aru employed. Tho fo lowing
facts hnvo hern obtained from those who nru
rindy to vouch for thoin us true :

'1 he iiricor, of optrntora wero rctlnctd lrom
91.75 pur 100 bags to tl.25, btnuipurs were
reduced from 20 cents to 10 cents n 100, tho
ringers, who Hew tho rings in thu bags, had
their prh os cut from 5j to 4 cents a bag, nnd
strmgcrH from 30 cents to 20 on tho 100 bas.

The next step at curtailing oxpeuscs in
order tlmt moio money might bo niado by
tho contractor was n chin go of 2 cents each
tor netdli'H and a small charge for wax.

Tho poor workorswere a so reimirid to pay
50 rents for the thread used upon overy 100
bags, and ringers wero i burged 20 routs for
tho buttonholes on each 100 bans placed in
thoir hands

Under tho old ri'gimo n good worker could
inako as high os &3 n dav, whilo now only 80
conts nnd ijl can bo tuuilo by tho most rapid
hands in the establishment, 'lho old hands
left shortly nfter tho prices wero reduced,
and their foreman also quit aud a new man
took his phico, Polish nud Ilungnriau emi-
grants ol both sexes a d all aea wero en-
gaged in tho places of tho old hands, and it
IB opeulv charged that each of them was

d to pay lrom .3 to 5 for tho privilege
ot getting the work to do, and 50 cents for
iicrniission to t arry work home. The labor
is arriod on seven days in tho week nnd, it
is said, at night.

Tho Evknino WonLn's informants also
state that when an applicant or cmployeo ro-- f

list s to pay the foreman he or she is dis.
charged. 'lho placo hiiB also bocomo Bquulid
nud filthy under tho piosout system, nnd
thrro is n lack of decent conveniences for
women and men.

Tho bags nro tnken homo nnd slept on by
some of tho hands, nnd aro returned with
vermin in them in homo instances. 'Ihe
mon, women, nntt boys and girls nt work in
the fat-lor- Ino in tho old tenement. houses
in Baxter, Hester, Canal, Division and other
streets not tar fiom tho workshop.

It is further roluted that a Government of-c- rr

came hero to inspect tho manufactory
and inquire into tho manner muhuhthu
work was done, nnd in handling tho bags
irmin got into liis clothing. He

There is a biwilwan placidity, n molluscous
Btreuity about your grief that is positively
lrritiuing if vou will pardon this lraDkneB.

It really do.H seem strunge that society
w omen should bo so utterly strauge to Mage
methods.

You hno a vtry great deal to learn, Mrs.
Dimpfel, but you do not look like one to ba
frightened nt the idea of close application to
dramatic Btudy. The courago you have
maulft-bto- in facing a metropolitan audience
unprepared indicates a btrcngth of character
which, directed in tho right channels, may
accomplish a great deal.
