Bat Ills System or Abuse and Robbery
Is Not Less Complete.

Tho sketchos thnt havo appeared in The
Evenino WonLD on tho subject of "Tho
Sweater " have nttracted much attention from
tho general public, who did not scorn to bo
nwaro of tho porniclous system of wogo slav-

ery flourishing in its midst. Kor did it com-prehe-

tho alormine oxtcnt to which this
nbuso upon tho industrial class hai boon car-

ried, nor ot tho rapid growth of tho system,
which is steadily driving out so many good
workers who havo striven hard to earn a fair
living at trades over which thoy hnvo spent
yenrs.

Thcso laborers havo been displaced by
workers from Europo who havo Bwnrmod

hithor undor tho spooious inducements of
tho sweaters and aro pliablo inlrnmonts in
tho hands of tho cunning mastors who dnvo
sharp bargains with thorn and finally got
thom into subjection and do with thorn as
they havo a mind, knowitig full woll that
their ignornuco and utter dependonco will
prevent them from Booking something bettor,
or organizing to improvo their wages and
condition generally.

Here is tho story of th e swoator who does
not hato a sardine-bo- x of n shop, but who is
closor-flsto- d than tho sweater with n work-
room. This particular sweator roforrcd to puts
his work out by having his whlto slaves call
lor it, uud collects it whon it is completed by
having them return it to him. This man is a
Polunder by birth, and ho is of comparntivoly
recent importation from Europe, lie koops a
utoro in Ninth aventio, uptown, and can
bo seen almost any timo during tho dny d

his conntor, inspecting tho garments
made by his victims nud growling nud find-

ing fnult with tho work on them, so thnt ho
may cut down tho price 10 or 15 cents, whilo
his poor dupes look on with sorrowful hearts
and s.ty naught, because ho will refuse to
placo nnv moro work in thoir hands if they
demand "full pay.

The Bweatcr cuts tho goods and supplies
the trimmings and buttons. When tho gar-

ments uro inspected ho gonerally inonogesto
pick a flaw hero and there, and fino his vic-

tim ten cents for each defoctivo pioco of
work. . .

Poor, weary, overworked womon and girls
tramp ovor from tho oxtrcmo oast sitlo, from
thoir misernblo, peut-n- p ubodos in tho four,
fivo, six, eight nnd ten btory tenements, to
get a chanco to onrn tho little they aro per-
mitted to get from this hard-hearte- d sweater.

Many mothers, with hovcral little ones to
foed and clothu nnd n Bhultor to provido for
them, comofortho big bundles, travelling u
long clistunco on foot and trudging back
nuaiu, bccauKO thoy hucn't got tho car-for- o

to Hparo from their scant earnings.
In not n fow cases tho women are tbo wives

and dnughtors of laboring nun out of work,
or too ill to do uuy labor. Or ttiero mav bo a
ntriko, in which caso tho sweater rubs his
hands in devilish glee, for ho knows no will
havo plenty of upplicauU for his worK, ana
ho can grind them down still lower.

This hw eutor supplies Uio small stores nlong
tho aveunos with all kinds of garments nnd
lurnishitig goods of tho cheaper grades.
Quantities ot tho goods aro sold in job lots
oor the counter.

AsnsamplQ of tho prices ho pays, it may
bo stated tliut ho pays 05 cents a dozen, for
wotk on uovs' waists for which tho down-
town manufacturer pays 75 cents and $1.
Proportionate niton nro paid for tho making
of all kinds of wearing npparol. For in.
stance; butchers' aprons, 11 cents a dozen;
enrpentors' aprons, H conts a dozen; nurses'
aprons, tucked and trimmed with laco, 10
rents a dozen; ladies' wrapper a, from 50 to
DO cents n dozen.

At these figures, somo of tho most export
sowors cannot earn moro than 50 or CO conts
in a work day of twolve or fourteen houru.
