Broad of tho Boor,

Spooulatlon in the Nooossarlos
of Llfo Hotly Condomnod.

Prominent Judges nnd Clergymen
tho Wheat Corner Kvll.

Is tho action of Sir. Hutchinson in corner-

ing tho whoat market of Chicago and as a re-

sult raising tho prlco of flour tl.75 per barrol
and raising tho price of bread for rich and
poor, a criminal act ?

If bo, how should tho cornoror or any other
gamblor in tho uecesbarios of life bo pun-

ished?
These two questions wero propoundod by

an Evening Would roportcr to prominent
and learned citizens of this community with
tho vlow of showing tho public a practical
remedy for such gambling in tho necessaries
of llfo as is now carried on.

To many it would seem that a man who by
speculation would forco tho price of tho chiof
necessity ot life from $0.25 to t8 per barrol.
taking tho money diroctly from tho pockotof
tho hard-workin- g man, was clearly guilty of
Larceny, and not very petty larceny oithor.

It was an authoriUtfivo opinion that was
wanted, howovcr, and tho roportcr first went
to Judgollufus B. Cowing, who was presid-

ing in Fart I. of Oouonil Bcssions.
Jutlgo Cowing pondorod tho educations caro-- I

fnllv. nnd said :

" If by criminal act you mean ouo pro-

vided for by punishment in tho code of laws
I do not know what tho law of Illinois is on
the subject. If you simply wish to know
whothor it bcems a gravo moral wrong to run
up the piices of tho necessities of life through
a spirit of speculation. 1 do think so. It
Bccmft to mo a serious offense.

" If It is un offenso it is naturally deserving
of punishment, but htiw it can be punished,
or how a law could striko thorn, is not no
clear. If sovoral wero engaged in a scheme
liko this, it might bo considered a conspir-
acy."

Ilecordor Frederick Smyth smiled whon ho
wns naked tho harao questious and said :

' ' You must oxcuso mo from saying anything.
If I did, mid a cato wero over to come U of
tho kind beforo mo thon I Hhould (stand as
committed to a positivo viow on tho paint
and bo known to havo given public uttcrauco
to it. 1 do not euro to express an opinion for
this reason."

Tho roportcr noit xnw ltev. Howard
Crosby, of tho Fourth Avenue Presbyterian
Church. Hu was clear spokon and pro-
nounced iu his viowB on tho points raised.

' ' Whether it is criminal in the eyes of tho
law or not, it is certainly criminal in the
sight of tho Lord. It is an offonso that ought
to be punished by tho law, and if wo had
legislators uho had backbones they would
cnaot Iowb that would prevont tho rich from
making gains out of tho poor, plundering
tho poor that tboy may add to their wealth.
1 havo always held thin viow, and havo pre-
sented it iu my writings."

There was no doubt what Mr. Crosby
thought and felt on this point. It was evi-
dently ono ou whieh he had an earnest con-
viction.

Tho roporter noxt colled on Ilabbi Qustav
Gotthail at CHI Madison nvenuo. Ho is Itabbi
in tho Tomplo Kmanu-E- l, ou Fifth avenue,
tho largest placo of llebrow worship in the
city. Ho van sitting at his library table,
reading somo volumo in tho Hobrow touguo.
Whon tho roportor montioned tho object of
his call and told the Itabbi ho would like an
expression of opinion from him on the points
in question, tho itabbi sold :

4 ' know what thoWell, you Scriptures say
on tho point. 1'horo is a passago in l'rovorbs
which cursos tho man wuo makes for himself
gain from tho bread of tho poor. If these
men want to speculate lot thorn do so in tho
luxuries of lifo. Why don't thoy operato in
iliutuouds or brandy, or something of that
kind ?

" If thoy run diamonds up to a fancy price
peoplo would simply say : Wo can do with-
out thorn. ' Hut thoy can't do that with
bread, or with meat and thoso things whioh
nro necessary to tho maintenance of lifo. I
think tho tax ou sugar of two couts a pound
is wrong. Sugar iu not a luxury. It may
rcaily bo considered ouo of tho necessities.

