Poor Girls Broken Down by Long
Hours of Labor.

A Onece Pleasant and Profitable Indus-
try Reduced to a Grind.

There in still nnother branch of the swent.

alarming extent, and it is grinding and sap.
mng the life.blood out of thonsands of young
girls and young women ond s good many
older omoes,

It is carriod on 1n the manufacturs of
fancy fenthers and artificinl flowers in the
whops nod at the tenement-house homes of
myrinds of poor tollers who work like slavos
to carn paltry pittances, some finding it not
enough to keop body und soul together, and
othars adding it ne a mite to the support of
familien or depenaent onos.

The fancy fenther industry used to be a
prosperous one for the workoers, but grasping
money.sweators who controlsthe trade and a
fulling off in the demand becauss of the

fronks of fashion bave caused a great rodue.
tion in wages, until at the present timo they
are down to m very low  aversge—not
mors than 85 for sixty or seventy Jours'
woutk in a week; and vow the manngernf the
lending concern in the business sy ordered
nnd is enforcing n reduction of from 16 to 256
wr cent, inall its departments, which will

This sweaeping roduction in the wages of
workers who have spont vears nt thoe trado,
until they bave become experts, nnd who, n
fow yearn ngo earued and received good
wiges, naturully cansed nstonishment and in-
dignation among several huuodreds of em-
ployees, many of whom went out on strike,
while the otbers would have gonoe but for the
fonr of starvation and dire impoverishment,
which wonld fall not alone upon themseives
but upon those dependent on them for sup.
port.

Ouve yonng woman, with the tears welling
up in ber eves, sald that she bhad an pged
mothor dopondent on her, and it wos only by
practising the most rigid economy and ab.
ftomionsness that they were enabled to bhuy

Keepor Fogarty, at the Mergme, Does Not
Bellove Sho Belonged in the Cliy—rhe
Wans Comely, with meft Brewn Halr, n
Girnceful Figure and a Story That Will
Probably Be Duried with Her.

About one hundred peopls have cafled at
the Morgus during the past two days to look
ot the body of the unknown woman who
swallowed a dose of poison and died in the
Compton House Wednesday night,

A fow of the visitors wore anxiously search-
ing for missing wives, sisters, daughters or
sweethearts, but the majority were prompted
to go there merely by a spirit of morbid curi-
osity.

Joe Fogarty, the gustodion of the friendless
dend, can tell one of the atter clnss at a
glanco, nmd it is geldom that their longing is
gratified.

The woman in question registered at the
hotel as Mre. Brown. It may be her right
nnme, as the initials K. C. B. were engraved
on a turquoise ring, the only article of jew-
elry she wore.

Unless the body be recognized by next
Tuesdny, it will be sent to the Potter's field
for burial. Fogarty has hnd the corpse

photographed, and will keep the nunfortunate
woman's clothing, ns by these articles she
mufy be identified after is buried, if not
bhefore.

An Evexive WorLp reporter visitad the
Morgue this moruing, Following Fogarty
he entered the dismal dead-house and passed
betweon long rows of pine boxes. The
mournful music of the min pattering down
on the tinned root seemed in perfect har.
mony with the ﬁ-unornl aspeot of the place.
A sido door looking out on the iver
admitted more fog thun light, and the keeper
wus obliged to light a lantern before the
womnn's features could be made outin the
rough coffin that contains her remains.

Hhe was evidently o handsome woman, in
the prime of life. Her fuce waa rather long,
but perfectly proportioned, and the figure
wns graceful. The flesh, excapt on the face
and hands, was a8 smooth and soft as velvet,
She had all the outward appearance of a
woman in u middle station in life, Her
was long, soit, and lhght brown in color.
Her eyes were blue,

‘I'uere is no mark or blemish on the body
by which it could be identified. The ecloth-
ing was of good quality and showed that the
woman was s person of refinement, The
dresi was of heavy black silk, with side
plaits of black jet. The watst was made of
thie same moterial  The shoes, stockings and
underolothing were of the best material, A
beavy jacket of biue diagonal cloth was lined
with rich white striped ratin.

Her bonnet was of brown straw and of the
gtyle known ns ** The Goddess of Liberty.”

There was £10.71 in one of those long,
etylish pocket books that ladies general
earry, now a days, but there was nothing else
init, The woman waa b5 feet, 8 inohes tall,
nged about thirty-three, and weighed about
106 pounds,

Foi;rty. whose fifteen years' experience in
handling such cases gives his opinion great
weight, said to the reporter:

“This is a very mysterious cass. The
woman, I am confident, was a respectable
married woman, 1do not believe lived
in this eity, She probably lived in some nd-
'Lllcant country place, and afler leaving her

oma for some canse came to this nug. ere,
brooding over her trouble, alone and friend-
less in this big city, shs became melancholy
and ended her existence. | hope that she
will be identified before I am obliged to send
her to Potter's Field."
