The woman in question registered at the
lLotel as Mrs, Brown, It may be her right
niwe, a8 the initials K. C. B. were engraved
on i turquodse ring, the only article of jew-
elry she wore.

Unless the body be recognized by next
Tuesdoy, it will be sent to the Potter's field
for burinl. Foparty has had the corpse
photograpbed, and will keep the nufortunato
woman's clothing, as by those articles sho
tm be identified after she 18 buried, if not

elore.

An Evesiya Wonnn reporter visited the
Morgue this mornng. Following Fogarty
he entered the dismnl doad-bhouse wnd passed
betweon loog rows of pine boxes. 'Lhe
wonrnful music of the rain puttering down
on the tinnod  root seeined i porfeot bare
wouy with the generul nspeet of  the place.
A side door looking out on the Fast Hiver
adnittod more fog than lght, and the keeper
wis obliged to lght o lautern before the
woman's featnres could be made outin the
rough coffin that contnins her remains,

Soe was evideutly 8 handsome woman, in
the primie of life, Her face was rather loug,
Lut perfeotly proportioned, and the figure
wis gruceful, "The flesh, excopt on the foce
nnd bands, was as smooth and soft as velvet,
She bhad all the outward appenrance of o
woman in s middle station in life. Her hair
wus long, soft, and hght brown in color.
Her syes wero blus. i

I'bere is no mark or blemish on the body
by which it could be identificd. The cloth-
ing wus of good quality and showed that the
woman was o person of refinement. The
dress was of heavy black silk, with side
pluits of black jot. The waist was made of
the same waterial. The shoes, stockings and
underelothing were of the best material. A
lenyy f““" of blue diagonal cloth wes lined
with rieh white striped satin.

Her Lonnet was uF brown straw and of the
stylo known as ** The Goddess of Libcrt[r."

There was #10.71 in one of those long,
rtylish pocket books that ladies general
cutry, now,n days, but there was nothing else
init, The woman was b feot. 8 inches tall,
aged about thirty-three, and weighed about
106 ponnds,

Thao sneeess of ex-Alderman Arthur J. Mo-
Quade in shedding Lis conviot garb and step-
ping from behind prison bLars-—a free man
tewsporarily, ot least—hes  yovived tho intor-
est of the poblio in the boodM cwwis and
piven rive to many surwmives ne to the nlti-
mate fate of the other bhoodlers—those in
prison, in exile and on bail,

MeQuaudo's luck in peouring a new trial has
kindled into a flame tho remmning spark of
hope in the breast of ex-Alderman Jachne,
the first of the "84 Alderinen to obtain om-
ployment where there are no lockouts, but
where the laborers are socnrely locked in.

Having failed in the Qourt of iast resort to

secure a reversal of the judgment convieting
him of brive-taking last summer, he attempted
to regain his liberty ou the ground that in-
nliennble rights granted him by the United
Btates Constitution had besn invaded on his
trinl.
