Several visitors from New Orleans have experi-
enced great dirnoulty In this city In obtaining
accommodations at tho various hotels, one lady, it
is said, having been threatened with Imprison-
ment at quarantine. The prevailing Idea at some
of the hotels teems to bo tnat Now Orleans and
Jacksonville aro but a low miles apart. A num-
ber ot theatrical companies, Mr. Wallace says,
have attempted to cancel their engagements with
New Orleans theatres on the plea of a yellow fever
scare, but the managers Intend to hold them to
their contracts.
