Surgeon-Gener- Hamilton has provided for
tho establishment of a general disinfecting,
houso for the city, whore all the infocted
mattressos and pillows will bo burned at the
exponso of tho Gonoral Government, and
other infected clothing will undergo n sys-
tem of boiling and baking whioh It is

will effectually destroy any microbes
lurking theroin.

Those preparations seem almost out of
Slaco whon ono examines Dr. Neal Mitchell's

report and sees that ninety-tbro- o now
onts ont of tho decimated population of tho
city havo boon stricken down by tho diseaso
nutl four havo diod, as was tho caso yester-
day.

To-da- y new casos aro still being reported,
with ono fatal result up to tho timo of
writing.

Jackron, Miss., Oot. 10. No new cases of
fever havo boon reported to tho health
authorities, and it has been decided to lift
quarantlno Friday morning. Tho rofugoo
camp has already been deserted.
