Mr. Davenport will appoint United States
marshals to man tho polllng.plaoos ostensibly
to watch Congressional contests and nrevent
illegal voting, but in reality to heJ Quay
and his recently imported Philadelphia
methods.

tbo caso without deunlto result, when flvo or
six peoplo claim to bavo seen the crime com-

mitted and have given descriptions of the
murdoror, has given riso to no little merri-mo- nt

in certain quarters, and tbo Captain
seems rather nettled about some of tho com-
ments that bavo boon mado.

It wns learned, howover, that one of tho
now clues va information given by Albort
Wober, the young Gorman cook in tbo Han-
over Hotel. Detoctivo Bissert went to boo
tho young man this morning and mado ar-
rangements to have him call upon tbo Cap-

tain at tho station tills afternoon.
Tho weak point in Wobor's story Is that, ac-

cording to bis own statemont, he did not soe
tbo facos of the two Italians, and could glvo

.no idea of tho looks of tbo tailor of tbo two,
who is supposed to havo dono the stabbing.
Although he was Iors than tbroo paces dis-
tant when bo saw tho tall man wrench his
left arm from Flaccomio's right and start off
at a rapid paco down St.Mark's place towards
Second avenue, ho only saw his back, and
could not even say whether ho had a stiletto

This led to tbo theory of suicide which was
advanced, lutsoon explQdod.

Weber told a reporter of Tub Evxotno
Would this morning that he did not believe
ho could identify tbe man, whom bo has

described as a tull, sparely built per-
son with a light brown overcoat or give any
moro definite description of him.

Thin description would fit Sabatlno more
accurately than any of tbe other suspected
persons now in tbe custody of tho polico,
and Capt. McCullagh msy be banking heavily
on what he expects to got out of Wober, for
bo still clniins that Sabatino is tho guilty ono.

It is said, howover. that the other three
roembors of tho dinner party at " La
Trinacria " who, it was intimated, would prob-
ably be arrested would add to the proof
which Hih Captain already has in possession,
and in fact complete the chain of evidence
against tho stibpected prisoner. On this point
the Captain refused to give any information.

The theory is that the knifo which was
found on the sidcwallc could not have beon
tbo woapon with which Flaccomio was
stabbed, but that his adversary carried
in bis left hand, which he held in his
overcoat pocket, a very sharp stiletto,
which be plunged into Flaccomio's heart
when he suddenly withdrew his arms and
pave the former tbe shove which Wober no-
ticed.

On the supposition that Sabatino is really
tbe murderer there appoars to be nothing In
the possession of tho police which can show
any adequate motive for such a crime. So
far as can bo learned tbo two men bad never
been on unfriendly terms, and, in fact, had
very little to do with cocb other.

Under these circumstances it is thought by
many that tbe solution of the mystery in
which tbe whole case is shrouded is as far off
as ever.
