It Is Clear that He Was Not
Present at the Murder.

EyesWitnesses Not Summoned - Before
Coroner Eldmans

Evidence gathered by Tur Evexiva Wonrrn
shiows conclusively that there is nothing so
fur to prove that Vinconzo Quartararo is
auy way conncoted with the murder of Anto-
nio Placcomio, who was knifed in the heart in
front of Cooper Union.

There were three disinterested eye.wit-
nessod of the murder, whose nanes and evi-
denee were m the possession of the police,

Straneely onough they were not snmmmonod
to testify hofors Coroner Eidmnn's jury. It
wonld secm that beeauss n murder had been
committed somo one, gullty or invocent,
must hang for it.

These eye-witnesses say that there wns but
one man with Flaccomio nt the time he was
stabbed and that there was no struggle,

Aitn, Babatino and Canizaro, who accuse
the Quarturaro brothers, say that there were
five persons there nnd a big struggle.

Aitn, Babatine and Canizaro were them-
polves under nrrest for the murder when they
told their story.

Aita aud Carlo Quartaruro, whom these
three worthies say struck the blow,are bitter
enemios,

Aita, Sabatino and Canizaro ocoupied ad-
joining cells in the Tombs and had time to
cook up a story to save their necks.

Careful investigntion fixes the tyme of the
murder at 8 30 or 8,40 o’elock on the night of
Buudoay, Oct. 14,

Vincenzo Quartararo and his wifo left
Mount Vernon that night in the 7.51 train,
which renched the Graud Central Depot at
K40, The Lest possible tile Irom whero the
eurs utoimod at the station to the restaurant
in St Mark's place i twenty.one minuates,
and it iy o minute and one-half's walk from
thero to the soene of the murder.

Inspeo-
tor Byrnes will arrest him and sec that
he goes to_ prison, no natter how high his
station or how great his wealth and infla-
ence, Depend upon it, there will be no serl-
ous illegal registration, for the proper nu-
thorities are on the alert."
