Ho 'rotary Whitney rocolved tho Evenino
Wobli) rctwrtor very cordially nnd told about
tho President's plans for y us far as thoy
havo been docided upon.

' Mr. Cleveland is very woll and in excel-
lent spirits this morning," said Mr. Whitnoy." lio and bis party will remain with mo until

o'clock." I am sure nothing will prevent Mr. Cleve-
land from roviowmg tho Democratic parado
from tho platform in Madison Square.

lie Dlnkea an Arrcit that DIbt Make 11 1 m
Trouble.

Sinco the affairs of tho nation havo como
under tho control of a Democratic Adminis-ti- a

ion tho usefulness of Johnny Davenport
to tho ltepublican party at oloctions has been
greatly impaired.

Holding hisdoublo position of Chief Super-
visor ot Elections and United States Com-

missioner, as ho does, by appointment of tho
Circuit Judges " during good behavior," it
has been found a difficult matter to
removo him, but tho high - handod
methods ho formerly used to reduce
tho Democratlo majority in this city by tho
imprisonment of voters on Eloction Day has
boon considerably toned down by the acces-
sion of Dcmociacy to power in tho Federal
Government.

John I. yostorday gavo the first ovidonce of
his intention to resort to tho practices which
rondored him famous in 1870, whon ho had
1,800 Dcmocratio voters caged on tho top
iioor of tho Post-Offic- e building on Election
Day. '

Ho caused tho nrrost of Albert E. Poiricr,
recently appointed a clork in tho Custom-Hous- o,

on tho cround that ho hud illogally
rogistored at 19 St. Luko's placo, in the Ninth
Ward, being in fact a resident of Porth Am-bo- y.

Issued by a Commissioner of the Circuit Court in a
criminal case, nnieaa such warrant la applied for
by the District-Attorne- y or by one ol nla
regularly appointed atsUtanta In person,
or by tho authority of such Slstrlct-- I
Attorney or aubrtant nrodnced In Wtltlnir to the
Commissioner. No account of any Commissioner
lor Issuing a warrant In any other ease will be ap-

proved by a Judge, and every account mall be ac-

companied by an affidavit of the Commissioner
showing by whom each warrant was applied lor
and on what authority.

District-Attorne-y Walker said:
' ' I Raw Davenport last night nnd had n

plain talk with him. I told him if this tiling
happened again I should move tho Court for
his removal from office.

"This office fa just as anxious as Daven-
port to provont illegal registration nnd vot-

ing, and there is no reason why we should
not act in harmony. Ho must not nso my
name on warrants in violation of tho rulo of
the Court."

Mr. Walker said that Davonport mado no
promise to rofonn his methods, but instead
coolly iniormed him that two othor warrauts

ACCIDENT AT A FERRY.

Two Horse Drownnl nnd a Ntnten Islntid
Illnn'n I.ejr Ilroken.

Tho Staten Island forrv-bo- at Wcstflold,
which loaves Staploton at 4,10 a. m. and Is
tho first boat to arrlvo nt Now York, was
carried upstream by tho strong ebb tido this
morning, and the signal to go ahead, which
was given by the pilot In order to provont the
boat from striking thd bulkhead, gavo her
such an impotus that she crnshod into tho
bridge with trcmondous force

The shook snapped off tho upright whieh
supports tho bridge on tho wost bide, and let
it down Into tho wator.

On board woro n number of truckmen and
driven for the boor wagons which usually
como to tho city on this first boat. Ouo
of tho wagons of Qcorgo Bochtel. tho
brower, was in advanco of tho others
on tho foiward deck, and tho heavy
horses attached to it woro thrown off thoir
feet. They wero dashed against tho frail
guard rail, which gavo way witli a snap, and
the immense truck, loaded with beer kegs,
adding to the impotus given by tho shock,
the wagon, horses and all disappeared over
tho rail.

Grocor Hot-man- , of Tompkinsvlllo. of tho
firm of Honnan & Peters, who was standing
besido his horse on tho dock a little behind
tho beer truck, was thrown down by
tho shock and bis hoi so foil upon him and
broke his right anklo.

There was no one on tho boor truck at tho
time it went overboard. Tho horses were
both drowned, nud thoir bodies wcro to bo
seen floating around tho bay for soveral
hours nftorard8. Tho truck and tho beer
kegs woro fished out by tho ferry pooplo after
two hours' hard work.

Pooplo In the vicinity of 173 Bowory about
7 o'clook this morning, wore startlod by tho
report of a pistol quickly followed by a sec-

ond. Thou a woman's voice rang out
" Holul"" Murder I"

The souudi cnnio from tho apartmonts of
Diodrlch Stoltor, on tho third floor of 173,

where, with his wifo, ho has resided for tho
poBt two years.

Detoctivo Connor, of tho Eldrldgo streot
station, entered with othurs, and in tho
coutro of tho kitchou found Stoltor, who was
drunk, with a smoking rovolvur in his hand.

