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IN THE CROWDED DISTRICTS.

Inspectors Working Hnrd nnd Little Tronblc
Experienced.

Thero was not as much troublo in the
crowded election districts as was expooted.
In the Thirty-seoon- d Election District Of the
Twenty.socond Assembly, where over ono
thousand names wero registered, tho ballot-
ing was carried on in a lively mannor.

This is tho district where it was feared
many citizens would bo disfranchised owing
to tbe polls closing at 1 o'clock.

Tho exact registration amounted to 1,017

names, and it was thought that only about
sovon hundred would bo ablo to voto, but
from tho way tho balloting was carried on
this morning overybody who is entitled to
voto in tho district will be ablo to do so.

cnowrm at tub stiiit.
The polling place Is locatod at 1518 Avenuo

A, Just above Eightioth street. Long before
tho opening of the polls this morning a lino
was formed reaching from the door to a point
far above Eighty socond street, but as time
flew on, the line was reduced to almost noth-
ing.

The method of balloting adopted in this
district was a oomplete buccoss. .

Officer Eagan stood at the door and as soon
as a voter appeared, he would call his name
and address. Tho clerks would then-cheo-

off his came, and after he had seen
his ballot deposited in their proper boxes tho
voter would pass on through a rear door and
would then regain the street by passing
through a private hallway.

In this manner about two people could
vote every minute. During the first hour
114 ballots were doposited. During tho next
hour, between 7 and 8 o'clock, 111 good citi-
zens porformed their duty, and between 8
and 0 o'clock 118 people passed the ballot-boxe-s.

Tho hour between 9 and 10 o'clock the vote
was 109. and in the next hour 101 ballots
wore cast.

The total reached 556 ovor one-ha- lf the
entire registration. At this time tho line had
again lengthened until it almost reached to
Eighty-secon- d street, The crowd was quiet
and orderly at all times, nnd there wero no
arrests maao for illegal voting.

HOnEUIAHS SVFPOBT CLEVELAND.

The district is mainly made up of Boho-mian- s

and thoy raillied grandly to the sup-
port of Cleveland and the " Old Roman."
It is estimated that of the 650 votes polled at
least 475 were for the Demooratlo candidate?.

In the Mayoralty contest Grant was away
ahead, witn Coogan next. Erhardt was no-
where, and Hewitt was just behind him.
What few Republicans thero were supported
Grant.

Tbe polling place of tho Flfty.second
Election District of tho same Assembly
Dlstriot, located on the block
nbove, presented a marked contrast
to the lower district. Thero were only 201
voters registered in tbe district, and of these
130 had voted before 10 o'clock. The candi-
dates wore running about tho samo as told
obovo.

In tho Second Election District of tbe
Twenty-thir- d Assembly, at 1775 Third avenue,
over three hundred voters of the 601 regis-
tered voted before 11 o'clook.
