A Resumo ot the Whltochnp.l Horrors sr

This One.
Tho first Wbltechapel murder oconrreo a year

ago last month, in that section of London where
the scum of tho vile dens of vice aro let loose upon
the streets In the early morning, when the police
close up the brothels Infested by them.

The victim was a fallen woman past middle age.
and her body waa found horribly and peculiarly
mutilated. Hut It was supposed to be onlv a mur-de- r

common among ler class. Mo effort was made
to discover the murderer, and the body waa burled
In rotter's Field unidentified and the case for
gotten.

The second murder did not occur till Anc. 7 last,
but It wss unmistakably the work of the same
hsnd.

'ine victim wss again a fallen and dlasolnte
woman, Martha Turner, and her body waa found
on the first floor linalng of the Oeore Yard build.

Dlstrlot. The previous day was a Dank nollday.
The police became slightly Interested in the

case, owing to Its similarity to tha other murder,
and they decided that In both cases the mur-
derer had seized the victim from behind by a
powerful arm, and cut her throat by a swift
tt rtke from a razor-edge- d knife, almost severing
the bead rrom the body and leaving the Imprint of
the Knife's iedge on the bone attne baokor the
neck.

Tbl stab wounds were found on the
body. The underclothing bad been thrown up
over the shoulders, and a Jsgfted wound across
the bowels laid the Intestines bare. Below that a
portion of the body had been cut awar with the
skill and nicety ot an experienced surgeon. The
organ had been removed, as in the first case, and
then It was that the detectives conceived the
theory that the murders were dooe in behalf of
some collector of anatomical specimens.

The movements of the murdered women were
traced up to midnight of Aug. 7, when she was,

The body was mutilated exaotly like the other
three, The victim was ot the same character, and
waa forty.flve years old. Her murder must nave
been alter s o'clock In the morning, tor stu wss
drinking with a strange man at that hour In a pun-ll-o

bouse near by. Armed with the description of
thla man, the police set to work, bnt sfter two
weeks bad got no nearer to a discovery of the
butcher than before.

On Sept. 3 a joung woman wu fonnd murdered

and mutilated in the samo manner at Gateshead,
near Mewcaatle-on-Tyn-e. Although this Is some
miles from Whiteohapel, the similarity of the
murder and circumstances male It probable that
tbe perpetrator waa the Whiteohapel fiend.

On Sept. 00. at about l o'clock In the morning,
a sixth victim wu fonnd In Berners street. Hue
waa a Whttechapel atrumpet, .flippy Lip Annie,"
aaed forty years. Uer body was warm when found,
and although the throat wu cur, as In the other
cues, the murderer hsd been frtuhtened awsy
prnbxbly, for there wu no mutilation.

Fifteen minutes later on this same night the body
ot another unlortnnate wu found In tho southwest
corner of Ultra Square, mutilated M it. flvo or the
other cues.

And on the day following an eighth body vu
found on the alto of the projected Metropolitan
Opera-llou- on tr-- Thames embankment In tho
Whltechapcl district,

It will be remembered that when the body of
Annie Chapman wss found Sept. 8 the murderer
counted Ave victims In his writing on the wall over
the body, bnt the police oonld account for bnt
four.
f The finding of this body on Oct. 1 clesred up the
myitery, for It wu badly decomposed and wu un-
doubtedly that of the fourth victim.

In all bnt one cao the butcher had exercised
consummate skill wltn the knlte, each slain cut-
ting a vital part. Evidently he wu an educated
surgeon.

At tuts time several people of the neighborhood
came forward and described a certain wild-eye-

shabby genteel man of middle age and refined
mien, who had been seen in the neighborhood of
lata The description tallied with parts of oilier
descriptions given of the companions of the com-
panions of the murdered women.

The pspers were ful of thla description, and the
murders ceased.

HURLED TO DEATH

Philip Baer'a Pitilesa Fato From

an "L Train.

Ha Clang to the Gate, But It
Was Shut In His Faoo.

Ilia Terrible Sufferings Heforo the Eyes
of the Passengers.

Clotted blood spots faintly marked the pavemsnt
in front of St Allen street this morning where
Philip Baer landed after falling from the moving
train on tho Secoud Avenue Elevated road last
night.

The rain nad cleansed nearly every traoe of the
sad occurrence from the alddwalk, but It was
fresh tn the minds ot the people tn that vicinity,
and they talked of nothing else.

Bser wu twenty-eig- years old. ne wu a
salesman, employed in the hosiery bouse of
Itosendorf & Co., 47 Walker street, and lived at
81S East Ono Hundred and Twenly.first street.
Re left tbe atore in high spirits lut evening about
8 o'clock. Intending to go home and take his wife
and family to a reception In the Lexington Avenne
Opera-Qons- e.

He bad been detained later than uansl at the
store and hurried across to the L road station at
Canal and Allen atreet Night bad fallen and Jt
was lust beginning to rain. fX

as be rescued the station a train arrived. Ite
wu delayed at the ticket-windo- w getting change
out ot $3 wllb Which he purchued hla ticket.

As be rushed for the trsln the gstes were
slammed In nis face. What followed fi best told
in the language ot William Prenta, a young barbor
employed at 1 Orchard street. lie was an eye-
witness ot the whole occurence and told his story
to an Etsnino World reportr this morning.

' The train wu crowded, " be said, ' and began
to move lust u air. Baer atepped on the platform
of tbe car, holding one of the Iron rods that sup-
ports the oar roof.

Let me on, conductor. Will you, pleuoj
I'm tn an awful hurry," said Mr. Baer.

"Get off. You cant get on. It's against tho
rules to open tne gate," replied the guard.

