In a recont trial of a lawsuit in which a
liquor doaler was a party, a point at issuo
was the ownership of a peculiar book of re-
cipes. It was held by a discharged bar.
keeper and was considered of sufficient value
to bo worth contending for, and the proprie-
tor of a Brooklyn saloon claimed it.

It.' was a priniitivo sort of "Bartender's
Ottido; or, How to Mix Drinks of tho Pres-
ent Stylo," and its.icoutcuts offer somo
startling inforination'for those who dote on
their brandy aud sugar, their fino old Ken-
tucky bourbon nnd applojack.

Witn a transcript of tome of the formulae,
an Evenino WonLD reporter called upon
President B. T, Kearns, of tho Liquor
Dealers' Association, to ask for information,
but Mr. Koarns confessod that his knowledgo
of distilling and blending liquors was quite
inadequate to tho caso in hand, although it
was woll-know- n that 'tnauy of tho keepers of
low-cla- ss liquor resorts did " blend " their
own liquors, which in' their case meant in-

variably an adulteration of the goods.
In every cose enough is used of tho goods

which tho adulterator intends to imitato, to
flavor tho concoction, the balance being
usually mado up of water and liquor, or
spirits of a cheaper grade.

For instance, whon young Tough called for
"the best brandy in tho bar" at So welly's,
this morning, he got n beverage mado up of
twelve parts pure brandy of a fair grnilo, 113
proof, threo parts water and seven of spirits.
A little prune juice added pungonoy to tho
decoction and it was given a littlo life by the
aid of bead oil.

The lining to Tough's stomach would bo
coated with a Bhoet of mail in five years if tho
State did not reqttiro his services at Black,
well's Island just enough to stop the work of
hisbrundy beforo tho armor is comnleled.
overy time.

In his search for a place whero liquors aro
blended on tho premises, tho reporter ran
upon a saloou in First avenue, and in the
cellar was a vat about as largo as a washtub,
and in this ho saw several kinds of "first
class " liquors made in the afternoon.

Brandy sold at tho bar on the floor above
was mado up of six parts pure brandy, 113
proof; fourteen parts spirits, one aurt one-ha- lf

parts water, Druno juice and bead oil.
Sovou gallons of sour mash whiskey, brand

unknown; soyen gallons of croton water, one-four- th

gallon of prune iuice and twenty gal.
Ions of spirits, with n little bead oil, wero
mingled in the tub, and .the result was la-
belled " Bourbon."

Applejack, that famous Jcrsoy beverage
whioh doth cheer aud tnnglo merrily tho
pure distillation of tho juico of tho apple-w- as

the third dope which was made in tho
tat. It took one gallon of pttro npplo brandy,
thrco and a half gallons of spirits nnd a half
gallon of water, and if tho stuff was not
tempting to an epicure, it at least had the
pon er of bow ildering the Imbiber.

A barrel of kimmel, that
favorite Uorman tonic, was turned out in a
jiffy. Twenty --six gallons of spirits, eighteon
of wator, four gallons sugar syrup and two
ounccB of kimmel oil were inixe'd in its man-
ufacture, though why so much of the latter
ingredient uas used wns not explained.

Five gallons of California brandy, ten gal-
lons of raisin brandy, threo gallons of wator
and a half gatlon of prune juice and bead oil
wore mixed nnd drawn into cask labelled
"Cofuno."

A one-eigh- th cask of imported gin was ob-
tained without the expense of n ottbtoms
stamp by the judicious admixture of ten gal-
lons of pure giu, thrco gallons of ryo lu&lt
gin and wator onough to All tho cask.

If any further proof wero wanted of tho
common root of the Scottish and Iiish races,
it might have been found in tho recipo

in making tine old Irish whiskey: For
five gallons, one and a half pure Scotch whis-
key, ouo-ba- lf pure Olenora rye and threo
gallons of spirits, well mixed.

