GOTHAM'S UNBOLTED M0BDER&

Tbe Metropolis Has Fnrnlthed Its Qnota ef
Oloody Myaterlea.

The annlls of crime In the modern Gotham are
well sprinkled with the tales of mysterious mur-
ders.

In earlier daya there were such cases aa those of
Helen Je wett, alias Dorcas Doyen, killed in lStlj
Jltry Kogers, "the pretty cigar girl," murdered
In 184S, the atory of whose death was embodied In
poe'a novel, The Mystery of Marie lioget;" Dr.
Hatvey Bnrdell, the Bond atreet dentist, murdered
In 1857; ppllceman Thomas Walker, ahot In Wett
Seventeenth atreet In 1605, and charlea M. Itogera,
stabbed fatally In 166a

The list ot, Ootham's murder myaterlea Is long
and startling. At It la notable that they, for the
moat part, antedote the efficient eraotsnpt. Mur-
ray and Inapector Byrnes. The New York of a
fewyeara'ago waa a tolerably safe plaoelorthe
shrewd mnrderer. But fortunately thla condition
of things hat radically changed. While the pur-
suit and punishment ot criminal la still very large
lnsomopattio! the country, NowTork of recent
years haa an' amiable record.

Here are some of the metropolitan murder mys-
teries taken here and there from tbe reuordai

Tbe Nathan Murder Mjaiery. Benjamin
Nathan, a private banker ot liumenae wealth, waa
mutdered in b;s mansion, at 12 West Twenty-thir- d
street, on the night of July 29, ism

He lived the main part of tne lime In his country
bonte at Morrltiown, N. J., tnd It wai only
through hla being detained by a bualneaa matter
later than ntual that he came to aieep that night In
town.

He ronnd hla olty bonte a scone of disorder on
account of the presenoe of furnishers and decora,
tors, who were refitting It tor the Autumn, but be
finally decided to pasa the night Bleeping on some
niattreasea on tbe floor In a room aujoinlnga

den" he badln the house.
Aboat midnight hla ton Fred got home, and find-

ing bla father atlll awake spent some time chatting
with htm. It waa much later wnen Washington;
the other son, got borne, and be haa always

that he never spoke with bis lather thatnitut.
a. terrible storm broke over tne olty after mid- -,

night. Ihe rain fell in torrents and the lightning
flatbed with atartllng vividness, but the day
dawned bright aud clear.

About 0 o'clock Fred Nathan dashed Into the
atreet In bis night-dres- s, and, grasping a paating
policeman by the arm, dragged him into the boute,
telling him that hla father had been murdered.

It waa true. The old man lay onthethreahold
of hit little ball bedroom In a muddle ot blood. ,

Tuere was every Indication mat he bad been
dead lor turee hours or more. On the body were
the marka of about a dezen blowa, evidently in-
flated with some blnnt inurnment.

Wasl Nathan ws auapected of committing thedeed, but no proof could be fennd to uphold thattheory, and the Nathan mnrder remains to thisdy one ot the mysterious and unpunished crimes
of Gotham.

Ilaraiar I.eIlea Murder. One ot the most
weird of mnrdeta occurred In May, isst.

On the 4th ot June, that year, a mounted police-
man found tha partly decomposed body ot a man
at the foot of the Tramp's lto:k, lu Westchester
CouDtr. Tbe man had been dead about ten daya.

Afterwarda the body waa Identified aa that of
htudtorae George Leonid,! Leslie, alias Western
George, George Howard, J. G. Allison, George
K. Leslie, C. G, Greent, et aL

Leslie had been tne bead of the largest band of
sHk robbers and hank breakers In tnia country.
He waa married, but his wife did not know ot hla
criminal Ufa until long after their marriate, when
her lulatuatlon for him waa ao great that aha de-
termined tuatand by him through everything.

Leslie waa ahoi through the heart, and theweapon, an Ivory-handl- ed affair, waa found near
by. He lived at manieton. & I., and left home on
the 10th of May, 1881 Ills wife never saw him
again. He waa not aa trne to her ta she was to
him, snd It came out upon investigation that he
bad been devoted In hla attentions to Babe Irving,
sister of Johnny, the bank burglar, afterwarda
killed In Shang Draper's saloon.

Who killed him has never been found out,
Tha Uarloten llenaa Myatery. Wnatla known

aa "The Carleien House Mystery " created a great
sensation at the time It waa discovered, but it atlll
remalna a mjstery.

The carleton Houae la a oheap botel on the cor-
ner of Frankfort aud William streets.

There, one celd day In December, 1884, down In
tbe euocellar, two workmen excavating by the
light of a candle, came upon a perfect female
hand, which protended from a heap ot refute.
Further digging revealed the akeleton ot a woman
clothed In a maroon-colore- d dress, a darkaacque
and atrlped stockings.

The police worked night and day trying to nn.
ravel the myatery of the woman's death, bnt were
Anally obliged to give up In deapsir.

A man named Benjatata Grau, at preaent In Ihe
Trenton, N. J., Penitentiary, la under euaplclon.
He It tervlng a ten yeara' aentence for attempting
to murder a woman In Dover, N. J. Hit term ex-
piree June 20, 1893. He may then probably be ar-
reated on thit graver charge.

I.anla liatrrinnih At urdered. While walking
with Joiepnlno Bawket, a disreputable woman,
early on the morning of May 24, 1 882, Loole W.
Gutermuth wss attacted on the corner ot Seventh
avenue and street, by a man who
felled blm to the ground with a club. In falling he
atruck hla head heavily on the curbstone. lie waa
then aeverely clubbed, and eventually died of tbe
Injuries ho received.

Several arrests were made, but the murderer es-
caped.
