IN A HATCHING CRADLE.

A BABY GIRL'S LIFE SUSTAINED ON THE

INCUBATOR PRINCIPLE.

She Una Grown and Thrived and IIss Now
b eitroDSf Hold on Mfe Hho la Allowed
Oat or the Cradle a Little Each Day
Now, nad Drlnlts Milk A Most Interest.
Ing Case.,

There U a youngster In the Emigrants' Ilospltal on
Ward's Island that is exciting more attention ust
now than that whloh usually falls to one of Ha site.

It Is a little bsby girl, who Is so young and small
that she has been made the subject of a sclentino
experiment, and Is being raised on a similar prin-

ciple to that of the artificial Incubation of chickens.
Her name Is Elizabeth McLean and she was born

In the hospital on Sept. 7. Agnes McLean, her
mother, Is a comely Scotchwoman, wno arrived
from Glasgow a few daya before Elizabeth's birth.

The Infant was prematnro by thirteen weeks.
She was only fourteen Inches long and weighed

but two pounds two snd a half ounces.
Luckily Br. A. M. Thomas, of the hospital etaff,

was having constructed an artldolal mother, or
hatching cradle, as It Is called In Franoe.

Work on this was hurriedly completed. It Is a
box abont four feet high and three feet square. It
contains In the bottom a tank to whloh was applied
oa the outside a reservoir on the tnermo-slpho- n

principle.
When hot water Is put Into the tank a spirit lamp

applied at the outer reservoir keeps It hot and
makes It a comparatively simple matter to keep
the air In the box at any temperature which may
be desired.

The aides of the box are double and tilled with
sawdust, Ilka an and in the upper part,
over the tank. Is a shelf.

On a pillow on tnla shelf the bsby was laid thirty-si- x

hours after Bhe was born, and there she wss
this morning when an Evzninq World reporter
called to Inquire after her health.

1 here ts a glasa in this sliding top of the hatching
cradle which enables one to see the Inside. The
baby lay on Its back with its head resting on its
left side.

When the reporter looked In she opened her blue
eyes and screwed ber face up In an awful pucker,
that announced to the outside world that she has
come to stay, sure.

Her mother waa at tho other end of the room,
quietly fussing with another baby whose mother
has been attending the new addition to Secretary
Whitney's family.

The nrst few weeks of Little Edith's Btsy In the
artificial mother was quite unoertalo.

The temoeralnre of the Inside of the box was
kept at DO degrees and Dr. Thomas snd Miss
Enrlght, the head nurse, wero constant in their
attentions but they feared the. experiment would
not prove soccers! uL

It Is tne first time snythlng of the kind his been
tried In this country, but It was plain that the baby
would not live with any other treatment.

During the tblrty-st- x hours before she was put in
tho hatching-cradl- e she lost two and one-ha- lf

ounces, so that she only weighed two pounds when
the experiment began.

But she besan to Improve right sway under the
novel treatment, ana now has a firm grip on life.
At first her natural nourishment was dropped into
her month by means Of a tube, but now the nurs-
ing of her mother is nearly alt that Is required.

Tho temperature In the hatching-cradl- e ts now
held at between 70 and 75 degrees, and the baby Is

to breathe the atr of tbs room about sixSOowed of every twenty.fonr.
bhe Is dressed In doll's clothes, but has grown so

much that turner ones will have to be substituted
Jor the ones she now wears.

Dr. Thomas measured her tms morning, and
found that ahe Is 18 inches lodg,10X inches around
tho chest, 7 Inches irom tips of flnirer to shoulder,
Wi inches around the head, ear IV Inches, and
foot ti Inches.

She now weighs four pounds and four and a hslf
ounces. The average weight of a baby at birth is
about seven pounds.

The baby Is fed every two hoars, and Is allowed
two and a half ounoes of milk at each "meal."

Her Increase in weight has been as followst Oct.
14, 2 pounds low ounoes; Oct. SI, S pounds 18tf
ounces; Oct. 8, 3 pounds 3)4 onnoes; Nov. 4, H

low ounces; Nov. 11, a pounds H)i ounoes;Rounds 4 pounds, 4 Jf ounces.
When the baby la bathed a tent of blankets Is

made over a radiator, and with this protection
against any draught. It Is Immersed in a little bath-
tub and then put baok on Its pdlow In the hatching
cradle in an unusual amount of tiny blankets.

Dr. Thomas said to-d- that the child will be
able to stand the air out pf doors In two weeks,
when the mother will leave the hospital and go to
fnends In the central part of the State.

little about bis movements.
lie went out about 8 o'olock yesterday afternoon.

On Broadway he met D. II. Drlsooll, of 43 Hen-wi-

street; Jamea Head and Michael Donovan, a
telegraph operator at 16 Broad street. They are
members of a popular organization of the First
Ward called the Uorllla Clnb.

The quartet went around town and finally
stopped in front of a flower-stan- d In front of
Knox's hat store.

While they wete purchasing bouquets two
young men rushed np and, mutterlug

something sbout having to catch a train, tried to
shove the others aside.

Drlscoll joked with them and turned away. Then
he heard a scuffle behind nlm and, tnrning around,
found his friends exchanging blows with the

.strangers.
He took a hand In, but a second later the qnarrel

waa stopped by young Dunn being knockod flat on
his back.

Policeman Collins, of the steamboat Patrol,
rushed up and collared tho stranger thst struck
the blow. Neither Downs nor his companion
would make a complaint against him. however,
and Collins let blm go. Thero was a little blood
on Dunn's lips, but he did not think he was
seriously Injured until same time later he felt a
sharp pain In the back of the head, and putting his
hand up found that blood waa flowing freely.

He hurried home and lay on the lounge, refusing
to tell bis folks how he osma to be Injured. Two
doctors were summoned but they could not save
his life. He became unconscious at 10 r. v., and
died lu that condition.

About three years sgo llaldwln Jensen, a sailor,
conlessed on his deathbed that ho had murdered
Colvocoreasea and had secured the bonds; bat
being pursued hsd thrown them overboard.

Ibe sailor was burled st sea, off Honolula, and
his confession repeated here by Cspt, Donaldson.
