"LITTLE LORD FAUNTLEROY."

"Little Lord Fauntleroy." llko "Tlio Old
Homestead," relies very llttlo upon dramatic
effect and theatrical situations. It has nothing
to do with tho too conventional love-sic- k hero
and tho gurgling heroine. It is oven daringly
unusual enough to cud without a marriagoor
tho stereotyped suggestion of that necessary
event. "Little Lord Fauntleroy" appeals to
human nature; it goes straight to the heart
through any amount of thicknesses and it
charms by its own intrinsic beanty.

I sat with damp eyes through throo long aots
last night. There was not one single effort ap-
parent in tho exquisite pathos of this delightful
little play; there was no evident desire to even
mildly harrow the feelings of tho audience. Yet
I doubt if any play yet produced this Beaon is as
beautifully pathetic as this of; Jlrs. Frances
Hodgson Burnett's creation, and I also doubt if
any emotion has been called forth by such harm-
less means or with as beneficial results.

I supposo I'm too hardened a sinner to indulgo
in moist eyes very loftcn. I pretended I had a
cold last night. But I hadn't. It was sheer
emotion, and I feel In a better temper with tho
world y, now that I find I can be touched.
Though " Little Lord IFauntleroy " can ho criti-
cised in spots, its morits aro so great and no far
in excess of its faults that theao.can almost be
forgotten.

The story of the play is, of course, well known.
You remember how tlio third son of the Earl of
Dorincourt has mairiod an American girl and
been "cast off "hy His Lordship; how the three
sons die, and how the boy of Capt. Enol, tlio
third son, becomes tlio i Earl of Dorincourt's
heir, Lord Fauntleroy, goes to England, over-
comes his grandfather's dislike and brings
about as happy a reconciliation as is possible.

I heard soino one say last night, that tho prin-
cipal objection to the llttlo lord was that he was
too good to live, and that in caso ho wcro spared
ho would grow up to bo an insufferable young
prig. I do not agrco with this. Littlo Lord
Fauntleroy was uot so Hopelessly good as that.
Ho was thoroushlv boyish. Wo heard of htm
running races 'with a bootblack, "loafing"
around tho grocery storo and behaving himself
Just as nine bnyi out of ten would do.

Mrs. Burnett has accentuated the beauty of
his disposition. Hho has handled It lovingly,
andshohasdono admirable woik. To ho sure,
little Lord Fauntleroy is not the kind of boy
Hoyt would havo imagined. The "Brass
Monkey's" author would lme exhibited him
tying a tin kottle to a dog's tail or upsetting a
pail of water ocr his maternal parent's head.
Mrs. Burnctt;has!omphaslzod the loveliness of
the boy's character. Hoyt would havo reduced
its weaknesses to imbecility and effaced tho lino
that divided boyishness from Idiocy.

The Introduction of the Minna eplsodo into
(his puro little play la inartistic It is like drop-
ping mud into a crystal goblet To bo sure,
purity needs contrast, but not such a rude and
shocking contrast as this. Tho woman who
"lived 1th " tho Earl of Dorincourt's

son, and who has tho manners of a cour-
tesan, is out of place in Mrs. Burnett's little
story.

Yet nothing can entirely mar the beauty of
tho play. IU success is beyond question. The
cast was admirable. Oeorge Farkhurst

an excellent Dlckensoniau char-
acter sketch as Mr. Hobbs, tho grocer;
Miss Kathryu Kidder made a great deal of the
part of "dearest," and Frank E. Lamb did
Bellas Dick, the bootblack.

Of littlo Elsie Leslie it is impossible to speak
without superlatives. She boio tho burden of a
part as long as that of Hamlet on her sweet lit-
tle shoulders, and she boro it not only without
effort but with apparent ease. J. II. Ollmour.
aa the crusty old Earl, showed what ho could do
after having shown what he couldn't do in
"Mr. Barnes, of New York." He Is an artist,

,and'J beg his pardon for ever having thought
j otherwise.

of climato i in fact, to a backward evo-
lution.. .

We have no timo to sjicak of classification
based on other features than the color of tho
skin, but will only mention that based on the
hair of the head, which is a very character-
istic feature of distinction. There nro four
races with woolly hair, namely, the Papuans
and Hottentots, who havo woolly hair un-
equally crowing in tults, wnilo tho negroes
and Kaftlrs have it equally distributed over
tho sculp, like sheep's wool.

AFIKO MANKIND.

