&& THE SALE OP ORMONDE.

Sporting- - Circles Much Excited A to Who
Paid the 885,000.

Tho reported solo of tho Duko of West-
minster's famous stallion Or.
mondo to on American for 17,000, or nearly
985,000, has awakened lively interest and
caused considerable comment among tho
horsemen in this city.

Ormonde, who has a record of never hav-
ing been beaten, is a bay in color, and is by
Bend Or, dam Lily Agnes, by Macaroni, her
dam Polly Agnes, by The Cure, out of Miss
Apnea, by Birdcatohor.

For winning blood this breeding cannot
well bo equalled. Bend Or having won tho
Derby in 1880, and his sire, Doncaster, the
Derby of 1878. with Macaroni, the sire of
Lily Agnes, the winner in 18C3. and so on
'back almost to the origin of racing in Eng-
land.

In 1885, when a Ormonde
won a post stake at the Newmarket Second
October meeting, and followed this by win-
ning the Criterion Stakes and Dewhurst Plate
at the Houghton meeting.

Tho following year, being entered as a
three-year-ol- he won in turn the 3,000
Guineas at Newmarket, the Derby at Epsom.
St. James Palace and Hardwicke Stakes at
Ascot, tho St. Lcger at Doncaster, the Great
Foal BtakcB and Newmarket St. Leper at the
First October mooting, the Champion at the
Second Newmarket, and tho Free Handicap
at Houghton.

As a four.year-ol- d Ormonde ran only three
times, ndding to his laurels thoBousMo-motia- l

Stakes and tho Hardwicke Stakes at
Ascot, and the Imperial Gold Cup at tho
July Newmarket meeting, making a total of
sixteen races run and won, the combined
Vflluo being estimated at 28,465 10s.

Humor bos it that Ormonde will be sent to
South America, although good mares are a
Bcarcity in that country, while again it is
a&icrtea that Senator Hearst, the rich Cal-
ifornia, is the purchaser, as it is known that
ho desires to rank with Mr. Haggin as a
breeder.

Those who have seen Ormonde describe
him as a rather plain-lookin- g horse, sixteen
hands high. At the Duke's breeding estab-
lishment at Eton, it is ald that he attracted
even moro attention than his famous Bend
Or.

'While Ormonde has the record of never
having been beaten, his performance as a

was excelled by Mr. Cassatt's
Tho Bard, who at tho samo ago won sixteen
races without a defeat.

Intelligence OfUcc-Kreii- er Connor Arralned
on a Terrible 'Charge.

When Justico Patterson opened the Yorfc-vill-o

Police Court this morning ho was con-

fronted bv a bright-lookin- g, pretty and fair-hair-

girl named Minnio Heath, who ac-

cused Patrick AY. O'Connor, a man ot fifty
years, of criminal assault.

Minnlo'a age is seventeen years, and sho Is
of rathor slender figure. Her dress was neat
and plain and her bearing modest. An aunt
accompanied hor.

Connor says he is a contractor and keeps an
intelligence office at 179 'West Forty-seven- th

street. Miss Heath in on affidavit says sho
ontorod Connor's place place yester-
day and paid $1 for tho privi-
lege of remaining thero until sho prooured
a situation. About 4 o'olock, after the other
girls had left the office. Miss Heath soya Con-
nor took her into a back room, locked the
door, pulled down tho window-shade- s and
committed tho alleged offenso, though she
struggled desperately until sho was ex-
hausted.

With hor hair dishevelled, her clothing
toru and tears streaming from her eyes, she
got away and ran to Capt. Killlca's station,
house, whero sho told Detective Lawless the
story of tho alleged outrage.

Connor was orrostod and declared his
innocence of the charge. To-da- y he
asked the Court to poutpouo the
hoaring until ho could procuro counsel,
merely saying that ho was not guilty. Jus-
tico Patterson romanded him until to-
morrow morning and fixed ball at 96,000.

A certificate from Polioe Surgeon Dexter
states that Miss Heath showod signB of a
rooont assault. The girl lives at 673 Tenth
avenue.

Henry Hermann and Edward Meredith,
who conspired to rob Phil Daly, are both
locked up at Police Headquarters, as stated
in Tin: Evening World yesterday. Its es-

teemed contemporaries had Meredith locked
up with the women in Jefferson Market
Prison.

The pistol from which the bullet sped,
which bo nearly endod old Phil's existence,
was found in on uptown pawnbroker's, by
Detootivos Hiokey and Crowley.

