28, 7.60 A, M. —Prado, thief, Bel
Alphonse, human fiend incarnate on his own
boastful admissions, died on the guillotine for
the murder of Marie Aguettant, cocotte, at 7.856
o'clock this morning. The death was witnessed
by 200 artists, newspaper men, netors, lawyers
and politiclans who possessed influence snfMeient
to obtain admission within the sentry lines to the
Place de Is Roquette. He died with mueh the
#amo bravado as Pranzini, his former chum sod
countorpart. The scene was much more orderly,
and not the slightest mishap ocenrrod in the work
of M, Deibler. In oxactly fifty secondds from
hix uppearance at the prison gate his bleeding
head lay in the basket.

THE VIGIL DEFORE THE GATES.

It was s long wait we all had in the ohilly
night air awaiting the dawn,  Within the Dépot
des Condpmnca the prisoner was reported to be
pleeping aquictly, unconsclous of his impending
death. It may be s merciful provis-
fon  that keeps the condemned in  ig-
vorance of the time of his execution
untll within lalf an  hour thereof. But
we, standing ontside in the cold and dam
eotldn't holp fecling that Prado onght to
been apprised earlier. Idrove to the Rude la
Roquette from the Doulevard Voltaire about 1
o'clock.

THE NELLEVILLE MOB,

Progress 1 a cab was impossible along the
Hitle street lending to the prison, and abroptly
closed beyand by the cemetery of Pere La Chaise,
A large wine shop on a corner at tho left was
aglow with lifo. Cocottes from the Enropean
quarters, dressed in the height of fashion, had
taken shelter from the eold thercin, elbowed
by drunken men in blouses, reeking with
the smells of Delleville and Montmartre.
It was a lieartless Parlsian mob, My tickota
were all right. Handing them to a gendarme
when I reached the cordon of police, he earried
them to an inspector quite a distancoe up the
street and severnl ndnutes elapsed before I heard
my name called and was permitted to enter the
donble file of guards that ocoupied the dirty,
warrow sldewalk.
