Tho Wide Range of Ita Coat in tho
Great Metropolis.

Estimates of Funeral Exponsos
by Different Undertakers.

From tho Pomp of $1,000 Ubioqutes
to a 93 Iltirlivl by the City.

Unplonsant subjects as funerals are to tlwoll
upon, thoro are many people whose minds
Mceinlo turn, under tbo influence of a strange
fascination, to tho matter of tboir own obso-qulc- s.

Willi souio of theso peoplo tho funereal
thoughts take an economic turn, and they
either prtividon casket liefoio death, or mitko

soino financial provision for burial expenses,
by will or Btinulatiou.

Funerals may bo inado to vary ieotly in
tho matter of expenso, however, and the
lll'tires that would tit in ono ciiko may bo fur
iroui tlioso ri'sultiiig from thu carrying out of
another person's ideas.

TU Hr K.lilur iffTlir Krnilml WurU:

Tho many reforms brought about by tho
powerful influence of your groat paper leads
me to hope that you will exorcise somo of
that inflnouco to ameliorate the condition of
the overworkod and underpaid grocery clerks
of this city. Many of the stores aro opened
at 5 a. m., and aro not closed until 9 or 10 r.
m., thus making a day's work consist of six.
teen or seventeen hours fivedays,iu tho week,
nineteen or twenty hours on Haturdays and
frequently four or live hours on Sundays. I
havo worked as many ns twenty hours a doy
myself. If this is not slavery, I would like
to know what is 't

Tbo pauses in operation to produce this
condition aro, first, tho lictce competition
that pruvails iu the trade, nnd secondly, in
the despotism aud selfishness of n thought-
less, exacting and tyrannical public. For the
first thoro is no remedy iu a free country,
but for tho second tho influence of Tin;

A STEADY DEMAND FOR NEAT AND CAPA-

BLE NURSE GIRLS.

North German Maids Are Favorites Became
of Their Fine Pronunciations, bat French
Dannes Have Oulte a Call .llalda Must
He Neither Too Yuun Nor Too Old, and
Must Have a Character.

" Thoro is not such a great demand for
servants at present," said one of tho most
prominent managers ot intolligonco bureaus
to an EvENiNd World man. " Thoso girls
aro waiting hero till somo ono comes in and
employs them "

' ' Thoso girls " numbered two or throo
hundred, who wero sitting around chatting
and giving tho plnco tho appearanco of a
ferry boat waiting-room- .

" How nbout tho demand for nurso
maids ?"

" It was nover grentcr than it is now. It U
always hard to find n satisfactory nurso.
Probably one out of overy buven demands
for servautn Is n request for a good girl to
tako care of young children. "

" You sou," said tho purveyor of help to n
needy public, " whoever gels a servant, no
matter of what kind, insists that she shall
have a good character. But this is especially
needful in a nursemaid. Sho has got to asso-
ciate with young children, and, of course,
havo something to do with training the child.
Its manucrs. its conversation and its morals
nro affected more or less by its daily and
familiar contact with tho maid.

"This, of courso, with regard to thoso
children who have got old onough to notico
things nnd to pick up ways nnd habits. Hut
where it is a question of very young children,
thero is still much to ho exacted from tho
bonne. She must have somo experieuco. That
is one of tho first things that is asked usually.
' Have you had auy care of children ?' uud
then tho noxt comos right after it : ' Where
wero you employed 1 ist?'

' ' I supposo tho girls hnvo to learn somo.
where at first, as they can't start in thor-
oughly accomplished and educated nurso
maids; most peoplo went them to learn tholr
duties under Bomobody olso and not havo to
practice on their children.

" You must understand thatthore is a good
deal of responsibility about the position aud
duties of tuis class of servants. Go up in
Central Park nnd you will see plenty of nent.
iiuiet nursemaids, with talk in themno more
than if they woro stone posts. I moan no
talk for the coppors and the yodng men who
liko to chaff n pretty maid.

" When a fond parent comos across tho
hopooftno family wandering at large, hob.
nobbing with other children, or oIbo sees tho
baby twisting in its enrriapo while tho maid
is forty rods away, doing tho agreeable to a
' cop,' tho fond parent is not pcrfoctly satis-fic- d

aud usually kicks.
" Whcuover a servant applies sho gives her

former employer's address and thou a privato
circular is bent there asking if the servant
was honest nnd sober, nnd if sho can bo
recommended. It n girl can't get a good
recommendation from her former omployer
sho is in a hard fix."

" Of what nationalities are tho nurse
maids?" asked the reporter.

" Oh, thoy are of all kinds English, Irish,
.Scotch, French, Gorman, Swedish. The
Irish and Germans are among tho best. At
present good North-Germa- n nurse-maid-s
nave the call. There, aro several reasons for
this. Thoy nro of n simple, affectionate dis-
position, and hence likely to form an attach-me- ut

to their young charges. They nre nent
nnd they nro faithful and honest. Then the
German language is far more studied than it
used to bo, nnd a French or German bonne is
preferrod bocauso she is u help to tho children
in learning French or German. That is why

womentuo xsortn-uerma- n young aro ueuer.
They have a finer pronunciation and talk
high German."

" What age are tho nurse-maid- s ?"
" Thoy range from twenty to thirty-fiv-

Too young a girl is not wanted, because
judgment and seriousness are demanded, und
young girls nre not so likely to have it. On
'the other hand, too old n woman doesu't
tuke. because thero is a feeling that the
children don't take so naturally to an elderly
woman. I know one nurse-mai- however,
who is fifty-fiv- e years of age. But sue is a
very fine woman, with a great deal of experi-
ence, and has been with her present em-
ployer n long time.

" Another objection to very young girls is
that they.'sleep too soundly. Sometimes chil-
dren have to be looked after in the night,
and in any case the nurse-mai- d ought to
awake easily if any crying is done in the
nursery. Good looks iu tut applicant is not
such an essential. If the young woman is
healthy nnd neat, plain looks are not an ob-
stacle. Sometimes they nre rogarded with
more favor than not if the wife is a little bit
jealous.

" What wagos do they get ? Oh, well, tho
wages vary with the families and the nurso.
maids. Families that employ nurse-maid-s
nre. ns a rule, well-to-d- o people. The nurse,
girl gets from $1G to $25 a mouth. The work
is easy nnd many youug women are fond of
children and like to have charge of them. A
nurse has to wash the chi d, to dress it, to
look nfter it if it is ill, nnd to take it out for
its airing. Frequently the nurse is sent out
iu a carriage with the child and rides around
like a grand lady through the park.

" This matter of being able to take enre of
children when they are ill is n great point.
Naturally those girls that are able to do this
well command a better salary than less
skilled oneB.

" That is about all there is to be said on
tho nurse-mai- d question, I think, " the intel-
ligence man concluded, ' unless you waut
to say that bonne do not kick, as a rule,
against weariug the little muslin servant's
cap. They prcfor a enp, however, with two
immense strings ot moire antique silk that
nearly touch tho ground. Good morning."
