Why Not Compel the Horse Rail-
roads to Adopt Tt?

The Public Should Not Suffer Because
Employees Have Grievances,

Liet Them Be Submitted to Arblliration
and Keep the Roads Running.

A Bill Drawn by a Well-Known Lawyer for
the Law-Makers' Consideration.

Here in tho deaft of a law drawn at Tow
Evexivg Wonnn's request by an eminent sod
well.known lawyer in tols city.

It mnkes mandatory the submission to ar-
bitrastion of all differences arising between
the street ailroads of thia city and their em-
ployeos.,

It is based on the principle that thess rail.
ronds are not private, b 't public, enterprises,
and therefore should be subject to public
control,

Some of the roads are indeltad in large
st to the ¢ity., Thelr chorters are in some
cngos tain'ed with bribery boodle, They en-
joy valunble publie franchises for which they
mnke practienlly no return. They use the
people's property. and tkey should be held
tn strict acconntability to the people,

HENVANTH, NOT MARTENR,

The autocrstio spirit does not become sueh
corporatlons.  They wura servanis, not mas.
tern, and if they do not appreciste this fact
they shonld be tanght it

Now, becauss they happen to have a dif.
feronce with their employess, no watter what
the morits ar demerits of the caso, it is ab-
witrd that thoe public should be made to
wuflor,

The employees hiave nlways been ready to
arbitrate their grievances, Why should not
the companies be compelled to accept these
offers of arbitration,

Then there would be no tie-up, no ineon-
veniones to the publie, no parlyzing of

tridlo nlong these arteries of metropalitan
torconrse,

A BUOOGFATION To LAWMAKENRSE,
The u'rompluyinfz bill is drawn ae s sug-
