THE OTHER SIDE OF THE REYNOLDS IN-
SURANCE CASE BEGUN,

Polnte In the Prosecation Which Strock Fxe
Judge Van Varst’s Ideas af the Absurd—
The White«Bearded Counsellor Declares
the Plaintiffs Proved Too Murh—Allegn-
tlanws af Perjury,

The defonse wns begun to.day io the trial
Lefore Justice Lawrence of Dr. Willinm M.
Heynolds for the felony of making false
elairos of losses by s fire which destroyed his
country seat at Flushing two vears ago.

The prosecution ecompletoed their case
ngainst Reynolds Inst evening, without plae-
inge on the stnnd Agent Reed, of the London
Arsurance Corporation, or Marks, his clerk,
despite a demand by the defense that they he
callod to the stand.

Dr. Reynolds, a little pale but full of confi-
Jence, was in court early.

Mrs, Reynolds, 8 bunch of blne violota at
her belt, entered lator necompanied by Jane
Downey, the faithfal womnn who as nurse,
wnd and bousekeeper, has been the attend-
aut of Mrs. Reyuolds since ber childbond.

The emowy-haired and white-bearded ox-
Judge Van Verst addressed the jury for the
defense, his one hand thrust carclessly into
his trousors pocket and the other gesticnlat.
ing, with Lis glasses betwoen thumb and fin.
eor, his whole nir one of candor und confi-
dence.

He said the defendant was thankfol that
after wmny months of anxiety, proorastinn.
tion aud delny ho was able to present Lis (e-
fense against the cruel charges which hnd
been hanging over him, ks beloved wife and
his fumily for so long.

Hu exprossed contidence that when the de.
fenso bl presented their case the cloud
would disappear aud Dr. Reyuolds would go
ot of conrt nuscathed, unsioged.

Then the old jurist called sttoution to some
of tne salient points of the ense.  The bnrned
howse, ws well ss nearly nll ils contents, was
the individual property of Mrs, Reynolds, n
gun, & dental office nnd n fow other things,
\'hln;-d ot §2,. 500, alone belonging to the hus.
bnd,

The charge, e held, was wbyurd in that
while the statement of losses framed by Dr,
wnid Mra, Heynolds sggrogated 17,000 worth
of furmiture, the onlv gain which could come
Ly it wos 6,000, the smount of the fusurance
ouit, The defondant was wealthy, hia wife
wis wenlthy in her own right, and they were
old, lifelong residents of the city,

The proseoution had proven too much,
They had placed witnesses on the stand to
prove that there was absolutely nothing in
the house at the time of the fire; yet other
witnessos to show thint the doors were all
open, that there were pamters and servants
at the honse the da before  tho
fire, and that Dr. Heynolds was himself
thore nud knew all these things o few hours
before the tire, Was it not absurd Lo supyose
that Dr. Repuolds, in the fuce of all these sure
witnesses against'him, should attemptato de-
frandd by stating the loss of a house full of
furniture,

The plender nsked, druuationlly: ** Where
are the earpets, rags ond drugfml’.a from the
Flushing house 7 No sttempt has bhoen made
to sbhow that they were removed. We
will prove thnt they alone cost 1,800,
We will prove clearly that the testimony
of Gormley and Brennan wus false in plinost
every particular as to what wus in that house,
We shall ¢learly show thnt the property enn.
