LABULCHBB! AND LEWIS.

Testimony About Thelr Cennertlom with
Plgott Causes a Nennation.

Loxpox, Fel, 16, <At to«dsy's reseion of the
ParnelComul sion Mr, Boames, solicitor for the
Tivnes, wan furthier eross-oxamined, He offered
in evidence a vchodule of all the signatures of
Mr. Parunell that ho possessed, He sald that
Mr. Parnell's writing varied considerably, snd
produced s letter in which Mr, Pamell's name
wan written in six diffurent ways.

Presiding Justios Hannen ordered that the let-
ter bo photographed.

Continning, witness denied that he had heard
thint I'igott anid the Leapue clerk be intorviewad
in Dreland hind o grievance sgainet Mr, Parncll,
Pigott, he saidd, had made o statutory declara-
tion that Bolicitor Lewis had offcred him £1,000
if he wonld swear that hie had forged the letters
snid to have been written by Mr. Parnell. The
Times pald Pigott only £40 or £60. The wit
ness had Pigott watchod and traced him into the
company of Mr. Labonchere. He pald Hous-
ton, Becretary of the Irish Loysl and Patriotie
Union, altngether £3, 000,

Upon redirect examination Mr, Hoames raid
that no bargain wes made when the letters wers
firut brought to the Times, Their genuinencss
was to be tested before any peyment was made,

Mr. Boamen sald Pigott told him of {nterviews
he had with Bolieitor Lewis and Mr. Labouchere,
The latter sent Pigott several ten-ponnd uotes,
Oue of thess notea was forwarded to Ireland and
thore redirected to London.

Continuing, Mr, RBoamoesruid that Pigott did
not tell him of the correspondence he had with
Archbishop Walsh, of Dublin, regarding the Jot-
ters. He had never heard of this eorreapoudence
nutil he heard it mentioned in the court lnst
evening, Besides Mr. Tnglis, Mr. Boamos said,
the Times engagod Mossrs, Diroh and Ellis as
experts. He had wever promised Pigott six.
ponce, but knew that Plgott had asked Houston
far £5,000 ou the ground that it wonld be im-
pourible for kim to live in Dublin after glving
evidence for the Times and that he wanted to
make some provision for himeolf.
