Ho did a great deal of the work
personally and worked energetically, but for a
long time tlio weekly failed to mako any success.
One friend who had loaned him a good deal of
money to keep the enterprise afloat at longth
Inld him he could lend him nn morn and advised
him to abandon the project. He decided to act on
the advice, hut coming down to the office Mon.
day morning he found in his mail two letters,
etch enclosing a year's subscription. He always
claimed that had it not been for these two letters
Frank Leslie's Newspaper would have come to an
end at that time. But he argued that if two ceo--

wanted the paper other must want it, and he
ecided to continue- the struggle for a while

longer. He had better luck after that and soon
put the publication on a paying basis. In a year
or so it looked so well that the llarpcrs followed
him into the field with a weekly of their own.

HIr. ntorley Arraign the Conservative

Lokdojj, Feb. 25. In tho House of Commons
this afternoon Mr. Sexton gave notice that he
would introduce a bill to amond tho law relating
to contempt of court.

This announcement was received with cheers.
Mr. Morley moved the adoption of his amend

meut to tho address in reply to tho Queen's
speech, condemning the administration in lie-lan- d

as harsh, unjust and oppress ivo and asking
that measures to content it and a
real union of Gnat Britain and Ireland be
adopted. In his speech in suppoi t of his motion
Mr. Morley strongly condemned the singular
lack of prudoncu, foiesight and csro that had
been shown liy the administration in Iielnnd
during the lant fow months. Tho ancst of
Father McFadden, at Oweedoro, he said, was
maikodby eveiy had quality that could accom-
pany a Judicial net. It was woi thy of tho worst
exploits of the luflian Judge In (Scotland, who,
a century ago. said. " Glvo me a prisoner and
I'll find the law. " Mr. Morley referred at length
to the recent arrests in Ireland and ridiculed
the idea of arresting men for such otTonses as
cheering Mr. William O'Brien, Ac. Inferring
to tho Imprisoned members of Parliament, ho
urged that whllo their offenses wern limited to
speaking and writing treason they should bo
treated as first-cla- mlsdncrs. The time was
swiftly coming when an lncslstlble appeal would
ascend from tho nation, asking Her Majesty to
reenr to tho sense of the people so that they
might decide tho great issues now dividing the
Government and the opposition.

iNQDiny AnouT the "times" case.
The opposition, he added, required the fullest

explanation regarding tho employment of Brit-
ish magistrates, crown solicitors and police in
framing the Times's case. They demanded to
know why documents were handed to tho Times
for the purposos of a plot to which it might be
proved the Government had infatnatedly become
the dupes and accessories.

Referring again to the case of Father McFad-de-

Mr. Morley said that Balfour had admitted
that the police had tactically erred In arresting
the priest. The speaker contended that the
arrests at Tralee on the occasion of O'Brien's
trial were illegal. No Home Secretary or Eng-

lish magistrate would venture to act as though
the arrests were in conformity with English law.

sentiment of the people. Ho urged Mr. Balfour
also to regard the popular sympathy with the
Imprisoned members of Parliament.

SECRETARY BALrOUK'B REPLY.
Mr. Balfour, upon rising to reply, was greeted

with cries of "Figott," This was continued
until tho Bpcaker peremptorily insisted upon the
Honso coming to order.

In opening his speech Mr. Balfour said that
tho Opposition would hae shown themselves
unworthy of their poBitlon if they had not taktn
the earliest opportunity to bring forward their
accusations, for rivals of which in bittcincss
they might vainly pearch' history. ' Ho was not
surprised that Mr. Morley had taken advantage
of his position to mako charges against tho Gov-

ernment at a time when he knew his words
would pasB current in the country because the
Government could not possibly tako up his chal-
lenges. He twitted Mr. Morley with alluding to
the Parnell Commission and ignoring the most
horrible charges of cruelty, inhumanity
and cynical savageness with which his
(Balfour's) waste basket had been flooded
during tho recesB. Tossibly it had begun to
dawn upon the minds of the Opposition that
they had been duped by Imaginary reports con-
cerning the treatment of Mr. O'Brien. He ad-

mitted that the prison rules had been relaxed in
the cases of priests, but the House knew that he
had always been doubtful whether, in relaxing
the rules, he was not straining the Crimes act.
The title regarding the cutting of a prisoner's
hair was ne er relaxed except in cases of disease.

"What diseaso prcvouted my hair being
cut?" inquired Mr. Dillon, amid much laughter.

" You were in tho hospital during your im-

prisonment 1" responded Mr. Balfour.