" I think there ought to bo somo way of
chocking such things. All that is mado out
of the poor by snoculating in tho necessities
of life and running thorn up in prico in this
wav is blood-iuoiio- Tho State should stop
in to provont such things."

Itov. llobort 8. MacArthur, pastor of Cal-
vary Uuptist Church, ou Fifty-uovout- h street,
near Sixth avenue, was tho noxt person vis-
ited by tho roportor. He has ono of the
largest congregations in the city. The ro-

portor found him at his residence, 345 West
Fifty-soven-

th stroet. When tho question
vr--a put to him ho reflected for a moment or
two and then answered, doliberntely :

" Thut is a question which it is not easy to
answer. No ouo has the right to charge
another with anything unles tho case is so
plain that there can bo no doubt. Tho
morality of an act depends on tho motive
which tho person is actuated by who com-
mits it, and that motive cannot easily bo
known. Besides iu this point is in-

volved a question that is hard to
settlo, and that Is tho ono whioh
deals with tho degroo to which a man or a
firm may go in uiercantilo transactions. A
big firm like Wauamaker, or Macy, or any
vary largo concent of that kind, may wipe

'out fifty Btnaller couocrtiK which deul in the
thincs which thov aro able to enrrv and sell
nt n vory low rate. If Hutchinson had failed
in his (peculations, nobody would have said
anything about it. Hut tho morality of what
ho did is tho somo, whethor ho succeeded or
fuilod.

" Somo might think that a man who would
take tho rivks ho did was entitled to 30
per cent. gain. Othors would think that
when ho took such chances it is right he
should get 40 per cent.. 50 por cent. So
it is a poiut which it is hard to determine

' Now, if tho thing bo put abstractly in
this way, it may bo answered. If a man spec-
ulates in the necessities of lifo in order to add
superfluous wealth to himself at tho cost of
mutorinl inconveniences to the poor, is it
criminal ? 1 would say to tho question, put
iu this way, thut such a man is morally rep.
loheusible.

" About a law to provent such a thing, how
could it bo applied ? Circumstances doso
much to alter cases, and circumstances aro so
vuriablo in a maltor of speculation in this
sort of thing. It may bo a good harvest year
and tho amount of tho commodity very great.
Then n speculator could carry a great deal
more of it than ho could when a crop was
small. It would bo a cry difficult matter, it
Miems to me. then, to frame any measure
which could justly bo applied to this sort of
caso."

Tho roporter also called on Dr. Houghton,
of tho "Little Church Arouud tho Corner."
Whcu he was asked the question, ho said :

' Oh, I don't know anything about it. Tbe
prico may bo as low as it is high

" Then you do not care to express any
opinion on tho point ?"

"No; I am not fond of gott'ng Into tho
nowspapers," answerod tho reverend gentle-
man.

As may bo gathered from tho interviews,
the fceliug of thoso who wero seen on the
point was that such a course of speculation
as affected tho poor iu tho necessities of life
was highlv reprehensible, nnd worthy of
being chocked by rome law which would re.
strain a conscioasleu and mercenary specu-lato- r.

detail in the most specific languago not only
tho acts complained of, but tho remedies to
be applied.

Wo refer you to chapter 84 of tho New
York Laws of 1887, an act rolating to " publio
interests," previous to that year and bUH most
shamefully neglocted. Tho duties of tho
police nnd tho health inspectors aro there
clearly defined, as aro those of factory in-

spectors in chapter 4C2 of the samo LnwB of
1887, uamoly, " An act to regnlato employ-
ment of women nnd children in manufac-
turing establishments." Ac.

It is needless to tell you that tho Central
Labor Union recognizes tho fact that mero
money lines as a puninnmeni lor tuo cnmcH
committed by tho rich tenement - houso
sweating cigar manufacturers aro worse than
useless.

Wo domand tho imprisonment of thoso
morf according to law in order to remedy tho
shamoful abuses thoy have inaugurated and
perpetuated. At present the low is powerless
tomako them pay highor wages to their
Blaves than they now dole out, oud which, o
tho evidenco beforo tho Ford Coininittco
showed, wore, in many cases, so wrotchedly
insufficient for tho maintenance of lifo that
widows employed in these factorios had to
send their children out as vagrants to obtain
enough to keep lifo and soul together.