Ho was cocking it preparatory to firing at n
woman who lay In n heap on tho floor not
ten foot away from uhoro ho stood.

When ho saw tho dotoctivo ho turnod about
and pointod tho still smoking piBtol point
blank nt him. But Connor was too quick for
him, and with a bound ho wits up to tho man
and it dosporato struggle onsuod for posses-
sion of tho wu&pon.

Around tho room thoy fought Stelter, who
is u poworful follow, trying to cock tho
weapon. Connor finally doalt him a blow on
tho head which foiled him to tho floor, and
then drow from his pockot n pair of hand-
cuffs which he put on tho man's wrists.

While being taken to tho Eldrldgo street
station-hous- e ho remarked: "I wish I hud
killed her."

In tho moan timo Dr. Markiowilzo, of 2S1
Broomo streot, had bocu summouod, and nn
examination of tho woman, who ;wus
Annio Stoltor, tho wifo of tlio drink-cnizo- d

prisoner, was mado. Tho physician found
that a bullot had struck tho frontal bono and
glaucod off, thus saving her life.

Ho drossod tho wound and Mrs. Stoltor, or

with her fathor, hurried off to tho
Ksflox Market Court, whero tho husband had
prcccdod them.

Whon arraignod boforo Judgo Duffy 'Stoltor
would say nothing other than mumble a few
unintelligible words, the .Indue bold him
in !U,000 bail for the Grand Jury.

A BRUTAL MURDER7

Its Viotim Discovered in a Now

Jersoy Swamp.

An Aged and Unknown Woman
Outragod and Killed.

The Ilorrlblo Discovery Mado by
Hunters at Sccaucus.

What appears to bo a most horriblo nnd re-

volting murder, its victim a gray.hairod
woman of sixty years, is absorbing tho atten-
tion of Now Jersoy authorities.

On Thursday morning n fathor and son
wcro out hunting. Thoy woro tramping
through tho salt moadows in Sccaucus whon
tho boj's nttontlon was nttractod to n pllo o
clothing lying near a fence.

Father and sou walkod towards tho fonco,
and woro horrified to soo tho remains of a
woman, huddlod down and lying in a pool of
wator, with tho lower part of tho body ex.
posed.

Tho placo whoro tho body was found was
about n mllo back of tho Shady Bido Hotel.

The alarm was sent to Messrs. Inglobrccht
ami Whlttlorioht, tho keopors of tho hotel,
and thoy notified Coroner Ooschwiud.

Morguo-Kcop- B. N. Crano, of Hobokon,
on being uotifiod, despatched two of his as-

sistants to bring tbo body to tho Morgue.
Thoy drovo out to tho spot and found tho

woman lying in tho shrubbery closo to tho
funco. Sho bad boon dead about fifteen hours.

Tho woman's bead was thrown back, nnd
her mouth and oyos wcro wido opon. Hor
right hand was lying nndornoath hor body,
nnd tho left hand was held out aa If in a de-
fensive position.

From tho position of tho limbs nnd tho
olothtng tho woman had ovidontly boon as-
saulted.

Aftor lighting several matches, for darkness
was fast approaching, and carefully search-
ing tho ground for anything that might load
to a cluo or an identification, tho two men

the body to tho wagon.
Thcro wero foot prints all nround tho place

where tho body was found, and thoso are
taken as evidences of a struggle.

Tho body was taken to Crane's Morgue, in
Hobokon, and Coroner's Physician Converse
mado an examination. Ho camo to tho con-
clusion that an outiago bad been uttemptod,
or hod been oommittod.

Tho woman woro an old brown uilk dress,
red flannol underclothing, brown stockings,
but no shoes. She also had a black velvet

aequo.-an- this was covored by another cloak
of whito material, trimmed with black plush.

Near tho body a black, knotted, worsted
cap, trimmod with red, was found.

On the fingor ot tho doad woman was an
old-gol- d wedding ring. Thoro had beon en-
graving on tho inside of itatsomo time, but
it was worn down so that it coula not bo de-
ciphered.

Nothing was found in tho clothing savo n
half bunch of colory and two carrots.

Tho woman was seen on Wednesday morn-
ing passing tho Shadyside Hotel, and later in
the day sho was at Homestead Station, four
miles this side of Secaucus.

Since tho body was brought to tho Morguo
over a sooro of people have called, but none
has positively identified the dead.

A man about tweuty.six years old, 0 feet
tall, of light complexion and wearing no
beard, called at tho Morguo this morning and
said that he thought tbe body that of his
grandmotbor. He refused to gfvo his name
and left, saying that ho would call again in a
conplo of uays.

Unless tho body is identified boforo Mon-
day, it will bo intcrrod in tho Potters Field,
in Mow Durham.

Tho locality in which tho body was discov-
ered bears a very unsavory reputation. It is
infested with tnunpa and toughs of tho low-
est order.