The train wu gaining momentum every minute.
Tbe platform wu crowded, bnt the people shoved

I over to one side to give the guard room to open
tbe gate and let the gentleman In.

lie could eullv have dona ao. bnt he wonld noL
Instead, he seized the young man by tbe lapels of
bis coat, ana, exerting all his strength, tried to
shove him efir. He did not succeed.

Mr. Bur pleaded! Let ma on, for God's sake,
now, 1 eana get off. "

The men on the platform became excited and
angry, and nrged the guard to open the gate. . lie
stubbornly refused, bnt again attempted to shove
the man on tbe platform, lie might have suc-
ceeded thla time, but for the guard rail at the end
of the platform, with whlon Mr. Baer collided
with terrible violence.

The fores of the shock threw him close np
agalnat the gates again, lie never spoke after.
No one attempted to help him on. The brakeman
with btaneaed face stood swinging Ala .arm about
net knowing what to do.

llr. Baer became very pale, and his head dropped
forward on bis breast, loo train rushed ahead.
Forty feet from tbe platform a safety guard and
foot-wa- lk runs, but Mr. Baer clung on Until even
that wu passed.

Tnen suddenly he released his bold of the rod
and fell into the atreet twenty feet below. Fasten-ger- s

and brakemen then polled the bell-rop- e, and
the train' stopped an instant, but went rigat on
again,

Did yon taxe the guard's number or get bis
name 7" ailed the reporter.

"No. 1 got off at Urand street to notify the
police. "

"Could the brskemsn have saved the men's life
by opening tne gate?"

Undoubtedly, lie had every chance In tne world
to do so," concluded Mr. Prenta.

Bam Solomon, a biker living on the third floor of
23 Allen atreet, witnessed the occurrence from a
window. 'Every one on the train seemed crszy
with excitement,'' be said to tbe reporter y.

"The youpg man clung there, and If the brake-ma- n

had presence of mind enough even to bold
him, be could have opened the gste and polled
him aboard. He could have done so easily, u I
could see from my window here. "

Moses Sykes wu In a saloon downtown when he
heard tne passengers hollering on the trsln. He
rushed into the street Just In time to have hla bat
knocked off by Mr. Baer'a falling body. lie helped
remove him to the Eldrldge street, station,
from wnenos the body wss removed to
P. J. noellerer's undertaker's shop at US Ludlow
street.

Coroner Nugent held sn Ipquest on tbe body to-
day. Every one who eould be fonnd that saw the
accident blame tbe guard for causing Mr. Baer'a
death.

The name of the guard could not be learned at
Col Daln's office, to Broadway, bnt be
wu momentarily expected there to make a state-
ment. Ward Detective Keep, of tbe Eldrldge
atreet station, was also waiting to take him Into
custody when be wonld arrive.

Mr. neap notified Mrs. Baer of her husband's
death lut night, and declares that he never wants
to undergo a similar experience again.

' the wu dressed with the children, In tbe hall,
waiting for him, when I got there. I oonld not
tell her.

work that lie would be home early to take tier to
tbe Lexington Avenne Opera-lloua- e, where the
Itaymond Literary and Social Society wu going to
have an entertainment and balL

Iler servant had prepared luncheon for blmto
eat u soon aa be arrived home, and ahe had laid
bis evening snit ont on their bed, so thst tt wonld
net take him long to get ready for the ball.

bridge Jumper, together with Ed llyer, rat
Green, W. K. Harding, of the Police (latent,
Charles V. Moore and John Ilough arrived at
Highland, on tbe Weat Shore Railroad, late last
night nd quartered themselves at Dennis's Hotel.

Thla morning at 4 o'clock all left tho hotel ana
proeeid to Cbeetnnt Grave, close to the western
terminus of the roughkeepsle Bridge.

Brodle, at 5.(3, ascended to tho top ot the
bridge and walked along over the structure In tho
darkneu and fog unknown to John Doxce, tho
night watchman.

When ho reacned a spot over tha west pier he
divested nlmselt ot bis clothing, and, clad tn
tights and a rubber suit, and wearing

shoes, and with heavy pieces of iron fast-
ened about his legs, be Jumped into the Hndsoa
from a distance of 213 feet

Dwyer and Green were In a boat waiting for
him. As soon u be rose to tho surface ho waved
his bands wildly, and Green seised them, and
Brodle wu dragged Into the boat.

Blood wu flowing from his nose and ears.
As quickly u possible he was landed on the wes

shore, and, with assistance, hla two friends led
Mm Into tbe West Shore IUUroad Depot, where he
fainted, but recovered soon after, ail the time
pressing hla ribs with bis hands and moaning.

He believed thrto or fonr of his ribs wero
broken.

When the 0.6T train for New Tork came
along be wu pat on board and hurried to bis
home, one or two of bis party aocomoanylng him.

For the first lco feet be oame
down as straight as an arrow. Then bis right
hand fell upon bis chest and his body craned over
to one side.

"What do yon think ot the policy of relying on

vears to come, we will have to come West
for our Presidential candidates. Tne strug-
gle for the control of the municipal
government of New York hu alwaya been
at the expense of the National tioket snd tbe de-
bauchery Incidental to practically allowing tbe
mixed population of a great city to con-
trol In a great National conteat
U not healthy. There Is no doubt in my mind thatmoney wu spent with lavish prodigality In New
York and Brooklyn. I can attrlbate the falling off
In Cleveland's rote In Brooklyn to nothing bat
money.

"No, I don't think that tbe New York poUtlcisns
designedly permitted the State to reverse Its posi-
tion politically for the purpose of giving
the Stats political Importance In National
contests. The New York Democrat X consider
sll right, bnt in the miserable aquabble over local
matters they allow themselves to dwsrf a great
National conteat and great National Issues.