And tho proprietor of the establishment
alhrmed, as he followed the reporter up tho
cellar stairn.that these " blended" drinks were
less harmful than the genuine nrticle, be-
cause thero was always an addition of water
to them beforo they are retailed,

lie concluded his remark as no dropped
the trap down over the cellarway with
"SVhat'll you drink?"

An Ataorlntlon Whleh Doet Them Most
Prartleal Oood.

Among the most practical and bcnoflclal
organisations in this city, that lately or

tho name of tho Manhattan
Working Girls Association, especially com-mon-

itself to phllanthropical peoplo, nDd,

M shown by facts nnd figures, has already
produced excellent rosults.

It is non.scctarlan and comprises girls of a
half-doze- n nationalities. Tho occupations
rcprcsontod Includo cashlors, saleswomen,
bookkeepers, stock-keoper- cash.girls,

suspendor-makor- s, button--

makers, collar-maker- s, shirt-maker- s,

silk mitt makers, dressmakers, mil-

liners, book-foldo- and hinders, playing-car- d

makers, braid-maker- s,

sample card makers, artificial flower-makrr- s,

fcathor-workur- s, pnsscmontorlo-ninkcrs- , ste.
nographors, typewriters, confectlonors aud
domestics.

Tills organization was first started as tho
Working Girls' Society ou July 15. 1887, at
410 East Fifty.sovcnth street, in the building
occupied hy tho Madison Avonuo liofornied
Church.

The Kev. A. E. Kithodgo. tho woll-know- n

Fresbyterian minister, was its chief pro-
moter, but bo has had ablo assistants in tho
work, the principal being Mrs. Isabolla 0.
Dals, tho President of tho Society.

The objeot of the organizers was to prnvido
attractive and pleasant rooms whero working
girls can spend their ovenings, and through
courses of instruction, cducato and fit thorn,
solves for future usefulness. Tho society be-
gan with seven membors, and Mrs. Davis wan
appointed President of tho working organi-
zation, tho other olhccrs being selectod from
among the members.

Tbe rooms are on tho second story of tho
building, and compriso ttio entiro floor, di-
vided into front nnd rear parlors, n writing-roo- m

and a bath-roo- Tno apartments aro
largo, well lighted and ventilated, and in
evory way suitable tor tho purposes of tbe
Soctoty.

Since its inception tho interest in tho Soci-
ety has increased and good results aro shown
in the improvement of its members and tho
incroasod number of deserving working girls
who hao joined it. In fact, tho applications
for membership havo been so numerous that
tho applicants could not bo accommodated.

Mrs. Davis reports that 220 working girls
over fourteen years old, applied for member-
ship within tho past iiftcon months. At pres-o- ut

135 are taking ndvautago of tho course of
instructions. From Nov. 1. 1887, to Oct. 25.
last, tho total attendance was 4,483, or an
avorago of sixteon each night, tho rooms
hoing kept opon in the ovenings only from 8
to 11 o'clock. Tho initiation fee is 20 cents,
monthly dues 10 cents.

Tbere are classes in drossmaking, millinery,
stenography aud typewriting, bookkeeping,
music aud calisthenics, all presided over bv
competent instructors. A d

library furnishes tbe membors with plenty of
good reading matter, and tbe reading-roo-

contains all the magazines and the daily
newspapers. Tho physical welfare of the
girls has been carelutly looked after by Dr.
Elizabeth S. Brown, who has delivered, lec-
tures on phystolosy end hygiene at frequent
periods and fumisbed medical advice. En-
tertainments are given in Iho Winter season,
and they are said by tbe members to bo very
enjoyable.

Tbe class work this Fall began Sopt. 24,
and thero aro now in oporution two in dress-
making, two in cooking, one in millinory.
ono in bookkeeping, ono in stenography and
typewriting, and a choral class.

All the membors join in tho calisthenio ex-
orcises.