"At one side of the platform," said the
speaker, ulludiug to his pictures, arranged in
groups, " wo havo twolvo different typos of
apes arranged in progressive order, from Iho
lowest, or pig-lik- e monkev, to tho highest,
the gorilla, or manlike. Tho rate of progress
betweon them is similar to that of the
progress shown at the other side of the plat-
form, wlioro' the twelve races of man into
which modern investigations havo made it
necessary to divide mankind aro exhibited,
from the lowest or tho Papuan to the highest.

"The highest monkey appears more iutolll.
cent than the lowest rnce of mankind, so
that in regard to looks the two races appear to
over-la-

Sure it is that tbero is far more difference
between the lowest of the human race and
tho highest than between the lowost man ana
the highest ape."

The lecturer pointed out on n colored map
the distribution of the different races over
the different regious of the earth's surface,
at the same time describing the rncos and ex-
plaining Hueckol's hypothesis that tho princi-
pal origin or cradle of humanity was a large
continent, which he callod Lemnrla. after
tho most manlike ape, the Lemur, and where
he is inclined to place tho seat of Paradise,
which, by the immense changes in the level
of the earth's surface, is nowburle 1 under the
waters of the Indian Ocean, and gradually
sank while the Asiatlo Continent, with the
Himalayas, was.HpUeavod.

"The lowest of tbttn are the native Austral.

or monkey, ancestors as the woolly-heado- d
races. The next higher race moke n great
contrast with the five former. They or. farmore intelligent, and have become a seafar-
ing people, distributing itself much further
from thoir original homes than was thocaso with the five others, who remained
on the islands of the Indian Ocean,
which gave them birth, and which most
likely are only tho tops of Iho mountains oftho large continent when tho oonstnnt sink-
ing and consequent submersion referred to
caused the inhabitants to retreat to the moun-tain- s,

where bv their insular isolation therewas no progress, as there was no strugglo tosecure the survival of the Attest. j

" On the oontinent of Asia, of whioh India at
last became tho oradle of civilization, thisspread overland westward, while the Malayan
race went as far West as' Madagascar, on. the
African coast, leaving the Hottentotsne-groe- sand Kaffirs in possession of tho African
continent." Tho next in the order of development aro
tho Mongolians, a vory numerons race
peopling the greater part of Asia and extend-
ing to Asia Minor, Turkey and even Hun-gor- y,

where the descendants of that race nro
quito numerous. T" Next in order comes the Arctic raoe, under
which name Hoeckel comprises the Esqui-
maux and Laplanders.

" Then tho American Indians, including thePatagonians, famous for their largo size." Then the Druvidas, in Northern India.
Next, the Nubians, in Northern and Central
Africa.

" And at last we havo the Mediterraneans,
named so by Haeckel because they inhibit
the surroundings of that historical sea. Thoy
include the Caucasians, in tho mountains of
that name ; the Buquos, in Spain ; tho So.
initio race, or Jews, in Arabia und North
Africa. Tho Aryan race is probably de-
scended from the Dravidas, in Northern
India. , .

" Tho three higher races have tho hair, not
so rigid and straight as the five former, but
it is of 11 nor texture and has a tendency to
curl, while the heard ,ia much more de-
veloped among them than among the nine
lower races.

Dr Vander Wevdo said that it was absurd
to suppose that all these races sprung from
one singlo pair." As absurd as to suppose all
speciot of dogs to have come from one pair,
and cited the developments in geological re-
search showing that thoro had been many an-
imals of which tho history of tho world
makes.no mention, indicating a long, pre-
historic ogo. Then ho went on :

"In tho somo way the anthropoid 'ape,
which was tho nearest progenitor of man, bo
came utterly extinct by tho competition of
its superiors, while by continued strugglo
for existence the most fitted only survived;
in that wo aro the lucky descendants
of those who proved" 'themselves most
fittest to survive their inferiors. '

OTHEB AnOUlIBNTS FOR EVOLUTION.

" In addition to the Geological and Paleon-tolcgic-
al

records there are other ''reasons
which drive naturalists to the acceptance of
tho theory of evolution. One of them is. tho
study of embryology, proving that the em.
bryo of a turtle, chicken, dog and man aro
Serceptibly alike duriug the first period of

whi e later the ditTorences ap.
pear ; for Instance, in the dog, the till de.
velops much, the brain little; while in, man
the tail disappears and tho brain develops
enormously.

" It has been Btated that tho history of an
individual Is the koy to the history of the
spcclos. If this view is correct and the em-
bryo of man begins llko that of animals of the
lowest tvpe, th origin of the race must have
belonged to the lowest typo."