It is a Smith it Wesson
affair. Meredith pawned it beforo

ho was arrested on Thursday, and got $2. 50
on it.

Inspector Byrnes still deolinca to moke
known Meredith's address.

The-ma- is said to be the dissolute son of a
woalthy widow. Ho is a pianist by profes-
sion, and has earned a living by playing tho
piano in disrcputablo houses about town. In
Buoh places ho wai. knowil as ' ' The Pro-
fessor.''

At the saloon. No. 4 St. Mark's place, where
ho is alleged to havo first met Hermann, the
bartonder pleaded ignoranoo of any knowl-
edge of him this morning.

When he was arrested a box of cartridges
were found in his clothing which fitted the
pistol ho used.

It is thought ho bought them with tho pis-t-oi

and forgot to do away with them.
Julius Bauers or Whitey, the crook whom

Moredith also wanted to bring into the
schemo, is also locked up at Headquarters.
He will bo usod only as a witness, and that
only in caso of necessity.

SUNK SIX FATHOMS DEEP.

AFTER BURNING TO THE WATER'S EDGE

THE MARYLAND WENT DOWN.

Only the Smoke Blacks of the Old nlockade
ltunner Visible Abovo the Hurfnceof the
Harlem lleiene of the Frightened l'nn-enge- rn

Tons of Ilaggage Clone Id' the
Uotloni The Loss 8100,000.

Tho transport Maryland, which was burned
to the water's edgo early this morning, now
lies sunk in the mud about 25 feot from tho
dock at whioh sho formerly landod at One
Hundred and Thlrty-stree- t, Harlem llivor.

She is a total wreck. About all that con be
seen of her are tho ends of the smoke stacks
whioh ore crushed and have fallen over the
steamer's braces, which are still Intact.

The truoks on which tho cars formerly
stood con bo seen Just out of the river, aud
from their appearanco it is thought they can
bo utilized in rebuilding.

Tho Maryland was used as a transport be.
tween Jersey Oity and Harlem. Sho left
Jersey Oity lost night at 9.40 o'clook, carry,
ing tho Washington and Philadelphia express
train to Boston. She arrived at her dock in
Mott Haven at 10.60 o'clook, and as sho was
not duo to continue on her journey until
12.05 a. m there was no hurry to run tho
cars off the tracks.

At 11.10 Cnpt. Flood was comingdowu from
the pilot-hous- e when ho scented smoke. He
was suspicious aud aroused tho hand s to go
over tho boat. 1 hey started to do so. and as
ho stepped out he discovered the fire leaping
up the left stairway from the direction of tho
kitchen. He gave an alarm, and a hose was
at onco put to work on tho flames, but it had
ncLoifeot.

Most of the people wero in their stocking
feet, but they thought nothing of the danger
of catching cold to the prospect of being
roasted or drownod. Finally the tug
Transfer, No. 2. steamed up alongside
and sho transferred tho frightened crowd to
the station, where thoy stayed until about 2
a. m. , when a train was made up which
brought them into the Grand Control Depot.

In the moan time tho fire engines arrived
and thty, together with tho firoboats Fuller,
Transfers G, 0 and 7, attempted to save tho
surrounding piers and a heavy float whioh
was lving near the Maryland. Thoy suc-
ceeded in getting tho Maryland off shore and
then they quenched tho flames on the piers
and Buoceedod in saving tho float after tho
cntiro dock had beon charred.

The firemen worked with a will until, at
4. 45 o'olock this morning, the Maryland sunk
in about thirty-flv- o feot ot wator.

At 6 o'clock this morning tho fire was out
and the engines left. Ana then an investiga-
tion was begun by the officers of tho com-
pany. Tho loss is estimated at between
$75,000 and $100,000.

In addition to the loss of tho boat which
was ono of tho largest ferry-boa- ts plying tho
Hudson River two magnlfleont passenger
coaches aro a total loss. They ore tho Ma-
genta 'and Oybenus, and a baggago car con-
taining 10,000 pounds of baggage, and two
oxpreas Bales and a passenger coach also wont
to the bottom.

The safes' contained thousands and thou-
sands of dollars worth of property, includiug
jewelry and banknotes. Ono of tho
safes, the property of tho Adams
Express Company, was brought to shore.
It has not yet beon opened, bo
nothing can be said concerning tho stato
of its contents. Shortly afterwards $1,000 in
brand-ne- pennies wero brought to the
shoro. They were just out of the mint and
wero on their way to Boston.