)ut tho law is not powerless as to tho cigar
pest-hous- as you would suggest in your let-

ter of tho 21st Inst,
If thoso at present running tho govom-mo-

of this State and citvarcnot oblo to
carry out and do not understand tbo laws
which they nro paid to soo properly adminis-
tered, it ib high tiroo that compoteut nnd
impartial citizens wero put in their places.

The Central Labor Union may soo to tuts,
howover, in the future. For tho prcsont, it
demands justico and the putting down of tho
infamous conditions of existence under
which tho poor tencment-hous- o cigar-mak-

nro martyred and their littlo children
doomed to " the slaughter of tho innocents."

A VKBT TAItT BETOBT.

You havo objectod that labor organizations
" aro not moro considerate in tho uso of lan-
guago whon they desire official action to bo
takon." Wo supposo a burglar would, much
in tho samo way, object to n District Attor-
ney's lack of consideration when prosocuting
him.

No consideration bos been shown tho labor
organizations except thoso considerations
which capitalism always gains when it wants
its pound of flesh. Tho probability is that if
this Stato and city wero to spend a fow mill-
ions less for armories and militia and a sin-
gle million or two for libraries in tho

districts, there might bo an
opportunity for tho mombers of labor organi-
zations becoming acquainted with the writ-
ings of La Rochefoucauld and Machiavolli,
and thoroby acquire the Chostorlicldiau airs
and graces of McAllister's "four hundrod,"
or rather " four hundred and one," includ-
ing your intimate friend, His Grace tho Duko
of Marlborough.

Wo nro hard-worki- citizens, Baying what
wo think in a plain, blunt way. Otherwise
wo might havo run to tho other oxtrelue and
havo takon the ndvlco of your deceased
fathor-in-la- Potor Cooper, who reoom-inend-

tho Knights of Labor to sottlo thoir
industrial difficulties with Galling guns and
Winchester rifles. Wo are citi-
zens, wanting tho laws honestly carried out
without fear or favor, and who bolievo in tho
ballot to repeal bod laws and to make good
ones that will olfectually suppress tho hor-
rors of tho sweating tenement factories and
other sins of capital against labor.

IIOItACE OBEELEX'B BOBNINO WOItDS.

Thoso grievances have too long existed, and
wo are not a bit better off now, and shall not
ho whethor under monopolistic) protection or
capitalistic free trade, than tho industrial
masses wero in this city forty years ago, when
lioraco Grceloy told the printers of Now York
city, nt thoir celobration of Franklin's birth-
day, on Jau. 17, 1800 :

r' While labor builds far moro sumptuous
mansions in our days than of old. furnishing
thorn far moro gorgeously and luxuriously,
the laborer who builds thoso mansions lives
oftenost in n squalid lodging thau which tho
builders of palacos in tho fifteenth century
cau hardly huvo dwolt in more wretchod; and
that whilo tho demands for labor, tho uses of
labor, tho oftlcioncy of labor nro multiplied
and oxtondod on every sido of tho rush of in-

vention and tho growth by luxury around us,
yet in tho middle of the nineteenth, century
(call it the lust year of the first half or tho
first year of tho lost half, as you plcaie)
labor is a drug in tho market; that tho tem-
perate efficient, upright workor often finds
tho comfortable maintenance and proper
education of his children beyond his ability,
and that in this thriving emporium of tne
new world, this trophy and prido of Christian
civilization, thero aro at this day not less
than fortv thousand human beings anxious to
earn tho bread of honest industry, but vainly
seeking and painfully, despairingly awaiting
opportunity for bo doing."

Tho Central Labor Union, with tfio cigar
sweating factory infamy before its eyes, par-
ticularly calls your caroful consideration to
this quotation. It would also like to have
two questions answered :

First, will another forty years of tho cruci-
fixion of labor be oontiuued under such con-
ditions as thoso narrated by tho founder of
the Now York Tribune?

And second, will Justico over koep her head
turned away from organized labor, and who,
so far as tho demands that tho Central Labor
Union has mado in relation to sweating tene-
ment factories aro concerned, appears to bo
in danger of being throttled by official rod
tapo ?