Tho number in each class is as follows :
First dressmaking class, 14; second, 8 ; first
nnd second cooking classes, 16 each ; milli-
nery, 10 ; bookkeeping, 12 ; stenography, 11 ;
choral, 35; total, 128.

Monday ovonings tho first classes in cook,
ing aud dressmaking meet and calisthenio

are taught; Tuesdays, the second
dressmaking Class, tbe stenogrnphlo
nnd typewriting and bookkeeping classes;
Wednesdays, the millinory and second class
in cooking; Thursdays, first and third in tho
month, practical talks by Presidont Davis;
Bccoud in the month, lectures aud ntertain-mont- s;

fourth, business moeting; Fridays,
choral class; Saturdays, recreation.

Three a Secretary and
Treasurer and a Librarian and two assistants
have been elected from among the members
to aid the President.

The only roligious services of tho society
aro held each evening at 9.15 and consist of
singing and prayers conducted by Mrs. Davis.
The attendance is wholly voluntary.

Tbe revonuos of tho Socioty are derived
from voluntary contributions, among the
most generous of tbo donors being Cornelius
Vanderbilt. Thomas 0. Sloane and Elliott F.
Shepard.

A day nursery has been opened in tho same
building, called the Bethany, tho objoct of
which is tho caro of infants whose mothers
are obliged to go out to work. This nursery
has been in oiistenio only a few months, but
it is protty well taxed to the limit of its lacili-tio- n.

The Board of Lady Managers has charge of
tbo business of tho new institution, and a
competent matron and members of tho Young
Ladies' Guild of the Madison Avenue Un-
formed Church care for and amuso tbo littlo
ones.

A SKETCH OF THE PRESIDENT-ELEC- T.

CHAPTER III.
ntB BEnVICK IN TTIE AUMT AND OALUHTBZ

AT TUB SATTLS OP BESAOA.

tWrfHen ezprettlVJOrr " Trie Bcentng World. "j
Ben Harrison wns elected Chief Reporter

of the Supremo Court of Indiana in I860, and
.was engaged in his work of proparing the re.
ports when Fort Sumtor was fired upon.

Ho had mado many tolling spoeches in be.
half of Abo Lincoln, tho Union Republican
candidate for President in tho campaign of
I860, onco crossing swords with tbo late
Thomas A. Hondricks in dobato and fairly
.worsting his older, moro experienced and
bottor.known opponent.

Tho assault on Fort Sumtor fired Harrison's
heart and for n day ho fought with himself atto whetber his duty was to his country or to
his family, for ho hod two babies at this time

But tho tender persuasion of n helpless
wife, mother of his chlldron, prevailed and
with downcast heart aud a shamo face, he
decided to stay at homo.

He plodded away at his work as court re-
porter, but his heart was with tho hoys In
blue, who wero swarming from everywhere
in rosponso to thoir country's call and lie
said ; " may bo, thoy teW lot me
go," and in Jttly. 1862. thoy gnvo thoir con-
sent, and ho acceptod a commission ai
Colonel.

Tho Union vietorv at Pittsburg Landing,
April 7, 1862, had resulted in the rocovery of
tho Mississippi to its mouth, nnd tho sepa-
ration of tho pi States of tbe
Confederacy from each other. But this ad. I

vantage was lost through inaction, and at
lougtb Gen. Bttoll was ordered to more the
Army of the Obio to Chattanooga.

Indiana and Ohio wero threatened by Gen.
Bragg, who was in forco in Kontucky.
President Lincoln had mado anothor appeal
for volunteers and Gov. Oliver P. Morton
echoed it, backing tho appeal with btrong
aud urgent perbonal efforts.

Tho doopost gloom had Bottled on Indiana
andyccruits were slow, whon Harrison and a
fricnil called upon Gov. Morton. Tho Gov.
ornor was much depressed himself, bitterly
regarding tho lack of intoreBt shown by the
Hoosiors.

' ' said " If IGovernor," Harrison; con be
of any servico I will go."