A special train was afterwards made up and
carried the passengers on to Boston. The
Boston express duo at 2 A, M. arrived, and
after a short do ay tho passongors wero sent
to tho Grand Central Depot, from whence
they were transferred in coachos to tho Penn-
sylvania Depot.

Reid. General Manager
Shepord and Supt. Crosby began an investi-
gation this morning, and so far as they can
find out tho firo started in the kitchen.

The Maryland was tho largest doublo-endo- r

in these waters, and for a long time the only
boat fitted with steam steering gear. Sho was
probably tho first improvised gunboat
mado in April, 1801. Sho was used
.to carry the cars across tho Susque-
hanna at Fcrryvillo to Havre de Graco
after the Confederates burnod tho bridges
over Gunpowder Creek, north of Baltimoro,
cutting off communication between Philadel-
phia and Baltimore Tho troops wero trans-
ferred (probably tho Seventh Regiment) and
carried to Annapolis, where two guns woro
mounted on her upper docks, sho lying in
tho Sovcrn River, opposite Annapolis.

About eight years ago sho waB put on tho
Harlem and East Rivers and has been thoro
since. Sho was 225 feot long, hor hull was of
Iron and the upper works or. wood.

His orders wore complied with and at 7. 80
o'clock, after breakfasting, ho ontered a hack
and drove off with his baggago to tho
bteamer.

No ono saw him oft, and nothing was heard
from him concerning tho story of a Saratoga
rlanoe'o with whom he was said to have missed
a wedding appointment.

Armaments and Officer of the Three Vet
olt Now Under Orders.

Three ships ot iho North Atlantio Squad-ro- u,

commanded by Rear-Admir- al Luce, art,
by order of Secretary of the Navy Whitney,
being put in readiness for sea duty with all
possiblo speed.' Thoy aro tho flagship Rioh.
mond, tho corvctto Galena and tho sloop of
war Yantio.

Though no destination was naraod in tho
diBpatohes received by Admiral Gherardl,
commanding oflloer at the Yard, from the
Secretary of the Navy, yot thero is no ques-
tion but that Haytl it tho objective point.

An Evening Would reporter to-d- applied
for admission to the yard, and, having

tho necessary permits from the officers
in chargo of passports, proceeded warily but
firmly in the direction of the docks where he
was told the cruisers woro moored.

Though the day was still young there was
that stirring about which betokened prepara-
tion extraordinary. Tho wheels of hand-cart- s

rolled over the rough pavements sounded to
civilian ears like the rattle of muBketry, and
and an occasional bugle note showod that the
much maligned marinos were somewhero" humping thomselves."

Aftor formally saluting everybody ho met,
tho roportor ot last found himsolf on the
dock olongsido which tho Richmond was
moored. Tho ship is somewhat old, but has
a history of which hor ofQoors and men, past
and present, are very proud. She is the sister
ship to tho famous Hartford, tho flagship of
Admiral Forrngut during tho war. She was
built in 1853 and for ton years has horsolf
boen a flagship.

From peak to hold everything about her
was in a state of activity.
Sailors were aloft repairing and cleaning her
rigging; nion on deck were dumping ooal
iuto tho bunkers, and others woro corking
tho seams botwoen tho dock planka with
oakum.

The roportor stepped across the gang,
plank snd went on board. Aftor tho due
formalities had been completed bo was very I

pleasantly received by the officer ot the jlay,
who gave him, samo information concerning
the ship.

The Richmond carries an armament made
up in this fashion : Ono muzzle-loadin-g

riilo, ono breeoh-loadin- g rifle,
twelve smooth bores, two twenty,
pound howitzers, one breech-loadin- g

riilo, ono Gatllng gun and two rapid-loadin- g

Hotchkiss guns, to bo usod for torubdoes,
and which can bo carried and workod effec-
tively in tho ship's boats.

Beyond this there is on board tho Rich-
mond a full complement of small arms.
There aro now on board tho ship 277 men,
exclusive of tho officers.

Right alongside the Richmond lies tho
sloop-of-w- or corvctto Yantio, a vessel a
half smaller than the Richmond, whoso dis.
placement is something like 2,500 tons.

group, lying to the east of Cuba. .Its terri-
tory is 10.205 tquaro milos.

o is tho capital of tho Haytlan
Republic, and has a population of 35,000.
The population of the Republic of Ilaytl is
550,000, 90 per cent, of which consists of
negroes, while the remainder is of mulattocs.
A fow merchants und teachers in Hayti aro
white.