Gov. Morton grasped his hand and re-
plied, " You can rniso a regiment in this very
Congressional District. Do it and we will
find a commander for it, for it would be too
much to ask you to leave tho place (to which
yon havo just been olectod."

Harrison replied that if he made any
speeches and asked men to go to the iront he
proposod to go with them and stay as long aa
thoy did.

He was given a commission as second
lieutenant, but when the regiment was com-
plete ho was mado its colonel.

Harrison's Seventieth Keglment Indiana
Volunteerp, very green, with no knowledge
of how to handle tbetr guns, was sent to
liowliup Green, Ky. , the lust outpost of the
Fcdorals.

Col. Harrison was sent with his men on an
oxpodition against a body of rebels at Bus.
seilvillu. He rode on tho tender of a loco-
motive, tho hotter to observe tho topography
of tho country.

Tho attack was successful, forty rebels
being killed and ten prisoners taken, while
only ono of Harrison's men was lost-Si-x

months was consumed by tho regiment
in guarding tho Louisvillo and Nashville
Railroad, hunting guerillas and drilling in
camp. During these six months tho green
Harrison becanio an adopt commander and
his men proficient in tho art of soldiery. I

It wns not till Jon. 2, 1864, that tbe brigade ,

wns sent to tbe front. It boeame tho l'irat ot X

the First Division, Eleventh Army Corps,
and Col. Harrison was put in command, Gen.
Ward taking tho Division, Later the Elev-
enth and Twolf th Corps wero consolidated as
the Twentieth Corps, with Gon. Ward com-
manding tho First Brigado of tho Third Di-
vision and Col. Harrison resuming command
of his rogimcnt.

Gen. Grant took command of the army.
He sent Gen. Sherman down against Joe
Johnston's army, 04,000 Btrong, intrenched
at Dalton. The Twentieth Corps was joined
to the Army of the Tonnessoo undor Fighting
Joa Hookor.

Col. Harrison and his men were at Dalton
tho 7th and 8th of May, 1864, and at tho bat-

tle of Resaca tho 14th.
Col. Harrison's regimont in the load of the

brigade were obliged to advance on the enemy
through a denso woods, down a hill and up
another one, on tho summit of which the
"Rebs" had built thoir parapets. They
hustled through a rain of bullets and large
shot, and Harrison was tho first man over the
parapet.

Then followed a hand-to-han- d fight, but
the guns wero token and thoro was a victory
for tno Union men.

Gen. Ward was wounded in the fight and
Col. Harrison was left in command of thy
brigade. Ho got a hotter title from his men.
It was " Little Ben," aud ho holds it yot.

Ilosaca was Harrison's introductory battle.
Introductory to more battles in a month than
his grandfather. William Henry Harrison, or
Andrew Jackson fought in their wholo lives.

Gilgal Church, Konosaw, Peach Tree
Crook, Nnshville, and a dozen skirmishes
rising almost to tho dignity of battles, found
Harribon over lu the front. At Peach Tree
Crook, when it was suggested that he and bis
men w oro tired out and should go to the rear,
ho replied. "I don't see it! By God. I'm
going to the top of that bill with the rest I"

And that day after the battlo Joo Hooker
said, after cougratulating him t ' ' I'll make
you a brigadier-gener- for this fight, Co!,
Harrison."

Gen. Hooker wrote n lotter to Secretary
Stanton commending Harrison for promo-
tion Oct. 31, 1864.

A day or two later Harrison was dotailedto
roturn to Indiana and cauvass the Stato for
now forces. Ho completod his work Nov. 9.

Then he returned to the front, and defended
Nashville under Gen. Thomas. Ho was

at Savannah, and later at Washing-
ton, whoro he recoived ins commission as
brevet bripadler.generol March 22, 1865, for
ability and manifest energy and gallantry in
command of the brigado. "

Geu. Harrison was niustored ont June o,
1865, having mado an ouviablo record for
bravery and forccfulness.