Tho languago is French. which Is creditably
spoken by the officials find bolter classes,
though tho bulk of tho natives uso a paled of
corrupted French.

Haytl has a standing army of 6,828 men,
C50 strong in the guard and the rest In the
lino. Its navy comprises fivo mcn.of.war,
ono of which l armored. Tho total naval
ornjojnent is thirty cunt,

111888 Haytl hod a publlo debt of 913,.
500,000, of which 14,320,000 it a foroign loan.
The nso in coffee of late has matunally im-
proved Haytlan finances, and considerable
financial reform has boen offected.

During 1880 tho imports to Ilaytl were
$1,005,256, against exports of Jluvtian
produots to the extent of (7.555,096. Theso
products are nearly all raw materials, and
comprise coffee, cocon, wool, hides, orango
peel, raw sugar, cotton scod, tortoie shell,
wax, honey, logwood aud cigars. Thero is
also some trado in fustic, mahogany and old
copper sheathing.

(it these produots. coffee is the main ono,
nearly sixty million pounds having beon sent
out in 1886. The duty Imposed by tho Na.
tloual Assembly on coffeo is ts.36 in gold per
100 pounds, so tho iucomo from this bource
alone Is very considerable.

One thing militating against tho prosperity
of the Rcpublio of Hayti to a ocrtaiu extent fs
the law of Section 7 of 1801, which prohibits
foreigners from holding real estate. In his
Now Tear's speech of 1887 President Hulo.

Hayti is a hotbed of insurrection, one of
tho most stubborn boing that which endod
Jan. 10, 1834.

Thore havo boen various violations of tho
neutrality laws which obtain between the
United States and Hayti. This accounts for
tho seizuro pt vcssols, which aro
heard of ovcry now and then.

The sugar industry lias becomo almost ox.
tiuct, though nowhere does tho sugar cane
find as congenial a soil as in Hayti. Though
tho coffeo crop Is the mainstay of tho coun-
try, and Is tho commodity whose fluctuations
mean prosperity or poverty, Haytlan coffeo.
for extrinsio reasons, ranks lowest in tho
world's markets. This is the caso with sev-
eral other important Haytlan uroducts, Tho
mineral deposits of tho country aro absolutely
uuworked, though many mlncrals.exist thero.

Ono peculiarity of the Haytlan negro is
that he takes no iutorcst and bestows only
tho most languid efforts on any soil that ho
does not own himself. This is why general
prosperity is found in tho mountain districts
with small proprietary holdings, rather tftan
in tho larger d traots on tho plains.

President Salomon has had the most serious
trials during his regime and the government
of this diminutivo Republic of negroes is by
no means a sinecure or a bonanza.

THE HAITIAN NAVY.

It I,arrt Vessel the Nlzn or a United
Kinlrit Itevenue Cutter.

Tho most powerful vossel of tho Hay-
tlan navy Is the steel ram Touscaint
L'Ouverture, about tho slzo of tho United
States rovenuo cutter, Grant. She was
built four years ago at Havre,
and carries but one large gun, a
brooch-loadin- g smoothbore Bcatterod about
her deck aro a number of Hotchkiss and
Gatling guns,

Next, in point of destructive capabilities, is
tho wooden corvotto Dossalinos, carrying ono
largo gun tho size of the L'Ouvcr lure's big- -

est ono, and two Hotchkiss guns and one
Slatling. Sho was built' in Philadelphia in
1883.

Tho only other formidable vessels pos-
sessed by Legitimo's provisional governmont
are tho Nouvella Voldrogue and lioii Chcuo,
both wood, which carry a choico assortment
of Hotchkiss aud Gatling guns, revolvers,
cutlossos and razors.

Thero are a largo number of coasting
schooners and fishing smacks which would
be used to blockade tile ports.

Mr. Singerly, Assistant Consul for Hayti,
when asktdbyan Evening World reporter
what would bo tho commercial effect of the
present warliko preparations of tho United
States against Hayti, said, with a smilo :

" Wo havo uo infomiatbn that tho war ves-
sels aro to sail to Hayti. What tho effect of
sailing would bo I cannot say, Tho troubles
in lluyti thus far sooni to havo increased tho
traffic botween that country and this.

"An increase in general merchandise ship-
ments from the port, at least, has been shown
in tho past month. Qur island has a deal of
trouble and it sooms hardly necessary to heap
more upon us. "

Consul BasKott told that though, of course,
commercial lelations between Hayti and tho
United States would bo interrupted pending
a settlement of tho prosent difficulty, they
uould uot suffer any permanent hiatus.
